The customary one minute silence
at noon will again be observed this
Armistice Day In respect to Ameri-
ca's honored dead.

Tho stage Is all set for tho Le-

gion's Armistice Day celebration
at Waipouli and all the Legionnaires
are busy now casting an anxious
oyo toward the heavens and pray-
ing for clear weather next Satur-
day.

A big day is ahead of all those
that attend the Legion's celebration
which opens at 9 o'clock with a
football game between Kauai high
school and the Kapaa team.

This will bo immediately follow-
ed by the racing program on which
eight big races are carded.

Although there are none of the
stars of tho previous years with
the exception of Dinner Bell and
Silver Dust, still tho Interest in
this year's races is- as keen as
ever.

Tho baby race will bring togeth-
er Kuhlman's Manu Kauai, lie Is'
Freckles, Fernandez Suante II, and
Forty: Winks from the Waupoull
stables. No one can be found who
will pick the winner in this race
and statements have been made
that a blanket will cover all four
horses when they flash under the
wire.

When tho babies start in the
three-eight- s the winner of the quar
ter mile will bo barred and there
is just as much doubt as to the
winner of the second as tho first.

Six entries in the ladles' race will
necessitate, the running of two heats.
So far those who have signified
their intention of racing are Miss
Dale on Daisy, Anna Scott on Cham
pagnc, Miss Lovell on Prohibition,
Miss Widdlfleld on Lady, Miss
Scharsch on Juanlta and one other
entry from Kapaa homesteads.

A Japanese race, a Portuguese
race and a five-eighth- s bringing to
gether Dinner Bell, Fireman, Silver
Dust and Peggy with a half mile race
the same horses will round out the
racing program.

Immediately after lunch the cow
boy sports will start and among
tho teams to be represented will
bo Princeville, Makee, Kapaa, Hana
maulu, Koloa, Lihue, and probably
a Maui team.

The cowboy sports will open with
a potato race and those that wit
nessed the event last year will re-

member how much amusement this
event caused. With the teams ex
perienced in this event there Is no
doubt that the fun will be faster
in this year's sports than In last

The tug of war will follow tho
potato race and this event will bo
followed by the stake race and the
final event of the cowboy events
will be the relay race.

All these events will take place
in front of the grandstand so that
there will bo no necessity for the
crowd to move in following the
events.

Following tho cowboy sports will
como the big event of the after
noon, tho steer tying, which will
not only decide the championship
of KauaJ but of Maul as well, as
Harold Rice is not only standing
by his proposition to enter a Maui
roper but is, going a step further
and is bringing the best two ropers
on Maul to compete with the local
men.

Frnm this anclo it can be seen
that the men who take the champ
ionship this year will be a real
champion, as ho will be competing
against some of tho best ropers in
tho territory.

Quietness marked election day on
Kauai, the general public attending
to their duties as voters and then
going about their business.

There was no uniformity about the
voting, some districts having polled
90 per cent of their votes by 3:00 in
the afternoon, while others had only
about 50 per cent of their registered
vote polled at the samo time.

Waimea led the Island as far as
early voting was concerned, no less
than 160 of the 180 registered votes
boing cast by 3 in the afternoon.

In the Kekaha district the voting
was particularly slow in tho morn-

ing with a slight increase in the af-

ternoon.
Makawell was very slow in the

morning but after 3 in the afternoon
when tho men began returning from
work tho voting was very brisk. Wa-hiaw- a

Kapaa was perhaps the slowest
district on the Island in voting, only
343 votes being cast at 3:30. The to
tal registration of the Kapaa dis
trlct is 519 votes. This left about 200

votes yet to be cast in the last hour
and a half.

Kilauea voted steadily all day
without any rush or quiet periods
marking tho voting. Hanalel was also
one of the early districts, having 143
votes out of a total of 187 caBt at
3:30.

Very little excitement was occa
stoned at any of tho polling places,
the police officers having little or
nothing to do. In fact the election
was one of the quietest in tho history
of Kauai.

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Estray Horse Causes

Trouble In Kawaihau

Superintendent of Mahelona Farm
Impounds Animal for Damags

Done

OWNER BRINGS COUNTER 8UIT

Matter is Threshed Out In Court
and Judfle Holds Case Under

Advisement

Is the owner of horses allowed to
leave them roam about on tho pub-

lic highways, free to enter any pri
vate property surrounded by fences
but the gates of which aro opened
becauso of necessity, without fear
of being assessed for damages It
tho animals enter such private
property; or Is It the duty of prop
erty owners, be it private or public
institutions, to seo that their gates
flaro closed to prevent eatrays from
trespassing?

The abovo, In substance, was tho
question put up to Judge von Eke-kol- a

of tho Kawaihau district court
to decide for illegal impounding and
execssivo damages. To tho man In
tho streot the answer seema simple,
but tho Judge has taken the case
under advisement and will render

decision on Friday, as the law
may see the situation from another
angle.

Marian Rapoza, owner of a horse
which wns impounded by F. Trow-
bridge, superintendent of Mahelona
hospital farm, sued tho latter for
illegal impounding of his animal,
claiming that Trowbridge assessed
excessive damages and that tho
gates of tho hospital were always
left open. The defenso contended
that Trowbrldgo was not tho proper
suo, as his act in impounding the
animal was done as a mere servant
of the hospital, and furthermore,
that owners of animals should have
them tied or put in some enclosed
space, and that those who did not
do so were liable to damages suf-

fered by their neglect.
M. S. Henrlques represented the

plaintiff and S. K. Kaeo tho de-

fendant.
