EVOLUTIONS OF THE
AMERICAN NAVY.

DRILL.

NEW

White-Hulled Ships of War Preparing
for the Grand Columbian Review
Drill at Sea.

Fortress Monroe (Va), April 6.—
The most notable evulutions of the
ships of the new navy are over, They
have taken place at sea off the capes at
the mouth of Chesapeake bay during
Tuesday, Wednesday and ta day, They
were not unly the most notable exercise
in fleet drilling, but were far more -
portant than that. If they were not

the first experinments of this kind inour |

navy, they are certainly the first on so
large a scale since the war.

Here, off Hampton Roads, are eight
new steel criisers and gunboals assem-
bled in a squadronof two divisions and
ordercd to sea to drill steadily for three
days. It is notonly the most import
ant, but the most novel incident in the
new naval development, Rear Ad
miral Walker has been in command of
the fleet, whose mere hull cost more
than $7,000,000, whose bost vessels are
unequaled in the other navies of the
world, and whose effect in smwall squad.
ron movements has excited the admir
ation of the four greater naval powers
of Europe.

Owing to the pressure of routine du-
ties connected with the forthcoming
great review in New York harbor, the
Commander-in-Chief, Rear Admiral
Chirardi, remains in Hampton Roads
with his splendid Nagship, the Philadel-
phia. Rear Admiral Walker, therefore,
formed his squadron in two divisions,
composed as follows: Tirst Division—
Flagship Chicago, with the Adwiral in
command, the Baltimore, Charleston
and Yorktown. Second Division—"The
San Francisco leading, the Atlanta,
Concord ond Vesuvius,

Down on the famous Lynn Haven
oyster grounds idside the capes this
magnificent troop of sea cavalry hegan
its work. 'The squadron made a mag:
nificent picture, each white hull, with its
graceful lines, stood boldly out against
the water and the effect of so great a
number of new vessels was not only im
pressive but beautiful.  The big white
fleet stood out to sea at a uniform
speed of eight knots an hour,

The first movement ordered from
the fagship was to determine the
angle at which each ship must s¢t her
helm in order to turn in the same circle
as that of the Charleston, which always
describes the biggest circle in turmning
all the way round when her helm s
hard over. Such a circle is called the
tactical diameter of a ship.  This drill
was absolutely necessary in view of
the requirements of harmonious action
in the great Columbian operations
Moreaver, it tended to familiarize each
set of officers with their ship,  Such a
drill bas a still more serious value, for
warships must be maneuvered in this
way 50 that their captains can tell
before entering an engagement how
they can turn their helms o fight the
enemy from the inside or from the
outside.

When all had done the work on the
starboard tack the flagship signalled for
the same evolution on the port tack.
The signaling was constant among all
the ships. On one end of each fore-
mast yard were telegraphic signals con-
sisting of many colored penants that were
changed so constantly as to keep two
men busy. On the other end of the
yard were speed signals, consisting of a
ball and pennant.  These were changed
with every change of the engines, and
the speed of each ship was changed to
meet the changes of speed of the guide
ship.

At the same time the Admiral on the
guide ship was incessantly telegraphing
signals to all the squadron, giving orders
and warnings of orders that were short-
ly to come. At the same time *“‘wig:
wag” signals with hand flags were kept
up on the flagship, These communi-
cations were concerning routine matters
connected with the sqguadron—daily
reports from all ships, comments on re-
ports, requests for explanations that the
Admiral demanded and a myriad of
small matters.

All day the great signal flags rose
and fell at all the foremast beads and
the wig-wagging went on. When night
came rockets and colored electric lan-
terns kept up an incessant but noiseless
talk by telegraph without any stopping
of the engines.

Another feature of the fleet drill was
taken up later. The ships were made
to practice forming a column, then to
swing into company front by deviation
frum the columnar course at an angle
of forty-five degrees. In the navy they
call it “column formation” when the
ships are behind one another, and “line
formation” is putting the ships side by
side. The drill was, therefore, techni-
cally called swinging from column into
line. They then presented a splendid
spectacle,  From the deck of the ves.
sel in the center the squadron exhibited
such a jungle of masts and funnels and
fighting tops and spars that no one
could say whether there were eight or
fifty-eight sea monsters in the assembly,

Admiral Walker then signaled orders
for the return to column formation,
The trick of turning intb line was tried
again. This time it was done so much
better that the improvement seemed
marvelous. Next the ships formed in
the line on the starboard tack, There
was an extended parade out to sea in a
long line, furmed by keeping the ships
side by side Several orders were given
for oblique movements this way and
that and these were cleverly executed.
After several such evolutions the
ships fell back into column formation
just as daylight began to wane. When
it became dark the Admiral resorted o
Arder's system of telegraphing, which
seems to be very nearly perfect.  Like
a section of a rainbow there suddenly
appeared a string of red and white
lights on the mizzenmast of the Chi-
cago's rigging on the port side, 'They

were answered by a precise copy of the
signal on each of the other ships. In
conjunction. with various other lights
on the other ships they made the great
s(quadron  lovk like Christmas trees
floating around in the water. A signal
was given and the fleet came to an
chor,

On Wednesday, a drill by the ma-
rines was held,  The evolutions by the
fleet were repeated with much better
results, The drill on Thursday was
according to the review programme
and by orders transmitted by the inter
national code, such as vessels of differ-
ent nutions use when communicating
with one anvther at sea.  The inter
national code will be the official flag
language of the great Columbus parade
in New York harbor,
