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SECOND CONGREGATION.

A SPIRITED DEBATE OVER THE

BISHOP'S LETTER.

A Set of Resolutions Adopted by a Unan

imous Voice Details of the
Speech-Making- .

The Second Congregation (if SI.

Andrew's Cathedral met last night at
the Sunday School room in the Cathe-
dral yard. l!y half-pas- t seven a large
audience was present, representing al-

most the entire strength of the congre-
gation.

Rev. Alexander Mackintosh called
the meeting to order. He said:
" Brethren, wc have met here upon a
very serious occasion, therefore 1 shall
ask you to join in prayer with me."

At the close of a few opening re-

marks the reverend gentleman appoint-
ed Major James Hay Woodhouse,
chairman, and Wray Taylor secretary
of the meeting.

On assuming the chair Major Wode-hous- e

read Bishop Willis' letter, which
he stated had been already published
in a local newspaper The St.k At
the conclusion of the reading of the
letter the chairman stated : " It shall
now be for this meeting to decide what
shall be done."

G. S. Harris introduced the follow
ing resolution without any introductory
remarks and amidst the deepest silence:

Resolved: that Messrs T. R. Walker, M.

P. Robinson, T. May, and E. V. Jordan, to
whom the recent "open letter" was addressed
by the llishop, be requested, on behalf of the
parishioners of Honolulu worshiping in St. An
drew s (jalneurni, ana Known as ine acconu
Enelish-speakin- e congregation to communi
cate to the llishop that they are not prepared to
ask lor a termination ol tne license; neilner
have they any sueeestion or proposition to
submit, lookinc toward'! the distructinn uf
the independence or the abrogation of the
rights of their organization.

The resolution was seconded by
Cant. Mist, and the chairman announc
ed it was open to discussion, but it

was passed without a dissenting voice
and without debate.

Cant. Mist then introduced the fol

lowing resolution which was seconded
by Hon. Mark Robinson :

Resolved, that this meeting entirely dis
acrees with and pronounces to be untenable
unjust to the parishioners and in direct conflict
with well known, or at least ascertainable facts,
the following statements or phrases in the
"Jopen letter"' of the Bishop, viz.: (I). That
the " twofold organization is either impracti
cable, or has " proved unworkable." On the
contrary we assert that it has worked well and
has for more than seven years proved to be a
practicable, living, crowing Episcopalian Con
gregfttion in this city (II). That the phrase
"scandal to religion, " "intolerable scandal "
as applied to the organization of parishioners
and visitors forming the second

are wholly uncalled for, unjust and
uncharitable, and should not have been used
by a Iiuhop to any portion of his Hock without
more cogent reason than, as to this meeting
appears to be existent; and that especially
with reirard to the use of the word " scandal "

we solemnly protest, and declare that wc are
unconscious of any actions or occurrences, oe
Lisijned or enacted by us, that can be right
fully so described. On the contrary, the only
" scandal " in the sense of "public discussion
which has come upon us, has been on every
occasion brought about uy unjustiliablc at
tempts of the liishop to injure this organiza
tion. (III). We are not, nor have ever been
in an unfriendly or competitive (in an evil
sense) attitude to any other congregation or
group of worshipers within or without the pale
ol tne Anglican Lhurcli.

After introducing the resolution
Captain Mist said in substance:

"This resolution takes on a three
fold character. First, as to the twofold
organization, under the actually exist
ing facts, there is only one building
and in reality one congregation. Even
the Bishop has admitted this at differ
ent times in writing. It was under
stood that members of either congrega
tion could attend service under the
Bishop or Rev. Alex. Mackintosh
The second congregation had not caus
ed the seperation now existing between
the two bodies.

" The history of the past seven years
disproves the Bishop's statement that
the present plan had proved ' imprac
ticable and 'unworkable: on the othe
hand it had proved both practical and
workable and the congregation had
continued a living anderowint; body. I
ask the audience to compare the seven
year's growth with the start made when
only thirty-seve- had signed the peti
tion for the organization of the second
congregation.

"The Bishop's letter, which he call
a license, granted this petition and hi
later utterances prove that he endorsed
the new organization. In 1885 during
the controversy which took place be
tween Theo. H. Davies and Bishor
Willis occured the following :

" Mr. Davies wrote : ' The second
conerecation has by its harmonious
crowth, in this short time, justified th
forecast which was made. The attend
ence has greatly increased, '.he Sunday
School has trebled, and there are
healthv signs for the future.'

