moment forget the eminent services of
such Englishmen as Cook, Vancouver,
and Thomas, nor of the English popu
lation still resident in the Islands.
We cannot think of abridging or ob
scuring the rights of native Hawauans
But the above statements, drawn from
authentic sources, show that in prox-

imity, business, g eduction,
religion and custom, the Islands are
attached to the I nited States ol
America, and that "manifest destmy"
has been iriesistibly drawing them on
toward full incorporation with the
