THE LABOR AND CURRENCY
QUESTIONS.

What Government Officials Say About
“Thetn—Vice President Damon
Talks.

President Dale was asked aboaut the
labor proposals in the new treaty this
morning, but declined to talk, Anuther
official, however, was more communica:
tive, and said it was the desire of the
Government to ubtain some special ex-
emptions from the operation uf the
American contract lubor laws.

Vice President Damon was asked to
throw some new lght on the silver pro.
posals,  He talked as follows:

1 said yesterday that we bave $yoo,
eoo in silver currency in this country
and, if the old treaty that the com-
migsioners took over had gone thro gh,
this silver would have been worth just
its intrinsic value and nothing else
which s from 62 to 64 cents according
to the market price of silver in the
Unired States,

“This would have occasioned a great
luss in this country, for within a single
day after the treaty was ratified there
would have been a drop, and a silver
dollar would have been worth, say, 63
cents, which, even allowing it to be
worth 67%4 cents, would have been a
total loss to the whole Islands of $3o0,
oo, Now it is proposed in the new
treaty to look ints this matter,  Our
dollar has every bit as much silver in
it as the American dollar, and shoild
be equal to it when we are annexed.”

“What about these smaller coins,
nickles and cent pieces that were coined
as provided for by the last legislature ?
asked the reporter,

“There will be nothing dope aliout
them at present, although the people
need them badly. We hive counter
manded the order for their coinage and
no more coins of any description will
be struck off."

This was all Vice-President Damon
had to say. )

Of the $goo,coo silver in  these
islands, there is, at present, $650.000
in circulation and $z250,000 in (he
Treasury, for which there are outstand-
ing silver certificates.  There is not a
single certificate outstanding that has
not the sitver behind it

Over $8000 More on the Delinquent
List Than Last Vear.

For as a rule on
the other islands the taxes have been
paid quite well up to date and the de-
linquent lists for them are not large,

of the Assessor, in displacing €. A
Hrown and appomnting C. N. Spencer,
was a loss of « ver $7000 to the G vern-
ment, a5 Brown, having been over five
years in this office, had been prompt
and energetic in his collections, while
Spencer, who belonged to the old
Royalist regime, allowed the taxes to
go uncollected and sccumulate, until
now it s quite @ hard matter to collect
them, especially against the poorer
natives who have but small properties,

which, if he could have possessed |t
sooner, would have had great weight in
clearing the prisuner.  He pleaded
against the maximum penaity.

Judge Couper overruled all the pleas
and after a careful review of the case,
in which he said that he was of 1he
opinion that Huntsman was in a pros
trate condition when Herring fired the
fatal shot, said ¢ The infliction of the
maortal wound when the deceased was
in a helpless position warrants  this
Court ininflicting the maximum penalty
for the crime, which s ten years' un
prisonment at hard labor”
