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THE HABEAS CORPUS CASE.

At the habeas corpus proceedings
yesterday Mr. Crcighton claimed that
by the terms of its proclamation of

last January, the Provisional Govern
ment has no power to do more than
keep order until it secures annexation
and to administer such laws as are not
monarchical.

That the Provisional Government
had no right to make bail depend on

the will of the Attorney-Genera- l, or of
any one but a judge. To make bail

depend on the sweet will of a prose

cuting officer was opposed to all con-

stitutional right, was more than the
Czar of Russia can do, and what can

not be done in any civilized country.
That the Constitution of 1887 is now

in force, or else we are living under a

despotism.
That, according to Judge Cooley, the

Provisional Government is established
merely for a temporary emergency until
a permanent government can be

formed, and that it has no right to

make laws like that under which de
fendant is held.

That the Act of the Provisional Gov-

ernment under which the defendant
was arrested does not express all its

objects, and is therefore opposed to

Article 77 of the Constitution of 18S7,

viz:
"Article 77. To avoid improper

influences, which may result from inter
mixine in one and the same Act, such
things as have no proper relation to
each other, every law shall embrace but
one object, and that shall be expressed
in its title.

That the warrant of arrest is de

fective, because it fails to set forth the
charge.

Mr. Creighton enlarged on the wrong

that was done to the defendant by

holding him in jail on a mere political

charge, and giving his political op

ponents power to keep him behind iron

bars, and deprived of the society of his

family and friends, and closed by an

nouncing that the important question
to be settled is, Are we living under
any Constitution or nut? If so, the
Constitution of 18S7 is in force. It is

time to call a halt in the way the Pro

visional Government is legislating.

Mr. Hartwcll said that in order to

decide whether strong language
justified by the facts and the law of a

case, it is essential to learn what the

facts are, and what the law is.

Defendant's counsel claims that the
Hawaiian Government which now

exists, which is the only one which

exists, and is the Government which

alone protects the lives and property of
all persons in this country, has no legis-

lative functions! It is the first time in

history that it has been claimed that
any civilized Government does not in-

clude legislative powers in its ordinary
functions. No matter what that ex-

cellent man, Judge Cooley, with his

evident lack of knowledge of facts, may

think or say, the Hawaiian Govern

ment is a Government with legislative

functions, and the court decided this
in the Sheldon case. It is absurd to

say otherwise.

This is not a question of politics, as

defendant's counsel, and as many other
persons in this community appear to

regard it. It is a misnomer to call
treason and treasonable utterances
politics. The disputes between politi-

cal parties in times of excitement often

are very heated ; but they never call

in question the existence and right of

existence of the Government under
which all political parties exist, and
which all persons are alike bound to

protect and support.
It is high time to call a halt in such

treasonable talk. The complaint fully

states the offense in the words of the
act of the Provisional Government.
That act is not opposed to the require-

ments of Article 77 of the Constitution
of 1S87.

The Hawaiian Government is

carried on as the Government of the
Uritish Empire is carried on, upon con-

stitutional principles, in accordance
with the proclamation of January 17

last.

It is not for the defendant to com-

plain that the Government has reduced
the death penalty of treason and has

allowed one accused of a treasonable
offense to have bail if the Attorney-Genera- l

consent. The law formerly

allowed no bail for treason. The
English law allows bail in such

iiya'--

charges only on the consent of a High
Secretary of Statr. It is folly to talk
of Czars of Russia and of despotism, in
the light of all the history of England
on the subject of bailable and treason-
able offenses.

Judge Cooley's views that the Treaty
power under the Constitution of the
United States did not allow the an
nexation of Louisiana are not the views
which prevailed in the United States
Senate at the time when Louisiana was
annexed, and his view that it is uncon-

stitutional to annex any territory out
side of the American continent is not
supported by any jurist or constitutional
lawyer as thus far is known. Even he
does not, however, claim that the
present Government of Hawaii has no
legislative power.

Occasionally a Honolulu paper
sneers at a land boom, but if such a

thing ever comes to Oahu island the
journals of the day will have reason to
thank their household gods that it

headed in this direction. Land booms
made Chicago, Omaha, Kansas City,
Denver, Los Angeles, Seattle and Ta
coma. One of them found San Diego
with 2500 inhabitants and gave it

32,000 in twelve months and led to an
investment of over $20,000,000 there,

After a year's experience with a boom
visitation, Honolulu would be a capital
of 60,000 people, with a gridiron
of electric roads, with steam
ers to the coast, with suburban railways
and a cable under way, and with pri-

vate and public improvements galore.
Is it quite worth while to sneer at such
phenomena as these?

The burden of the Royalist lay con
tinues to be the patience with which
the ex Queen awaits an answer to her
appeal by the United States. She is

represented as still confident that Presi

dent Cleveland will reply to her favor-

ably. In the meantime the American
Government continues its investigation
of'Island affairs with the view of find

ing out whether annexation would be
worth while as a business and political

proposition. Huw this comports with

the idea tint restoration is in the wind

no fellow could find out. Do Royalist
prints imagine that, if the United States
should see fit to decline a respectful
proffer of the group after it had sent a

friendly envoy to look into the thing,
it would turn about and knock down
the party that made the tender?

Tun work which the New York Sun
is doing for annexation is what might
be expected of the ablest, most pres-

cient and progressive paper in the
United States. The Sun's arguments
in point have not yet been overruled in

any court of public opinion, least of ad

by that which the
papers affect to represent. A feature
of especial significance in the Sun's
annexation program is that it is based
upon the historic and consistent princi-

ples of democracy.

Until the Chicago people set their
houses in order for the proper recep-

tion and care of a great crowd, it will

be well for Hawaiian tourists to deftr
their visit to the World's Fair. All

accounts agree that the pilgrim and the

strangtr in the Windy City is likely to
be taken in b' th as respects accom-

modations, prices and food. By August
and September the signs will be more
propitious, and besides, the Fair will

then have become complete in its
details.

In his exhaustive essay on Hawaiian
affairs Judge Cooley did not attempt to

state any grounds for restoration. The
subject did not, perhaps, occur to him.

It rarely does to anybody outside a

small conspirators' faction on these
Islands.
