
TOMORROW'S FUNERAL

WILL BH BOTH GRAND AND

IMPRESSIVE

Hundreds Will Participate at the Obse-

quies of the Victims of the
Leper Murderer.

While not fully completed, the pre-

parations for the military funeral ol the
victims of the Kalilau expedition are
sufficiently advanced to lie made public.
At daybreak morning the
beds and other barrack-ro;m- i pnrapher
nalia will be moved out of the quitters
now occupied by Company A in the
Legislative hall of the Court House and
the room cleaned and drapped with
mourning. This latter is already to put
up, and it is expected that everything
will be in readiness by 10 o'clock, at
which time a detachment of Company
A, under the command of Lieutenant
King, will proceed to the undertaking
rooms and escort the remains of the
dead soldiers to the quarters of the

company, where they will lie in state
until the funeral takes place. A guard
of honor will be placed at the head of
each coffin and the quaiters will be

open to the public at all times until

after the funeral.
At 2 o'clock the funeral services will

take place in the same room and will

be conducted by Rev. E G. Beckwith.

The coffins will then be placed on

separate gun carriages and the funeral
procession will be formed. It will be

headed by the Hawaiian band, behind
which will be the bodies escorted by

eighteen pallbearers, ten of whom will

be civilians and eight soldiers and in-

cluding representatives of the G. A. R.,

three firing parties ol eight each com

posed of the men who took part in the
expedition. The members of Com-

pany A, Auxiliaries ,ind Company A

Volunteers will unite and come next
in one body. Every member of these
two companies except twenty five left

to guard the Court House will be in
line. Company E of the regulars will
come next with the exc. ption of those
necessarily detained on duty at the
Executive building. Detachments from
the G. A. R., Battery B and Com
panies C and D will also be in line.
President Dole and the members of
his Cabinet, members of the Executive
and Advisory Councils, Officials of the
Judiciary and other State Departments
have announced their intention of at
tending and carriages have been pro-

vided for them. After these will come
the carriages of relatives and friends of
the deceased, and other private citizens.

On arrival at the Nuuanu Cemetery
the body of McCabe will be escoited
to the Grand Army plot and buried
according to the impressive ritual of
that order. The services at the uthi r

graves will be conducted by Dr. Beck-
with and will be short. It is expected
that the funeral will be one of the
largest and most impressive ver held
in this city.

MR. BISHOP'S GIFT.

Molokai Deer Presented to the Golden
Gate Park.

For the last two days, says the San

Francisco Call, B'g Ben, Baby Ruth

and the other buffaloes have sniffed

and gazed in amazement at two diminu

tive sharers of their paddock. They

are Javanese spotted deer, the gift of

Charles R. Bishop, and ca ue from the

Sandwich Islands on the Australia.

The deer are beautiful little fvllews

of a dark fawn color. The back, neck
and rump are profusely spotted with
white, and there is a long narrow strip
of white along the lower part of the
belly, near the hind leg.

They are now only about eighteen
inches high, but are not yet a year old,
and will grow a little larger with in-

creased age.
Fawns of common deer aie usually

spotted, but when the deer mature the
spots disappear. I his is not the case
with the new deer at the park. They
are born with the sp 'ts, and as they
grow older the spots re nam, giving
them a very peculiar and lieautitui ap-

pearance.
The two little strangers are not yet

acustomed to their big mates, and
wander off into the thicket, where
thev spend most of their time by
themselves. They weie put with the
buffaloes for fear if put in the deer
park the other deer would attack them.
Superintendent McLaien is very much
pleased with this addition to nis curt
osities.

" The park is indebted to Mr Bishop
for many ettls. he said yesterday
"But this last one we are especially
arateful for. It's hard enough to get

near a deer to shoot it. When it comes

in rairhin it alive the labor must be

very great. B sides I think these aie
the only living specimens of the spotted
deer in the United States."

Charles R. Bishop owns a large

plantation on the island ol Molokai.

This plantation he purchased from

Ring Kamehameha V. In 1867 the

Hawaiian consul at Hong-Kon- sent

the King eight of the Javanese spotted
deer as a present. They were earned
to his plantation at Molokai in the

British ship Clan na Gar. One the

little travelers died on the tup. The
other seven were turned loose on the

island.
That was twenty six years ago. Being

unmolested and very prolific, they

increased with wonderful rapidity un-

til now they are numbered by the

thousands.
The country is wild and mountain

ous, and the deer very timid. It re- -

9u'res 8real 81 stalking to be
able to get within sho; ting distance,
In consequence it is next to impossi
ble to capture any ex ept the veiy
young.

Mr. Bishop learned a short time
ago that his men had captured three
specimens, one of them being a doe.
He ordered them shipped to S.m
Francisco, but before they could be
sent the doe died. The two that ar-

rived on the Australia are bucks.
He has given orders to have bis

men capture a doe if possible, and
hopes soon t have u few m ire of
the beautiful little creatures in the
park.
