Seven Demands Which it Wants The

The following are the resolutions
arrived at by (lie Radicals on Saturday
last (24th lilt.), in regard to the Ha-

waiian question :

I. Thai the J;iptneM in Hawaii
should ! granted the franchise in
accordance With Hie principle followed
in Japan Hawaii negotiations hereto,
and an Ambassador should be des-

patched to H inollltu to see that this is
done.

II. In the event ot Hawaii being
annexed by the United States, or fall-

ing under their protection, steps should
be taken to protect the interests of the
Japanese in the Islands, as well as to
maintain their rights.

III. When a Government is prac-
tically in existence, it should be re
cognized.

IV. An official should be appointed
to permanently reside in Hawaii, s j as
10 thoroughly superintend ilie Japanese
there.

V. A in jvement should be sot on
foot to abolish Japanese contract la
bour by degrees.

VI. Capitalists and influential men
of Japan should be induced to visit
Hawaii.

VII. Special inducements should
be held out to those Japanese willing
to settle permanently in nawall,

A communication to the same paper
recites the fact that the Japanese con
tract laborers here, belonging to the
"lowest and rudest class," have no suf
frage rights in their own country. It
continues: "And at the present st igc
of Japan's civilization the constitu-
tional restriction of suffrage is no doubt
wise. Hut if these people can as yet
n Jt be entrusted with suffrage rights in
their native land, where lies the con-
sistency of the Govern nent's course in
demanding equal rights with residents
of other nationalities domiciled in
Hawaii? To be sure, we are told,
some of these laborers are no longer
working under contract, but they arc
still of (he same class of people, and it
seems preposterous to claim that such
a class of people should have privileges
in a foreign country at the instance of
the Japanese Government thai such
Government does not accord to them
in its own land. Moreover, this de-

mand does not come to the surface for
the first time; it was brought forward
in 1887, though in a milder form.
Again, about fourteen months ago the
attention of the Hawaiian Hoard of
Immigration was called to this laitn
on the part of Japan. In recent
months it was probably brought

for political purposes. There has
has been some talk of 'Japan develop
ing an ambitious foreign policy.' Even
the acquisition of Hawaii by Japan has
been regarded as being within the
range of possibilities. Certainly, the
present transition era of those
mid sea islands offers Japan an
opportunity which she would not be
slow to avail herself of were the negoti-
ations with the United Slates to prove
abortive. The position of the Hawaiian
Government touching these claims
seems to be that the Labor Conven-
tion makes no reference to the treaty
of 1871, or to any other concessions of
that treaty, and that it did not con-
template conferring the privileges of
that treaty on the immigrants who came
to Hawaii under the operation of a

separate convention. Such a reply ap-

pears but reasonable. In this connec-
tion it must be observed that the con-
stitution of 1887 limits suffrage rights
to male residents of Hawaii, and to
Americans or European birth or do
scent. That the Japanese claim should
have lain dormant for some lime after
the adoption of the constitution is a
fact which stands boldly over against
the reasonableness of the present de-

mand. If this action is taken on the
part of Japan, as some believe, because
she is deter nined to assert herself in
the Pacific, and in order to have a

hand in Polynesian diplomacy, her
friends must regret that she could find
no more consistent and tangible subject
than contract laborers upon which to
base her first steps of a "m re progres-
sive'' policy. In this connection we
observe that some leading American
papers regard the course of the Japan-
ese consul in a recent episode as very
significant. A Japanese prisoner under
life sentence for murder of a fellow
countryman escaped and took refuge
on the Naniwa Kan, lying in the har
bor. According to reports from Ho-
nolulu, a formal demand for his sur
render, made by the Attorney Genera',
after the prison guard had been refused
possession of the runaway, was met by
the statement that the man could not
be surrendered until the matter had
been referred to the Japanese Home
Government. Probably the d ctrine ol
international courtesy would have been
observed had the scene of action bt en
London or New York instead of Ho-
nolulu." '

OAHU DOLLKCE.

