She wlmirad the great man shie
haud pnrrlod na w gratefi] for the wealth
ol eomfort he showered on her,  He wor-
shiped het nd he would the marble made
lifelike Ly the sealptor's chisel,

There wis nothing lamen about the life
they led ns hosband and wife, nnd shio was
awoman who in ber boart, like all truo
women, laoghed st the teaditions that
mndo her sox love distant worship,

One day Ruskin brought an artist to
qnim his wife's pieturs,  And the man was
Millads, and be was n bright, cheery, hand-
some fellow, linman every tneh of ilm, with
o grent and absarbing love for the beautifal
and s willinguess to tell of his love,

He begnan to palnt the portralt of the
magnificent woman, nnd whon he had fin-
Ishied b was in love with his friend’s wife.
Womnnlike she saw it, and perhaps she
wns not full of sorrow and repronch, It
was the firsy tribute of renl manly love that
hinal ever lald at bhor fest.

And Ruskin! IHis wide oyes saw the ro-
maneo thiat was weaving sround those two
Hves, and his heart realized how livtle af-
feotion he hid to lavish on the woman he
Bl made his wife, How he told her the
story of his pride in Ler, and the saoriflee
he wis to make for her, while she lay prone
at his feet, §8 one of the things which only
he or she conld tell

Tt s diMenlt to obtain o divoree in Eng-
land, bt Jolin Ruskin secured 6 for her,
and one bracing morning in the early win-
ter, o month after the divoree was granted,
Ruskin stood beside the couple in one of
London's quiet chnrehies and waw them
made man amd wife,

Thiut wis o good many years ago, and
since then Millnds has become rich and fn-
mous and is now Sir John, and his wifo is
my Lady Milluls, The warmest, sturdiest
friend thoe striggling painter had in his
tolling days was the man whose wife he
bad marded, and through all the years of
Millnis' loter succocss nnd greater honor
John Ruskin bas been the welcome guest
and daily visitor to the man and womap
whose lives he so unselflshly erowned with
happiness,

It s astrange story, and the world Knows
little about 1t, and some men have eons
demmed him, as some women haye consured
her. But the two men and thit one woman
who knew best have been bappy and con-
ented with the ehimnge thint John Ruskin's
pure unselflshness brought into their lives,
And so the world should not eomplain.—
