THE SOLOMON ISLANDS.

fftome of the CnnnlhnL mm. Head (Iliiiters
In the Southern Pacific.

The Solomon group of islands, recently
UmeXtd by England, is the largest and as
yet least known of any in the I'aciilc ocean,
though among theven 8rs1 to be dlscov--

pred. There are seven or eiuhi larife, moun-
tainous Islands varying in length from TO

to 100 miles, and a great, (lumber of smaller
islands, ranging from 1.' to "0 miles in
length, down to the tiny coral Islet one-hal- f

a mile acrows.
The. Solomon lilanden are of a mixed

flee, varying an almost pure Malay
,pe and the darker skinned Polynesian.

Though they are almost universally canni-
bals, they stand in other respects by no
means low in the scale of savages. The men
are as a rub: tall and well formed, and the
women, in their youth, are handsome and
attractive, though the drudgery which falls
to their lot miou ages and hardens their
looks. Indeed, the condition of women
among tbettl, as iu most savage races, isone
ot absolute irtojeotlon. The wife is the ab
solute slave She is completely in t he power
of her id lor life or death. If yoods
lie stolen from the house, she is responsible
to her lonl in the llrst case, not. the thief.
Wives ate liounht and sold just like other
cumniodit ies

It was on one of these islands that Mr.

Bates, an English yachtsman, landed from
his vessel and started into the woods. He
uever came back, A small party vainly
searched for him, and for years trad- goods
lauded on the island were done up in wrap
pers on which were printed the words,
"Bates, We are looking for yon." It was also
on one ot the Solomon group that an unfor-
tunate Italian w as kept as a slave for a num-
ber of years, until he dually got a chance to
escape to New Mritaiu, where at last ac
counts he was living among the natives,
his mind almost wholly destroyed by his
sufferings of earlier years.

Within the radius of
the heatl hunting forays no native can be
Baid to enjoy security of life for a single
day. The custom is now carried on less
openly than of old.

Every chief has his butcher, who is an
important member of his court. When a
captive is taken in war. he is handed over
to this official and promptly dispatched.
The liody is then cut up, and the joint are
hung upon a tree reserved for that purpose
in the village, and t he people are invited to
come and buy.
