Napoleon, prince of the whites, murdered

Toussnint, prince of the blucks,

The revolution in France extended in all
its flerceness to the French colony in 8anto
Domingo, The white planters gross agninst
the king and preached the liberty of man.
The mulattoes imitated them, and the bluck
slaves demnnded admittance to the hroth-
erhood of equality. Toussaint was a black
slave 50 years old, living in & cabin with a
wife and children, a conflilentinl family
servant.  He could rend, and spent his lel-
sure studying the Hves of great command-
ers and politionl Teaduers,

When the mulattoes and blacks organized
in 17 to cegoree their interpretation of
the great dectrine of equality, Toussaint
held nloof, conning his Bible, Cresnr's * Com-
mentaries’ and the militnry wemoirs of
Europe. The bincks wrose in 1791 and
turned the island Inton ronring furnace
paved with the charred bones of their for
mer masters.  Toussaint secreted the fam-
fly of his master until the holocanst wis
ended, then eonveyed them with n cargo of
riches to wafuty beyond the sen. The chnins
of slavery having of themselves dropped
from his blaok lmbs, he hearkened at Inst
to the oft ignored cry of his people and
marched to their camps

The humanity of Tonssaint in the careof
bin master was not exceptionnl. Tt was Lis
nature, and it placed him under the suspl-
clon of the three shiefs who hoaded the ne
groes—Binsson, Francois and Jeannot, who
wera equally unscropulons and ernel in
their war on the whites. The black popu-
lnce, however, nppreciated Tounssaint's abil-
ities and charncter. Though the chiefs at
first huombled him by a subordinate ap-
polntment (caring for the wounded) his [er-
sonal popularity soon made him a brigadier
general, one of three in the negro Army.
Napoleon was at that time coquetting with
Republicans, Royalists and Moderntes in
Paris, waiting for his star to turn, It turn-
ed the day be opened the guos of the diree-
tory upon the Paris mob. Toussaint’s turn-
ed the day he struck the daggersof o mob
of blacks from the breasts of a hundred
whites doomed to massacre,

The directory sent commissioners to
Santo Domingo to regulate fts affairs,
Word reached the hlncks'that the com ais-
sloners were peaceable, and they sent negro
omissarivs to the councll to tulk about
peace, They wera sprirned us emissarles of
“revolted uegroes,” “guilty men and unre
pentant,” to whom *‘justice would be meted
out,"” and were ordered to withdraw from
the assembly. The benrers of the olive
branch returded to the negro camp where
all the arny and the civilians hopefully
awalted the response to their appeal, Their
news wius briel.  The sigh for peace was
changed to blasting breath of war, The same
old ery, “Death to the whites!"” rang from
the lips of the mob, and Biasson, the flery
and vindietive black who ruled the army,
ordered 100 white prisoners slaughtered in
the inclosure of the camp, But there wers
A& cool head and a strong heart in thot
throng of ontraged nod ferocious BAVIZEs,
Toussaint pressed his way to his chief,
spoke a fow cilm, flem words, and the fend-
ish order was reculled,

That deed, with others which followed,
bore the nume of the black hero to French
ears, Thronghout all the bloody era of
uprisings and insurrections the negrovs
had kept their loyalty to the king., Todis-
arm that devotion the revolutionary sssem-
bly of France made the negroes the polit-
iceal equals of the whites, at which the
white colonists rebelled, and the mulattoes

Joined them as sgalust the Wacks, Toerown

all, Louis XVI was beheaded, and the in-

surgent alaves went over to the side of
Bpain, which bad a footiig on the lsland.

Toussaint had passed his spprenticeship

in war. He had enrned n genegal's n‘mrn

on the fleld. TheSpaninrds re-enforosd liis
band by a division of soldiors, and with the
ot:omblutd force he invaded French terri-
ory.

In bis first campaign Toussaint Inid an
ambush and drew luto it the opposing com-
mander, General Brandicourt, in person,
“Write,' sald the black Spartacus, hand-
ing & pen to Brandicourt, who was brought
before bim In bonds, *“wiite, sud command
your forees to yield." The captive general
wrote, leaving it to the discmt lon of bissee-
ond in eommand, Pacor, to fight or yleld.
**Nu, ne!" roared Toussaint, tearivg up the
paper. 1 must have from you an express
order to Pacot to lay down hisnrms”  The
order wis sent, and thie Ylocks entored the
French stronghold of Dendon victom, Oth-
er posts fell us the reward of Toussant'a
strategy, and finally Murmelade, the key to
the French acotion, was corrvied after a day's
battle,

These military achiovements, which were
really remarkable in n man reared as o
sluve until middie life, were crowned by an
ot of self suerificing loyalty and patriot-
ism.  Bpain wis growing lu power on oue
band, England appeared with armed ships
sud battallons snd seized Port wn Prinee,
the mulattoes aud negroes together dom-
fnated the richer portion where French
power had Leen reduced to astrip of the

rupremncy.  France was the weaker, oling-
ing by ouly s thread, n general with o
hundful of Europeans pent up in the for-
tress of Port n Palx, living on slx otunces of
brend daily nud without ammunition or
clothlng.

