It Measures Twenty-eigh- t Inches in

Girth and Came From Madagascar.

"We now come," said J. C. Stevens

at his London auction rooms in King

street, Covent Garden, "to the egg of

the Epyornis maximus, the biggest

bird either living or exiincl It has

been extinct for some time, and only

two of its bones have been found.

Not more
than (hilly of these eggs are known.
This is the finest egg of the lot, It
should be remembend that there are
Sixty known eggs of the great auk and
they sell for a c uple of guineas each.
I don't mean to say that ihis eg shouid
bring as much as a great auk's egg, but
we sold one not so good as this last
year for 70 guineas.''
