Tbey are known or believed to be thor-
oughly honest and reliable, and the mer-
chants who really have money Invented In
the goods trut them fully and freely.

A New York man, who travels almost
continually, met one of these peddlers In
the reading room of a hotel In Hartford
nome time ago and told afterward how

he was when the stranger ap-
proached him nud besti showing hi goods.

"lie was a tall, good looking young fel-

low," said the New Yorker, "and was
drewsetHery quietly and tastefully. I no-

ticed that there wasn't a single article of
jewelry vNlble ou his person, not even a
gold button or a watch rhnln.

"The only thing that looked like Jewelry
wa a key chnlu, and I observed afterward
that that was made very strongly and ap-

pealed IoIm1, hs I presume it was, made of
the ery fluent steel.

"He bat down beside me, and pulling at
hi chain drew out of his pocket a chamois
leather bag or puwe, Out ot linn he took
nhnt looked like n handful of small pack
ages, each wrapped up in fine white tissue
paper. J uese lie unwrappcu one arterAU'
other and showed me tho contents.

"In each one wa a gem. There were
diamonds, tuMesand emeralds and two or
three but nearly nil of them were
tlhimond, and ouly three or four were
what l would call unusually larire stones.
.lney were without settings, and a he uu-
rnidHi the paper lie ruiibeu each stone
Kently and deftly Ithasmall piece of
flannel.

"Naturally, he was talking while he did
all this, and I soon got very much interest-
ed," the speaker continued. "He began by
asking it he.could not sell ine a diamond,
and I told him I thouuht not, but I said It
htsitat I ugly because I wauteu to hear What
he had to say.

41 'I have them here said the peddler,
'all the woy from (50 up to $3,600, but 1 can
sell jou oue that auy gentleman would be
pleased to weAr for &0U or WOO. Most per-
sons, even those uho cun afford It, do not
care to w ear very large ones, though I have
some customers who w on t look at n smajl
stone.' "

"You have regutur customers then?"
asked I he man from New York, and he An-

swertd: "Oh, ye. My trade is mostly
among actors and hotel men, and 1 know
nearly all the prominent ouettiastof the
Allssissnmf."

And then he took out a powerful glass
nud asked the New Yorker to look at a
beautiful brilliant he had Just unnranncd.

"I looked ut It and admired It, but I told
htm I was no judge of diamond," the New
Yorker went ou. "All stones of the same
size looked pretty much alike to me, though
I could see that some seemed to be more
brilliant than others. He laughed a little
and said that lie found that comparatively
lew people were judges, but that a great
many were reluctant to own it and either
believed or pretended to believe that they
could tell a zenuine diamond from th lwKt
possfhle imitatiou and a good stone from a
bad one.

'"Such people, he said, 'buy diamond)
whenever they can lie made to believe that
they are getting bargains, but as a rule
they pay more than they need to. Strictly
speaking, there Is no such thing a a 'bar
gain' In diamonds, excepting In buying one
from somebody who is ignorant or careless
or the true value ol what he has. because
diamond has an Intrinsic value a well de
fined as that of gold.

" 'However.' he continued. 'I am alwava
giou to meet auyuouy wnu is on the look-
out for bargains, because I generally man-
age to sell them something at a good nrice.1

"Then he went on to tell me that he only
cameu ine omer Mores a a sort or side-
show. Once In a great while he would sell
a pearl or a ruby, but" nearly all h busi
ness consisted of sides of diamonds and
watches.

"He kept on chatting, even after I hod
satisfied him that I didn't Intend to buv
anything, aud be kept some of his parcels
open for a considerable time while he was
slowly wratmlnir un the others.

"I thought at first that be seemed to be
careless about It. but as I watched him I
noticed that he never looked anynhere ex-
cepting either at his goods or straight la
my eye, and I could see that his vigilance
uas never relaxed for an Instant."

This description affords u very fair no-

tion of the business these peddlers do, and
there are more of them going around the
world than most people have, any notion of.
