The
roughest experience had at
I'ap.ikou, where two boats were
damaged. One was broken up in
to kindling wood, even the oars.

This
happened ou Monday morning
at 11:30 o'clock. A fierce gale
wns blowing at the time. Two of
the steamer's surf boats were at
the new landing loading sugar.
One boat had taken 24 bags. A
big wave rolled in. Some of the
native crew saw it couiiiirr and
jumped into the sea. Those who
had been warned remained 111

the boats. The wave came down,
turning both over. The remaining
crew were washed up on the rocks
along with tne boats. The boat
which was partly loaded had two
holes as big as a man's head stove in
on cither side, while the second was
torn into splinters. Seven men were
more or less hurt. One man was
caught around the neck by a sling
and 111s lace badly scratched. Two
men suffered broken legs. The
others were more or less bruised
about the body nnd face. The men
with the broken limbs had splints
put on them and were taken to
the hospital in a hack. The
others arc at work on the steamer
today. The men who jumped in
the water were not hurt at all.

The accident happened at the
new 1'apaikou lauding. This was
the first time sugar being
taken from the landing.
