Kahulul
and returned,  He said gome oneg hind
told him that his contraet could not
hold, but he wos giad to go back to
work,

Lahaina, December 8.—0One of the
Galician Iaborers employed on the La-
hainn plantation deserted his employ-
ment o few days ago. Search for him
was unavailing. In about a week,
however, he returned and annownced
that he was ready to go back to work.
He gnid he had been all over the Is-
lund, but like the little boy in Huw-
thorne's pleasing story. he had found
Mr. Work everywhere. He could not
find n plaee where men were npot
working, or any place where he would
not have 1o work to make a living and
hond concluded that Tahaina, whers
hig friends were, was ag pleasant a
plice to lnbor as he had found.

Aunother Galician refused to work
because he wax not yet 21 years of age
and had found that he could not b
bound by his contract. Manager Ahl-
born sent word to him that he was at
perfect liberty to quit and go where
he pleased. The young Galiciun im-
medintely concluded that he pleased
to work on Lahaina plantation, and

shouldered his bhoe echeerfully  and
went to the enne field to work.

VICE CONSUL GO0 KIM ORJECTS
TO METIIODS,

Letters Touching the Administration
of the Exclusion Aot Have Gone to
Washington and to Bewill.

The Chinese consul hos sent o letter
to Special Agent of the United States
Sewall and Minister of  Foreign

fiirg Cooper, making diplomatic  In-

guiries as 1o the administration of the |

Chinese exclusion acts at this port,
particularly in relntion to his own ex-
perience in connection with the Gae-
lic yesterday, Another letter went for-
ward by the Gaelic to the Chinese
minister at Washington, in relation
to the same matter.

The facts of the maotter which the
consul tukes exception to are these.
He, together with his English speak-
ing segretary, and Viee Consuls Goo
Kim Fui and Wong Kwal, went to the
Pacifie Mail wharf yesterday forenoon
to see the Chinese aboard., one of
whom is connected with the Chinese
legation at Washington and another
is n promloent merchant, The passes
which they had were those issued be-
fore the enforcement of the United
States lnws, and the customg guards,
acting under orders, refused to recog-
nize them. After some delay, howes.
er, the consul and Viee Consul Wong
Kwai were ndmitted on board. Viee
Consul Goo Kim Fui was not, Liafer
in the day these same Chinese offivinls
~ere refused admittance to the wharef
or vessel when they came with their
friends to bid the latter good bye,
These things, it is cluimed, sre In de-
rogation of consulir rights and dig-
nity,

In regard to the
MeStocker said:

*We are administering o lnw which
was not framed with the conditions
that exixt here, in view, We are try-
ing to ndminister it with as little fric-
tion sl as little  Inconvenience as
possible. Bt certnin fixed facts
must be borne in mind, Under the
lnw no Chinesy hoas o vight  to s
heve except upon identification  and
proof that he is one whom the kaw nl.
lows to lund, Our inspection is for the
purpase of receiving and acting on the
proof and identification offered, Up-
til we have refected it there ean e
no oveaxion for communieation with
con=ul, - Experience at ‘other ports in
the United States hns proved the ab-
sohite necessity of allowing no com-
municntion between Chinese seeking
to land and their countrymen ashore
until this inspection and examination
is mude, Henee the pule that no Chi-
nese <hull be allowed aboprd or even
on the wharf until the inspection is
made,  Our own experience yesterday
proved the same thing. A Chinese
went alongside the ship in a boat and
waus conversing with the Chinese on
board before the inspection was mude,
I could have arrested him on the spot,
L let it go with a warning.

“Srictly speaking, after ; our ex-
amination is completed we hifve no ab-
Jection to a Chinexe goiug abonrd, But
when he is abonrd he ennnot he allow.
el to lund without producing proof of
hix right to land, and it is no part of
the duty of thd customs employes to
he spending their time identifying in-
dividunl (hinese,

“I believe Goo Kim olaims It is part
of his duty to get the numes of Chi-
nese sibjects coming here, He enn
get that pnofficinlly from the steam-
ship agents, officinlly from the custom
house, and as to what disposition is
mude in each case, only from the office
of Mr. Brown. He does not need to
go aboard the steamer for that.

“We are simply administering the
law. That the law touches national
pride apd ineonveniences individuals
is to be regretted. Tt is all summed
up however in a réemark a  Chinese
mwle vesterday.

* The Japanese, he gaid, ‘do not have
all this trouble.’

“*No.' T replied, ‘hecause they have
o treaty giving them the rights of fhe
most favored nation.’

“Uf we had the right kind of gov-
ernment,” he answered, ‘we  wonld
have that kind of a treaty, too, and
we will have sueh &  government
some day,' "

“That weither the said ¥, R, Me-
Stocker nor the said J, K. Brown have
any nuthority to enforee snid statutes
within the republle of Huwall, nor
have they, of either of them, any le-
wal |I||"huri|‘\' to restrain gaid petition.
ers of their Hberty,

“Thot said petitioners aml gaoh of
them are bona fide holiders of permits

in the Repubilie of Hawall, which were
sned to them prior to the npuexation
of =nid Ru-pnhliu' to the United States
of Americn on the 12th  of Augimst,
1508,

"That said permits  or doenments
have never bheen revoked or cancelled
andd are still in full force and effect,
and that the sald annesation of the
sald Republie to the United States did
