MAJOR POTTER,

Body of the Princess to be Brought to
Kawalahao Church Tonight and
Guarded by Native Company.

The remains of the late Princess
Kalulanl will be brought, Just after
dark this evening, from the residence
at Alnahau, to Kawalahao church. It
Is desired to have the removal private,
hence the time selected.

At the church the position of the
casket will be directly In front of the
pulpit. Major Potter will be present
to arrange this matter. Company G,
the natives, will be drawn up outside,
and will officiate as a guard of honor
during the night, Saturday, Saturday
night and Sunday.

The hours the remains will lie In
state tomorrow are from 10 a. m. to 4

p. m. This will be the last regular op-
portunity friends will have to see the
face of the princess. The general plan
of the day will be the same as last
Tuesday at Alnahau.

At 2 o'clock Sunday afternoon the
funeral services will begin. Bishop
Willis will be assisted by the entire
Episcopal clergy of the city. A com-
bined choir will sing. The procession
will form on King street at 1:30 oclock.
It Is not expected that the church will
be left before 2:30 p. m.

The procession will doubtless be the
largest ever seen In Honolulu, not ex-
cepting those of Queen Emma and King
Kalakaua. In line will be fraternal,
political and religious societies, the
schools, the N. G. H., United States
engineers and troops from the war
ships, government and consular officials
and relatives and immediate friends or
the bereaved family and the general
public.

The Klnau will arrive at noon to-

morrow from Hawaii and Maul with a
large number of Island people to at-
tend the funeral. Others will come
from Kauai early In the afternoon.

All meetings of every character In
the city appointed for the afternoon
have been postponed, and It is safe to
say that 15,000 to 25,000 town people will
be In the procession or see it.

FRUSTRATE THEIR KNAVISH

TRICKS.

Republicans Don't Care to Mtx-l- n Na-

tional Party AlTnlrs Until the Status
of the Islands is Settled.

The meeting of Republicans at the
Chamber of Commerce last night de-
cided by overwhelming vote that the
organization of the party should pre-
cede any sideshow or auxllllary Re-
publican organizations, and that the
time for organizing the party had not
yet arrived. At the same time und
In consonance with this they declined
to make any nominations for vice
president or committeeman for the Is-
lands, for the League of Republican
clubs, thereby Indicating to that or-
ganization that until the status of the
Islands Is settled by congress they
want no outside political factions bred
to Interfere with the Internal govern-
ment of the Islands as long as they
are under Hawaiian statutes.

The meeting was attended by 100 or
more and was called to order by R. W.
Shingle, who hnd Issued the call for
the meeting. Colonel J. II. Fisher wa
nominated for chairman, but accepted
only on condition thnt it should riot be
construed as antagonistic to, or in any
way affect his membership in the
American Union party. James Blck-ne- ll

was made secretary.
In response to a request for a state,

ment of the objects and purposes nt
the meeting, Mr. Shingle said: "The
national convention of Republican
League clubs was In session whlls I
was In Omaha, ns the representative ot
of Hawaii at the Trans-MIssIsslp- pl Ex-
position. A delegation from the rein-
vention called on me and Invited mo
to attend the sessions ns the represen-
tative of Hawnii. When I entered the
convention hall I was received with an
lmntense amount of enthusiasm, and
the convention elected me a delegate.
A gijod deal of the time of the session
was taken up discussing Hawaii, and
It was decided to appoint a vice pres-
ident and a committeeman for the Is-
lands. I was asked to name some one
for vice president. Not having time
for consideration I suggested the name
of Sanford B. Dole, and he was chosen.
I was then made committeeman.

"Afterwards I had two conferences
with the executive committee of the
organization In Chicago, and it was
their wish that I should organize clubs
ns soon as I returned to the Islands. 1

returned to the Islands In January and
have written several letters to the pres-
ident and secretary giving my views
of the situation. They have replied,
urging the Immediate formation of the
clubs. I have Interviewed a number ol
gentlemen here and find that while
some are In favor of going ahead with
organization, others do not think the
tlmo has arrived. So I called this
meeting of Republicans to get the con-
sensus of their opinion If possible nnd
to have them name a successor to Pres-
ident Dole as vice president, who has
resigned, and to myself as committee-
man, also resigned."

