A LABT VIEW OF THE PRINCESS
KAIULANIL

Appearance of the Bler as Arranged In
Kawalahao Church—FProgram of the
Funeral Remaltl VUnchanged.

From 10 o'clock thie morning the re=-
mains of the late Princess Kalulani
have laln In state before the altar In
Kawainhao church. From that hour
throughout the forenoon there was an
endless chaln of visitors, eciach person
in line panusing just one solemn mos
ment to gage for the Inst time upon the
face of the beloved young hope of the
Hawallan race,

The bler I8 arranged beneaih a pail
of purple plush und yellow silk, knd an
arch of white. About It are the royal
kahilis in all colors and above Is the
cont of arms of Kalvlani. The body
rests In a pure white casket. The glass
top extends about half (ts length,

It was remarked by everyone that
the face of the princess looks most nat-
ural and the spell of sleep 1B suggested
riather than death. There Is slight
paleness, but that is all.

Around the bier during the forenoon
the watchers and kahill bearers have
stood wateh In the gime way as at
Alnahan last Tuesday, There wius a
deep solemnity aboul everything that
went on. Many people walted in tenra
and the natives were much affected.
There wis heard constintly the mourn-
ing chant of the women, mingled with
the sobs and tears of children and men.
Grief was general and outspoken.

The bBand will play on the grounds
from 3 to b &'clock. Bacred music will
Le presented, At 4 o'clock the church
will bg cipsed to the public and the
bier will once more be turned over to
the witchers and the milltary guard
for the night.

The body of the dead princess was
brought from Alnanhau last night to
Kawalahao church. It arrived shortly
after 1 o'clock this morning. Several
hundred people walted at the c¢hurch
to witnesa the recentlon of It there.
Most of these left the church before
the body arrived, however, as privacy
wns requested.

Bishop Willis and the Episcopal cler-
EY met the hearse at the door. The
casket wae taken into the church by
James H. Boyd, J. H. Wodehouse, O.
Stillman, J. W. Robertson, Andrew Ad-
ams, James Cockett, Lumahelhei and
Princes David and Cupid. Wray Tay-
lor plaved the funeral march on the
organ and prayers were offered by the
bishap. The service, though short, was
solemn and Impressive. After It was
over the watchers took thelr ploces and
Company G, the guard of honor, set
ita detalls for the night.

No changes bave been made In the
pragram for the funeral tomorrow, All
the detalls have been announced.” This
Is a ecopy of the ofcial notification of
the funeral sent out by the foreign of-
fiee to diplomatic representatives,
government and other officials:

and repeated to the ustrions Senator
Cushman K. Davis, chalrman of the
committee on forelgn rélations of the
senate, It appears to be my destiny
to be a prophet, and, alse, to be the
souroe of disappointment to the great
men, who fall to appreciate adequate-

The Utmort Quiet Prevails—Streets
Degerted at Night—Chinese Extend
Many Good Ofces to Americans,

Spevinl Correspondence to The Star,

MANILA, February 10.—As we have

been in a state of slege from the Fili-
pinos ever since entering Muntla, and
could not get out into the country at
all, belng forbldden both by the Ame-
rean authorities and the Fllipino, the
present sltuation s a relief. The na-
tives have been treated kindly and in
& Hhern! manner, by  the Americans,
congldering the fact that the clty was
under milltary rule, People could go
about ut uny time of the duy or night,
and good order was kept. But the nae
tives wore sulky and insolent, and all
of them that were employed by the
Amerloans bod o tnke out  Heenses
from Aguinaldo. The natives all car-
ried big knlves and tried o kil the
guards.
. The Filiplnos moved their lines o
within twenty feet of ouwrs, and then
the city wis put under the most rigid
martial luw, It hag been effective, tan,
and the quict and order this cily has
exporienced while such exclting scenes
have been golng on within two miles
s simply amnzing. Manila with a
population of MO0 of excitnble na-
tives |8 ta orderly a8 my nutive New
England village on a Sunday, This
has been done by the most Figlid roles.
All Bpunish soldiers tnust be inside
the walled elty at 5 p. m. and Inside
thelr guarters at 8
these soldlers here  vet, Al snloons
nre closed at 9:80 and every native |s
aff the streets by 10,
walled clty and ol of the bridges atre
clogely guarded, and there 8 4 con-
stunt mpearching of noatlver and other
susplelous people for concealed weap-
ons going on. After 10 o'clock  the
streots are deserted exevept for o few
white civilions and the guards.

There Is a great change In the con-
duet of the natives, Whlle they used
to resont belng seurched, they pow
geem to like it. They
hata to all Ameriean soldiers and smile
nnd hold thelt hands up @t full ength

while belng searched, and glve way on |

the narrow sidewalks to all Amerivans,
They obey nll orders Instuntly. The
fow who did not are with the angels.

All this mny #eem harsh, but it s
necesgary. The natives hove a manin
for carrying knlves and cutting each
other and Americanz when they ocan,
The sternest Measures are NeceRsary
to discourage the notive knife carry-
ing habit.

The Chinese here in Mantia are, and
have beon, very friendly to the Ames
ricans. Many have been in the Unlt-
vl States and made money and start-
o In business hore, They speak good
English. There is one Chinese here who
wig 4 cpok in a lumber camp in Cali-
fornin for eight years. He now runs a
bakery and makes bread for four reg-
fmenta of American troops. He |s vory
smart and generous, During the hard
fighting of February 0§th and Gth he
sent buffalo carts loaded with bread
to the firing lines as 1 gift to the boye,

CONSULAR PASSPORTE MAY NOT
BE VALID,

Flve Women Having No Other Permits
Heguired to Give Hond Before Being
Allowed Ashore.

All of the Chinese who have been at
the quarantine station pending the de-
cigion of the treasury on their status,
are now physieally out of the custody
of the United Stutes. Seven of them
however are not out of the womds,

Two nre I the custody of the Ha-

willan government, charged In effect
with having fraoudulent permits, These
two have been rejected by Agent
Brown because they did not have the
quatifications required by the Hawali-
an statutes. ‘The Hawallan govern-
