Kilauen s, according to reports of the
latest vigltors, smoking very freely,
though no fire has  yet bBfoken out,
ver, Heavy masses are rolling out of
the southern end of the orater, and the
smaller eracks throughout the crater
floor are gving up smoke and steam.
The heat at the sulphur bath continues
to Inerease, and everything points to
greal activity,

Frank Davey. the photographer, who
returned by the W. 4. Hall this after-
noon, had one of the most Interesting
tripe of any man who has visited the
eruption. e left the clty by the W. G,
Hall last Tuesday and went to Kau.
There he was told that the best way o
#ee the pruption was to go over the top
of Mauna Lon to the Mauna Kea side,
The outbreak was representad o0 be
seven miles from the suommit on the
side toward the Humuula sheep rnch

Duvey ascended Mpuna Loa on horse.
bitck to the top, pussed around the old
big croter ot the summit and then pros
ceeded by foot down the slde.

From the top of the mountain tw the
head of the lava flow the artist come
upon and examined sight congs or eri-
ters. They were In suceesslon down the
gide. All were of conslderable sise, be-
ing nearly as large as the cone of
Funchbowl with high walls all around,
except on the lower sldes.

The first five were dead, but appenred
to have been nctive quite recently, The
sixth was smoking. In the seventh was
gome fire and congiderable smoke,

soerles, It was belching forth smoke and

In the extreme,  All around the top of
the mountain It was cold., At the crn-
ter it was very hot. The exXiremes were
such as would knook almost anyhody
out,

The artist brought back two palrs of
shoes which he wore out between tho
summit of Mauna Loa and the active
crater. The bottoms and sides of the
foot wear are In rage. They look as it
they had been worn over knives or the
tines of pitchforks. When he left his
horge Davey took an extra piale of shoss,
The ones on his fest were worn out on
the telp down to the crater and the oth-
er palr on the elimb back,

Mr, Davey does not recommend any
one to take the trip followed by him.
While he was successful in his venture,
ll‘l;l' hardships were (he greatest lmagin-
mwle.

Further news from Puna shows that
the orlginal report of the warm spring
Inereasing In temperatureg 18 correct
The warm spring near Kapoho has had
a very perceptible Increase, and bath-
Ing in it has become almost impossibie,
There 8 quite a line of thege springs
extending up the slopes towards the
seence of the voleanle netivity. They
gradually become holler ns one ascends,
In 1880 there was a simllar heating up
of thy springs, and Captain Elderts,
