The bark Velocity, which was recent.
Iy purchased by W. R, Brown, who re-
turped here on theé Dorie's last trip, has
been wrecked st Formosa. The cap-
tain is missing and is thought to have
been drowned, The Yokohama Adver-
Liser has the following about thy disas-
ter:

“The rumor which' had galned eur-
rency in Shanghai that the salling ves-
gel Velovlty was badly ashore near Tal-
win-fu, Formosa, proved on enquiry Lo
be unfortunately correct, and what |s
more discouraging stlll, the Information
in glven that the skipper was missing.
The Velocity was an old salling ship
of 401 tons burthen und was long known
to residents In Shanghal as o conster,
plying from Shanghal to both northern
and southern Chinese porie and ocen-
Elonally to Japan and Formosan, Bhe
was commanded by Captain Hernsteln,
who was assisted by foreign first and
second officers, with the remainder of
the crew Chinese. She left Bhanghal
some time ago for Nagasakl, where she
loaded bricks for Amoy. From thence
sheé intended to proceed to Talwan-fu
and afterwards to Foochow, to load
poleés and then again to return to Tad-
wan.fu. It was after leaving Amoy that
nlm encountered terrible weather and

was driven hard and fast aground on
tlu- Formosa coaxt, some short distance
from her destination.

“"Absolute particulars of the disaster
