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Man Who Has Made History as Master
of the Claudtne Will be Extra Pilot
Provided For.

Captain Edward F. Cameron or the
.steamer Claudlne, has been appointed
a pilot for the port of Honolulu. He
la to be the new d under
tho bill Just passed by the Council of
State, and will have a salary of $200 a
month.

It Is hardly necessary to Bay that the
appointment will meet with general ap-

proval, as Captain Cameron Is one of
the most popular masters In these wa-
ters, and lias the complete confidence of
everybody. In fact, he Is accounted one
of the most competent sailors In the
Pacific, and as a Hawaiian pilot his
superior probably could not have been
found.

Captain Cameron has been In and
near the Hawaiian Islands for the past
twenty years. His local history was
made as master of the Claudlne. In his.
entire career he never had an accident
of any sort due to any lack of caution
or skill on his part. In 1893, when the
annexation commission wanted a mas-
ter to take them to San Francisco, they
selected Captain Cameron and he made
the trip In the Claudlne. The new pilot
has for many years held a United
States captain's license.

Last autumn Captain Cameron was
taken quite 111. and was laid up for sev- -'

oral weeks. It "was during this period
that the Claudlne, In command of an-
other officer, and the William Carson,
collided at sea, resulting In the wreck
of the latter vessel.

As soon as quarantine Is raised, Le-

ung Chl-ts- o, the Chinese reformer ex-
pects to make a tour of the other Isl-

ands of this group.

ers The Plot Falls.

The reform element of tho Chinese
here, received word by the Coptic this
morning that the Empress Dowager's
plan of .assassinating or capturing
Kwang Yu Wal, Ch'lu Shu-yua- n and
others of -- the reform party In the
Straits Settlements, has been complete-
ly frustrated. The plan was to send a
band of assassins, said to number forty
to the Straits Settlement together with
Admiral Teh in command! of the fast
cruisers Haitien and Halshou, and
either kill or kidnap the reformers and
carry them away together with the as-
sassins before they could be appre-
hended.

The assassins and the admiral did
reach the Straits Settlements, but
through the efforts of the reform party
among the Chinese, one of the assassins
was arrested. He confessed the whole
plan and gave the names of all his as
sociates, and an effort will be made to
arrest these. The two cruisers under
command of Admiral Yeh, have a speed
of twenty-fou- r knots an hour, faster
than any vessel at the command of the
Straits Settlements government.

By the Coptic the Sun Chung Kwock
Bo, the Chinese reform paper received
dispatches that the wives and families
of Lo Pak Tong and Tong King Chong,
who had been arrested In Canton by
order of the Dowager Empress berauso
Lo Pak Tong and Tong King Chong,
merchants in Son Francisco were Iden-
tified with the Bow Wul, have been re-
leased. They were released by order
of LI Hung Chang on the representa-
tions of the American Consul at Hong
Kong.

News was also received that Kong
LI Pun, a' Chinese merchant at Yoko-
hama, also identified with the Bow
Wongs, while on a visit to Hong Kong
was kidnapped from there and taken
to Canton. The British governor of
Hong Kong Immediately demanded his
release, threatening to send a torpedo
destroyer to back up the demand. On
this the kidnapped man was Immed-
iately released by the Chinese authori-
ties.

It Is also stated that the Portuguese
governor of Macao and the British
governor of Hong Kong, have given
notice that Chinese reformers or other
persons charged only with political
offenses, will not be released to the Chi-
nese government to be tried elsewhere
than within ,tho Jurisdiction of these
governorships.

SUPERINTENDENT OF KAHULUI
CAMP.

Compliments People ot Maul on United
Action and Speaks of Camp Life as
Running Smoothly.

A. L. C. Atkinson, superintendent of
the late quarantine camp at Kahulul,
returned by the Claudlne yesterday aft-
ernoon. He was accompanied by his
sister, Mrs. A. M. Brown. For the past
several days he had been rusticating in
the higher Maul country to recuperate
his health, he having but recenlly been
confined to the hospital at Walluku
with malaria. He is tanned from the
outdoor lite of a week and In other re-
spects looks well, save perhaps that ho
is hardly as stout as prior to his illness.

The superintendent has some Interest-
ing tales to tell of his experiences and
events at Kahulul during the quaran-
tine. Having charge of the camp,
everything came under his Jurisdiction
or observation. Tho camp tactics of
Honolulu were at once put Into swing
at Kahulul and worked to perfection.
Every perron held seemed to be per-
fectly satisfied with the treatment re-
ceived. Mr. Atkinson speaks In tho
highest terms of the Maul people and
the support given by them. He says
that everybody united in the campaign
of stamping out the plague and that
this support made the work of the Maul
committee and the quarantine officials
much easier than It might have been
under other circumstances.

Strict Quarantine.