"In the same controversy B.shop
Willis wrote : ' I do not regret that
those who are dissatisfied with the min
istrations as hitherto performed in th
Cathedral and think they will be hai
pier under the change they have asked
for, should have the liberty I have tree
ly accorded them.

Referring to the charge of a scanda
Captain Mist claimed the Bishop
words were wholly uncalled for, were
uniust and should never have been
used. Against the use of the word
"intolerable scandal" the second con
gregation most solemnly protested (ap
nlause).

"The only scandals in existence hav
been brought about by the Bishop i

attempting to injure the Second Con
gregation applause). I his meeting

might be called a scandalous
one, but who brought it auoutr i
every case trouble had been precipitat
ed by unwarrantable means; we have
onlv desired to be left alone. Again
the Bishop has demanded a system of
pro rata contributions which would vir
tually throw the burden of expense on
us. Another cause 01 trouoie was in
change made in the hours for service
which were made most inconvenient

for the Second Congregation (applause)
liunuvwi, aLtcffibu ilium .tiiu auiij

wc have the largest congregation ).

"As to the third charge wc plead not
guilty, although there may have been
instances wheie certain hard conditions
have been unavoidably overstepped
once or twice, regarding time for church
serv.ee; but similar oversteppings have
taken place on the other side (laughter).

I he Bishop wishes to abate the
scandal. If our seven years work has
been a scandal will a change now
mend matters? What is the substance
of the Bishop's method to mend mat-
ters? The Bishop says merely 'come
unto tne' and I will gather you in; it;

return he offers us nothing (laughter)!
We all know what became of dowen
(applause)."

1 lie resolution then passed without
dissent.

l'he following resolution was intro- -

uced by Thomas Rain Walker :

Resolved, that Messrs. Walker. Kobinson.
May and Jordan be and hereby are requested
o lay these resolutions ueiorc tne uisnop.

Mr. Walker said that he was entirely
unconscious of any opposition on the
part of the second congregation toward
the Cathedral. He thought the words
used by the B shop bi th crud and tin
just. He admitted there hid been a
fair amount of friendly competition be-

tween the congregations, but this had
never been f an evil kind. He claimed
110 breath f scandal had come from the
second congregation. It did not rest
with them; the history of the past
proved lli.s. "Wc had to find the
money and unite the people," said Mr.
Walker, "and we have done th-s-

Strangtrs might think there was a
scandil but investigition would show
tin re was none as far as the second
ongregation is concerned."

Mr. Walker sn solution was seconded
by Mr. Harris and passed:

Hon. Mark Robinson presented the
following resolution which was passed
without debate.

Resolved, that a report of these proceedings
with a copy of these resolutions be forwarded
to the Archbishop ol Canterbury, to the Sec-
retary of the Society for the Propagation of the
Gospel in Koreign Parts, and to such dignitaries
and officials as may be named by the gentlemen
to whom the Uishop'sopen letter was addressed.

l'he last and most decisive resolution
of the evening was introduced by Mr.
Harris and seconded by Joseph I inker.
In introducing the resolution Mr. Harris
said that it was only too. well known
that Rev. Alexander Mackintosh had
done nothing against the Bishop and it
was evident the only way out of the
trouble must now be made through a
change ; he, therefore, proposed the
following resolution:

Resolved, that the members of the Second
Congregation of the Anglican Church assem-
bled request the appointment, unconditionally,
of the Itev. Alex. Mackintosh as Dean of Si.
iVndrew's Cathedral, Honolulu, and that this
resolution be referred to the Committee of
four for communicating to the llishop.

Captain Mist asked one word more,
He wished to remind all it had always
been understood the llishop should
take part witli the Second Congrega
tion whenever he liked. I he Bishop
had acted upon this understanding at
atflerent times. He instanced in par
ticular the Samoan wreck services and
those for Queen Victoria's jubilee. The
Bishop had asked to take part and none
had said nay. At other times he had
participated in funerals without opposi-
tion given where his presence had been
disagreeable (laughter).