ANNUAL MELTING OF TRUS-
TEES YESTERDAY

Old Officers Unanimously
A Flattering Financial Showing

Other Items

t he fifty sei nd annual meeting of
the Board of Trustees of the Oahu
College was held yesterday, The re
ports of the secretary and treasurer
were read and received, and the usual

routine business transacted. The
treasurer's report showed that the
finances of the institution were in a

very flattering condition. The total
resources of the college invested in

these Islands in lands, mortgages and
other securities is over $200,000, the

estimated annual income from which is

$24,000. In addition to this the col-

lege has also an endowment fund in

the United States, the terms of which
require that all moneys arising from it

must be invt sted in the United States.
So far, the island investments have
held their own in the matter of interest
with any of those made in llie United
Slates, a fact which certainly reflects,
credit on those who have had the
management of the college tunds lure.

The Endowment Fund lias been in-

creased during the past year by $55,-000- ,

the amount of two donations from
Hon. C. R. Bishop. Since the fortieth
anniversary of the institution of the
college that genllt men alone has en-

dowed it with over $150,000.
Nfflw that an income of nut less than

$24,000 (exclusive of that arising from
general school bills) is assured, the
President and trustees are looking lor
ward to increasing the efficiency of the
College and broadening its curriculum.
With this end in view new departments
of study will be introduced in the ne.ir
future, for which special instructors
will be engaged. In a word, it is hoped
te make the college so efficient in all
its departments that the necessity will
no longer exist for sending pupils
abroad for a collegiate education.

IMPORTANT IF TRUE.

A San Francisco Story About a New
Hawaiian Treaty.

The Examiner has printed the fol-

lowing, whil b it claims to have received
from a satisfactory source:

For some time the Hawaiian Presi
dent has been engaged in preparing
new treaty of annexation for submission
to President Cleveland and Congress.

I lus treaty Is known to have been Com
pitied and approved by the Cabinet,
and probably came up on the Peking.

"While the text ol the treaty is 1111

known to anybody but the Provisional
President and his Ministers, it is said
on the best of authority that it differs
from the treaty hist submitted to Con-
gress mainly iu the disposition of the
labor question and in the matter ol
finances. In the first, President Dole
takes the position held by ex Secretary
of State Poster, that special legislation
respecting immigration, or, in fact any
cljss legislation, can be enacted for 01
by '8ny State, Territory or District of
the United Stales, and under this pro-
vision Mr. Doe has probably embodied
a clause to the effect that all ( hinese
laborers now in the Islands shall be
prohibited from entering an) other
portion of the United States; th.it ii

labor contracts now existing shall re-

main in force until the expiration of ihe
time for which they were entered into ;

and lhat no new contrac ts shall be
entered into; that all Chinese laborers
now on the islands shall be allowed to
ugister urdtr the Ceary law, and shall
be allowed the privilege of permanently
remaining on the Islands if they so
desire. Willi these concessions granted
President Dole beiieves the labor
question will right itself.

"As for the financial part of the
treaty, that is more complicated, and it
is not known just what is propostd. It
is believed, however, that the United
States Government is asked to issue
Treasury notes in sufficient quantity to
pay off the Hawaiian indebtedness and
10 meet the expenses of the proposed
Territorial Government. These Trees
ury notes are to be made full legal
tender for all debts in all parts of the
United Slates.

"Another feature of the treaty is be-

lieved to be the disposition of the
crown lands, which are worth nearly
$3,000,000. These lands, it is thought,
under the terms of the treaty, are to

of under such conditions as
Congress may see lit to impose, tin
proceeds to become a special rtserve
fund of the United Slates Treasury, to
lie applied against the currency issue.

"Statehood is not asked for, but the
Territorial Legislature shall be allowed
10 enact such necessary laws for self
government as shall not CQnfl Ct with
the laws or Constitution of the United
States ami subject to approval by (.'on- -

gress.
' In view of the preparation oi ihe

new treaty and ihe lad that il will be
submitted to the Washington Govern
incut in so short a time, it is very
doubtful il any instruction ot special
Importance have gone on 10 Thurston,
ihe le w Hawaiian Minister. Thai in-