Toussulnt was n king In the domain he
hnd congueted, The blacks loved and
obeyed him, the mulittoes feared Kim, and
the French and English respected him,
The Spaninrds, who were bis allies, knew
him best and respected him most of all
The Freneh as a lust resort had proclaimed
universal liberty on the island. Spain and
England sought conquests only to re-en-
wluve, and the prior right of France was
streogthensd by her new passion for free-
dom. Though he distrusted republicans,
Totssnint would look to manifest desting.,
Frenoh dominstion might mean the com-
plete emnneipation of the Liacks; Spanish
or English promised nothing, His family
was seoretly conveyed to a sife retreat on
the mountainouns coast, his camps were put
I order, his military lnes strengthened,
and one duy without warning he pro-
clnimed universal liberty and ran up the
French flag above the Spanish wherever hin
artm held sway,

The chnnge of fealty took place in May,
174, In the Februars previous the French
uasenibly hind decrecd Hayti an integral
part of Franes and proclaimed frecdom to
thie pegroes. It dependid on Toussaint to
pive foree to the decree.  Then it was that
he ndded to his name {he word Ouverture,
the “opening." With savage Impetus he
cut an opening in the rinks of lils enemies
and made n way for bhis people. With his
aceession the cause of France looked wp.
The mulattoes stormed aud carred an Eog-
Heh fortifliel post, making booty of 20,000
pounds of powder, Laveaux hadn't a grain
in bhis fortress at Port a Paix and received
H000 pounds of the eapture, Toussiint fell
upon his old comrades, the Spaninrds, and
eaptured all thelr posts, then turned upon

the English, Several towns succumbed to
him, and he laid sefge to St. Mare, the Eng-
ligh strongheld.

During the siege he war disabled, and
trenchery In bis own camp compelled him
to retire. In the mountain fustnesses of
the center of the islund he gathered his
forces and walted for his wonnd to heal,
Then nt the head of 5,000 men he carrled
the English port of San Miguel by storm.
Those vietories sot free the French army
under Laveaux, and the mulnttoes, blacks
and Europesns joined bands. In the suo-
cesses that followed Toussaint L' Ouverture
was the inspiving head.

He left his stronghold Dec. 81 and in
four days euptured 28 English positions.
One precipitous  height  didended with
smull nrms and three cannon was carrled
by sheer foree of physical daring. Unfor-
tunately his enemies ontunmbered him,
and venturing too fur he was surronnded
by the mulatto adherents of Spain. He
eut his way ont anud onee more returned to
his mountaing, Under his training the
slaves had now become soldiers, They be-
Heved In Toussnint ns n genersl and a
leader.  His appearance and his evergy
minde him s demigod.  Tn one expedition
be traveled with relays of horses 150 miles
without stoppiug, aud after two honrs’
sloep was in suddle for battle,

In 17895 the Spanish coded their elaims to
France and abandoned the island, Thelr
mulntto adherents, joited with othér mul-
contents, revolted ngninst Lnvesux and
put bim in prison. With 10,000 bluwcks
Toussaint rushied down the mountains, sup-
pressed the revolt and lHberated the Freoch
commuander. Laveaux ealled bis deliverer
“The Bluck Spartacus’ and said that the
French colors were kept flying in Santo
Domingo by “an old negro who seemsd to
war u eommission from henven.”  He ap-
pointed Tonssaiut his Heutenant and sec-
ond in commund, and soon afterward the
directory ereated him deputy governor gen-
eral and commander fn chief, He l'llfh'ed
new armies, drove the Eogllsh from the
island, rebuilt rowns, fostered ngrieulture
antl manufactures, and when '.\'uipnlmu re-
turned from his eastern eampidgne 1o be-
eome first consnl Toussnint styled himself
the “Napoleon of Santo Dominge, "

Napoleon seut him a new commission of
comunander in chief and for four years en-
cournged his absolnte relgn. But in 1808
In arder Lo vid his semies of troops devote
to his rivil Moretu, Napoleon sent Genersl
Le Clere with a foree to subdue Santo
Domingo. Toussaint looked upon the step
ns nblow to re-ensinve the nogroes, and for
a long time refused to submit,. Meantime
blicks wod niulattovs arose and slaughtered
the white colonists and the French, Tous-
saint refused to treat with Le Clere until
the French re-ombarked, but his eollesgues
were less herole, nnd at lnst his two chief
commanders lald down their arms.  Even
then Le Clere feared the old negro.

Toussaint ugreed to an interview, and they
met on pentral ground,  Le Clepg was gur-
rounded by a bodyguard of 400 horsemen
with drawn subers,  Toussnint entersd the
mquire aloue Iluriuf: n peace talk, In
which Toussalnt declared  that he was
powerful enongh to burn and ravage and
conld sell his life desrly, Le Clere fmked
npon the atmngf‘clmmcu-r before him in
amazement. “Where would yon have got
nrms to earry on the warl'” he inguired
wfter an understandiog was reachd. 71
would hiuve taken yours," was the reply,

L Clore afterwird  abducted Toussaint,
who had reached the nge of 60, and sent
blm to France 1n irons, He wis {mpris-
oned in o castle in the Jurn monntains b
~vapotvon's ordors, where ho died mysterd-
ously in April, 1808, The negroes in révenge
ilrove the ‘leu:h from the island, never to
return us masters.