In response to a question from .T. A.
Kennedy, Mr. Shingle said that Pres-
ident Dole had never accepted the po-
sition, and that a letter from his sec-
retary, Mr. Potter, had stated that he
could not accept it while he was pres-
ident of the republic of Hawaii.

Replying to a question from F. B.
McStocker, Mr. Shingle said It would
be the duty of the committeeman. If
one were named, to organize Repub-
lican clubs In the Islands.

Mr. McStocker said that It was his
view, and one he had frequently ex-
pressed, that when the time came to
organize the Republicans, there should
be a meeting, not of the Republicans
of Honolulu, but of the Whole Islands,
and that a party organization embrac-
ing the whole of the Islands should bo
formed. This should be done before
any auxiliary organizations such ns
the League of Republican clubs was
formed. Ho was therefore opposed to
making any nominations for League
officers.

Attorney Cathcart was In favor of
making the nominations asked for nnd
of going ahead with club organization.
George Paris and Will E. Fisher were
of the same mind. A. B. Wood, Walter
C. Weedon, George Gear, and others,
wore opposed to It as being very un-

wise until congress had enacted en-
abling legislation so that we would all
know our status and who would hi
voters.

W. R. Sims offered the following res-
olution:

"It Is the sense of this meeting that
no nuxlllnry body of the Republican
party be formed prior to the formation
ot tho general Republican party In
these Islands, and, further, thnt

"The time for the formation of Buch
general Republican party has not yet
arrived."

Mr. Cathcart offered this amend-
ment to It:

"But that It Is also tho sense of this
meeting that we ns representative Re-
publicans of" Honolulu Indicate to the
National League of Republican clubs
our choice for the offices of vice pres-
ident nnd national committeeman from
Hawnii in thnt body."

There was further debate along tho
same lines, nnd then on a show of
hands the amendment was overwhel-
mingly voted down. The original
amendment was then ns overwhelm-
ingly carried, In fact no one voted
against It.

The meeting then adjourned.

INTEREST IN THE HOODOO SHIP

IS INCREASED.

Supreme Court Says Russell was Not
Awarded Enough Damages and Rais-
es the Amount to $2,500.

The supreme court today filed deci-
sions In the matter of tho libels against
the steamship Columbia, preferred by
Russel Colegrove und Rose Berliner,
both being appeals from Judge Perry,
sitting in admiralty. In the Colegrove
matter the court summarized as fol-
lows:

"The obligation resting on the mas-
ter of a vessel at sea to maintain or-
der and prevent commission of crime
will, In a proper case, Justify his ar-
rest and detention of suspected per-
sons. But the mnster, if a felony has
been committed, may not punish 0. pas-
senger therefor, or one suspected of be-
ing accessory thereto. He may only
confine the same, using no more harsh-
ness or force in the detention than is
reasonably necessary, until Investiga-
tion by the proper authorities.

"Upon the whole case we think thedamages assessed by the circuit Judge
were not sufficient. The confinement
of the llbellnnt In the chain locker andcontinuing him In irons, which evidence
shows would easily have been removed,
were totally unnecessary. We fix thedamages at two thousand five hundred
dollars." Kinney, Bnllou & MeClnna-hn- n

for llbellnnt; Hatch and Caypless
for respondent.

In the Rose Berliner libel the appeal
of the llbellnnt Is dismissed, which sus-
tains the position of Judge Perry, on
the ground thnt the confinement of ll-

bellnnt in n locker with her mother
wns voluntary nnd no ground for ac-
tion for dnmnges ngalnst the ship.

The same court nlso presented a de-
cision In the matter of G. M. Maalo vs.
S. T. Knlpa, exceptions from Second
circuit. The point raised was the de-
cision of the judge was not In writing.
It Is declared by the supreme bench
thnt a decision by n circuit court. Jury
waived, not beng In writing, Is void,
nnd the case Is remandpd back to Judge
Kalua for a decision In writing.