Travel to the Paris Exposition has
taken the place of the plague 'as an In-
terruption to travel between here and
the Coast. Staterooms ort the Bteam-shl- p

Coptic, which leaves thls.afternoon
for San Francisco, are worth from $75
up. The vessel arrived here almost full
and a lot of passengers who wanted, to
get away, began to bid for the officers
quarters. Some of the staterooms are
reported to have sold as high as $125,
making the purchaser's fare to the
Coast $200. The officers who give up
their rooms will sling hammocks, or
sleep In the steerage, or wherever they
can find a place. Seventy-fiv- e dollars
is considered worth earning by a little
Inconvenience for six days.

The Coptic has a list of 78 through
passengers from the Orient. A large
proportion of them are going to the
Paris Exposition. The Alameda, due to
leave here today for San Francisco,
comes from the Colonies In about the
same condition. Travel to Paris has
begun from all parts of the world, and
the transportation companies need all
their facilities.

The Doric Is In very strict quarantine.
San Francisco authorities have been
severe lately with several steamers
from here, quarantining them on ac-
count of sick Chinese or Jnps In the
crew, and Captain Rlnder did not want
to take any chances.

Walluku
always be the shire town of Maui, with
courthouse, jail, schools, and other con-
comitants of a city. The plantation will
sell city lots as. soon as It becomes more
profitable to do so than to cultivate
cane In the suburbs.

Ih the will Mr. Hardy, or Smith, men-
tions that he has a daughter and some
grandchildren. To each of these he be-
queaths $10, and expressly states thatthey shall have nothing more. "And
nothing more" Is carefully written after
.the; bequest In each case. The entire
estate Is left to the widow and de
ceased's adopted son, a Portuguese boy
nameu Manuel, vvnen this boy gets
to be twenty-fou- r years of age he is to
nave a halt of the revenues of the es-
tate, and upon the death of the widow
is to succeed to everything.

June 11 Race Enthusiasts Will Hardly
Recognize the Old Place Intentions
of the Jockey Club.

When the dear neonle cather at Knn- -
lolanl Park on June 11 they will find
grand stands and the like so shifted and
changed that they will hardly know
wnere mey are. une present scheme of
the Jockey Club will so alter the ap-
pearance of the place that It will not
look the same. Col. Chas. J. McCarthy
is the prime mover of the Improve-
ments, and to him will belong the credit
of bringing the same about.

In the first place, there will bo a
new grand stand.. It will be erected on
the site of the Jockey Club Stand, on
the town side of the old location. It
will be modern In every detail, corres-
ponding to some of the best In the large
Coast cities. The stand Is made nec-
essary by the bad condition of the old
one, and the fact that It Is out of date.
It will have modern seats on n sloping
floor, and, most and best of all, the
seats will be clean on June 11. The
stand will have a much larger capacity
than the old, and its arrangement will
give to every one a clear view of the
races.

The present plan Is to have the Jockey
Club stand over the other, or or a sec
ond floor. This Idea Is believed to be a
good one nnd has been generally en-
dorsed. It will give to the club and
Its friends more room and decidedly
better accommodations.

Something new will be Introduced In
connection with the old stand, tho pres
ent grandstand. It will be repaired, or
maybe rebuilt, and will be opened to the

rabble or peanut gallery element.
The admission will be only twenty-fiv- e

cents. This Is a novelty. It will have
the effect of admitting a large part of
the "fence" party, and will doubtless
Increase the revenues ot the day.

The Improvements will cost about
$4,000. The Jockey Club will do its part
and the community has a chance to In
terest Itself in the way of a little help.

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MANY APPLICANTS FOR GUARDS'

POSITIONS.

Over a Hundred Men Would Like to

Watch for Dope and Help In Check-

ing Cargoes.

About a hundred applications have
been registered for the new Jobs that
are to be distributed at the custom
house under the new. appropriation, and
the list of men who want to enter the

Is not complete yet. Applicants
of all sorts are still coming.

The money allowed the custom house
will provide for about twenty more
guards along the front, bringing the
force up to a strength of thirty. This
is not enough. In the opinion of thos.;
who run the business, but It will be a
vast Improvement upon the present.

There are only ten guards now, half
of them on In the day time and half at
night.

The customs guards are paid sixty
dollars a month and they earn every
cent of It. They work twelve hours a
day, six hours on and six hours off,
alternating. This means that they can-
not get more than five hours sleep at a
time and more than one man has tried
the work lately and found that his con-
stitution could not stand It. While on
duty the rules call for a sharp look-
out and the weary guard who reclines
for a little nap Is liable to instant dis-
charge. That over a hundred men,
most of them white, should be after
these Jobs shows that with other mo-
dern Improvements Honolulu Is acquir-
ing an "army of unemployed." Job-seeke- rs

hnve been arriving In goodly
numbers on recent steamers from the
coast.