Rev. Alexander Mackintosh made
brief closing remarks in which he dis
claimed any wrung intent on his part
in the position he had been forced into
by the unkiudness ot the Bishop. He
answered several charges which touch
ed htm personally, and made a shott
review 1 1 Ins pastoral work. He in
sisttd, however, that the independence
of the congregation must be secured,
and he agreed with Captain Mist that
it the trouble could not be settled, they
would be fLrced to ultimately withdraw
from the Church. He thought the
Bislp p's letter most ungenerous, and
referring to certain quotations said that
if such utterances were to he consider
ed as generous he hoped he would be
preserved from ever becoming a Bishop,

Alter prayer the meeting adjourned

HOW THEY CAUSED THE CUS-

TOM HOUSE TROUBI E.

No Shortage Discovered but Plenty of

Irregularities Both Sides
Fully reported

A Stau reporter investigated the
Custom House irregularity this morn

ing with the following results.

The day Mr. Castle took office an

offer was made by Mr. Cleghorn to
turn over to him, as cash, chec ks on
account and for the payment of bonds.

I he offer was declined and the checks
jf Messrs. G. W. Maefarl.me & C, at

tached to two bonds, for the payment
if $2,449.29, were presented at Bishop

& Co.s' bank. Payment was refused.
'l'he matter was immediately placed

n the hands of the Minister of Finance.
After consultation, during wh'ch the
facts were submitted to the Councils in
pecial session, the Minister of Finance

turned the case over to Attorney uen
eral Smith for settlement before pro
ccedings were to be brought for the re-

covery of $2,614.09 due the govern
ment for duties and st .rage.

On April 20 Attorney-Oenera- l

Smith notified A. Jaeger, one of Mr.
Cleghorn's bondsmen of the matter and
stated the amount due the government
I his mornimg the Attorney-Genera- l

made a demand upon Messrs G. W.
Macfarlanc & Co. for the immediate
payment in full of the money. The
smallest check of $164.80, for storage,
was promptly paid at the office of the
Attorney-Genera- l. The remainder was
to be paid during the day. J. S. Walker
is the bonsdman for G. W. Macfarlanc
& Co., on the bonds secured by the
twn checks, viz: one drawn in March
1 5th for $122364 and the other on
March 20th for $122? 6c.

Colonel G. W. Macfarlane was seen
this aiternoon anout the matter, lie
was somewnat indignant at wnat he
claimed were unwarranted steps taken
by the government in an ordinary and
customary business transaction. Mr.
Macfarlane said

"I believe it was upon the day Mr.
Castle assumed office that Mr. Cleghorn
spoke to me and asked if I could not
make an effort to pay the checks before
he turned his office over to his success
or. 1 replied 1 would arrange a lew
discounts and take up the checks this
week. Air. Cleghorn was satisfied with
this arrangement

" Mr. Cleghorn stated to J. B. Castle
that the G. W. Macfar ane & Co
checks were attached to the bonds and
the bonds had not yet been surrender
ed, but would be upon payment of the
checks, which would be made in a few- -

days or in the ordinary business course
" I do not know who presented the

checks for payment, said Mr. Macfar
lane, "but 1 am certain it was not Mr.
Cleghorn as he understood they would
be paid on demand if necessary.

"Attorney General bnnth made a de
mand on us for an immediate settle
merit this morning to which I respond
ed at once, and the total amount, $
614,00 I think, was paid That
is the end of it as far as we are con
cerned. It was simply a usual business
transaction with the Custom House,
I do think, however, we should hav
been shown a little more courtesy in
the matter, even if there was no spite
connected with. I claim we should
have been given a fair accommodation.
as we pay the laigtst amount of duties
yearly ot any liquor firm in Honolulu
Some years our payments have exceed
ed $100,000. I am unable to under-
stand how a shortage could be. claimed
as none exists in reality."

The Government auth' rities would
say very little regarding the matter and
even refused to verify the figures and
dates secured by the Star. There
no doubt, however, that these are cor
rect. All that Attorney-Genera- l Smill
would say was that "certain monies
now due, will hive to be paid to the
Custom House immediately or proceed
ings will be brought.

The Minister of Finance refused
say anything as he claimed the matte
was entirely out of his hands.

'l'he trouble was piimarily caused b
Cleghorn's illegal acceptance of check
in place of coin.