In the matter of J. D. Paris vs. An-to-

Fernandez, bill for specific per-
formance, plaintiff has filed a motion
to declare defendant In default for that
he has not filed an answer within the
time filed by the court.

M. N. Sanders was today appointed
administrator of tho estate of the late
Marie J. Sanders, under $600 bonds.

SMALLPOX ON THE CHINA.

Precautions Taken to Prevent Conta-
gion Coming Ashore.

The steamship China arrived this
morning wth the yellow Hag flying. Be-
tween Shanghai nnd Nagasaki a case
of smallpox broke out In the Chinese
steerage. At Nngnsakl all the Chinese
In that steerage were put ashore and
the vessel thoroughly fumigated. The
health of all on bonrd arriving here
wns found to be good.

Under the vigilant and exacting pol-
icy of the bonrd of health here. It was
determined to take no chances on the
disease being brought ashore. The
steamer was therefore put In quaran-
tine. Nobody wns nllowed to go abonrd
her except lmmunes nnd those Incapa-
ble of carrying contnglon, In nil per-
haps not more than a dozen or fifteen
persons. No one wns allowed to come
ashore from the ship except her pas-
sengers, officers, crew and those who
were nllowed to board her.

POETIC RETRIBUTION.

American Deserters Found Riddled by
American Bullets.

Soldiers returning by the China say
that some time before the battle with
the Filipinos, February 5.tli, two corpo-
rals of the First California deserted. It
was not known what had become of
them though It was supposed they had
Joined the Insurgents. After tho bat-
tle their fate was discovered. The
bodies of both were found. One wan
dressed in the uniform of a Filipino
lieutenant, the other in thnt of a cap-
tain. They were riddled with Ameri-
can bullets. They were buried In a com-
mon grave with tho Filipino dead.

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FILIPINOS MULTILATE THE DEAD

AND WOUNDED.

Startling Details Given In a Letter
Received on tho China Is Confirmed
by Returnlng'Soldlers.

"At this writing I will not attempt
to give you a detailed account of the
horrible sights 1 witnessed; of poor
solders with their throats cut, nnd
some even crucified."

Such Is the startling glimpse of nf-
ter the battle conditions near Manila.
Milton A. Nathan, of Company F,
First California, gives In a letter to
Philip L. Weaver, of Honolulu. The
letter is dated "On the Held, near San
Pedro de Macartl, Luzon Island, Fcb-ru- ry

12, 1899." It'was written after tho
Filipinos had been driven back, and
the real horrors of war were seen In
the recovery and care for the wounded
and the burlnl ot the dead.

The soldiers returning on the China
tell of similar mutilation of tho woun-
ded. One incident of which a return-
ing Utah light artilleryman had per-
sonal knowledge was In connection
with Dr. Harry Young of the Utah
light battery. In the fight he had got-
ten considerably ahead of his battery.
Ills horse was shot under him, and h-

was wounded. When his comrades
found his body It wns horribly muti-
lated and pinned to the earth by a long
dagger run through the abdomen.

LOSS OF THE LOGAN.

Missing Schooner Wrecked on tho
Mortlock Islands.

The missionary schooner Robert W.
Logan wns wrecked off the Mortlock
Islands early Inst Decemuer. Though
the vessel proved a total loss no lives
were lost, but all reached shore safely.
The Rev. Mr. Price and Mrs. Logan,
who were nmong tho shipwrecked,
were able to find speedy passage to
their homes on Ruk, by another vessel.
Mr. Price brought the first news of the
wreck of the vessel here. He Is on
board the China, en route for the main-
land, where he wilt take a vacation.

Captain George Dexter, was to sail
from the Marquesas Islands for Hono-
lulu about February 20th, with the Ha-
waiian missionary Kekela, his chil-
dren and grandchildren, In all twelve
persons. The schooner Is due here
March 20th to 25th.

IIELENE TO SAIL.
