velopments In the matter. The award
will be made by Parliament either to
the Spreckels line or the Vancouver line
In the meantime the Spreckel'J con-
tract runs on.

At Pago Pago the president of the
."Spreckels Company was :he guest at a
reception and celebration arranged In
his honor by the citizens thar. The
steamer stayed In port for ..bout five
hours on the 27th of March and during
that time the celebration was held.
Among the features was a military
parade of the native troops. There was
what Hawallans would call a "luau"
and the entire population of the city-turne-

out to honor the visitor. Pago
Pago owes its recent growth to Its hav-
ing been selected as a port of call for
the Oceanic steamers, When Apia be-
came a German port.

"The natives made a fine looking lot
of soldiers," said Spreckls, "and their
military evolutions were very credit-
able. They were under the American
"flag and have had an American drill
master."

Mr. Spreckels will continue his jour-
ney to San Francisco on the Ventura.
'Since he left the coast, Just after the
$10. assessment on Oceanic Company
shares there have been various move-
ments reported which will Interest him
when he gets back. When he passed
through here some weeks ago he de-
clared his .Intention to make a brief
stay In Honolulu on the way back, but
he has changed his programme and will
not stop over.

Oceanic shares have been .making
some rapid movements In the San
Francisco market lately and one report
lias It that there Is a plan to get con-
trol In behalf of another company and
oust the J. D. Spreckels and Bros. Co.,
from the ngency for the steamship line.
The scheme Is said to be In behalf of
Balfour, Guthrie and Company of San
Francisco. There will probably be
plenty for Spreckels to do when he
gets back, as he will have been away
from Ills head offices for about, three
months, during which the' stockbroker

Months of Labor to File a Knife
Blade From a Plcco of Hoop
Iron.

There Is a Japanese life, termer in
Oaiiu jail who nas just wasted four
or live months of remarkable Industry
and perseverance devoted to the amia-
ble purpose of carving a fellow prison-
er, nls plans having been spoiled by
Jailor Henry, who, unknown was
quietly watching progress and waiting
his turn to move. Under the eyes of
the guards the Japanese, a murderer
named Imayo, filed away on a piece of
hoop iron until he had made a fine
knlte blade. He has u gruuge agulnst
another Jap In the prison and intended
to kill him when the knife had been
finished.

The Jap's achievement Is a remark-
able illustration of the perseverance of
a prisoner who fastens his mind upon
the achievement of some one object,
says Captain Henry. In this case the
object was the commission of another
murder. Imayo could only get a sec-
ond or two now and then to work on
his knife blade. He must secrete it
on his person and now and then he
could get a chance when at work on the
load or in a quarry, to give a stroke
or two across a stone. By this slow
process he finally ground the hoop Iron
down to the shape of a thin dagger. It
was pointed and sharp and all Imayo
needed to enable him to use it on his
enemy was a handle. He waited for
a chance to get something that would
serve as a handle and his chance finally
came, for one day he returned from
quarry work with an old pocket knife,
which he had probably picked up on
the road and Into the handle of which
he proposed to fit his newly made blade.

At this stage of the game the Jailor,
Captain Henry took a ha ml in the
game and Tmayo's laboriously made
blade was taken awny from him. It is
now in the possession of the jailor.
"I was watching the Jap and knew
what he was about," said Henry, "but
I let him work a while to see what kind
of a weapon he would turn out. When
it began to get dangerous I took it
away." So it appears that while the
vindictive Jap tolled to carry out his
purpose of murder he was being quiet-
ly watched to be thwarted when the
time came.

Captain Henry warned Imayo's in-
tended victim of what was brewing,
and told him to be on the watch If
Imayo Jumped for him. Imayof, after
months of brooding and longing for a
chance to kill his enemy, seemed to
think of little else, and last Sunday
the expected break came. As the two
men were near to one another Imayo
leaped for his enemy's throat." The
other man, having been warned, was
on the watch and the vicious murderer
was met by a blow on the face. Gunrds
sprajig for the two men and they were
dragged apart just as they were clinch-
ing.

Imayo has already served about
three years of a life term. He is one
of the men who needs constant watch
ing. His four months' of steady secret
labor in the hope of Anally getting a
chance to bury a blade In a companion's
heart shows what the rest of his pris
on, career is likely to be.

The report of the committee Is as fol
lows:

"Your Committee on intoxicants after
careful consideration of Act No. 42,
entitled An Act to regulate the manu
facture transportation and sale of li
quors, opium, awa and other intoxi
cants within the Territory of Hawaii,
ufter careful consideration we submit
that the main questions to bo consider
ed before recommending so radical a
measure are:

"1. Are any similar laws In operation
in other parts of the world?

"2. If so, are the social conditions
obtaining In communities where they
are In operation similar to those exist-
ing here?

"3. havo been the results, so-
cially and economically of their intro-
duction?

"4. If the law were introduced in this
Territory would It be - acceptable
to u majority of the electors?

"5. Would it conllict with any provi-
sion of the Constitution?

"6. Is it calculated to promote tem-
perance In the use of intoxicants?

"7. Are there any special or peculiar
conditions existing in the community to
which the law would be Inapplicable?

"8. Would the sum of two hundred
thousand dollars ($200,000) proposed for
carrying out the provision of this act
be adequate for the purpose?

"First. We find that government mo-
nopolies of the liquor trade have been
attempted in the state of South Caroli-
na, U. S. A. under the title' of the
"Dispensary system", in Sweden under
what is known as the "Gothenbarg sys-
tem;" and in certain provinces of Rus-- i

sia.
"Second. The social conditions In

South Carolina are to some extent
similar to those existing In this Terri-
tory and In other respects they differ
materially. The community is for the
most part an agricultural one, devoted
to the production of cotton, etc.,
and it is composed of mixed ele -
ments. But the characteristics of the
negro race which forms a majority of
the population are essentially different
from those of anv of the races const!- -
tutlng an Important element of the po -
pulatlon of this Territory. It is. under- -
stood that the actuating motive for the- -

framing of the dispensary law by the
Legislature of that state was the

become notorious, and which were fo- -
mented by the-abus- e of liquor. No such
motive exists In this Territory. Liquor
cases and crimes of violence resulting
from tho abuse of liquor are rare In our
midst, whilst crimes of the particular
kind which aroused the Indignation of
law-abidi- citizens in South Carolina
are practically unknown here. The so-
cial conditions obtaining in Sweden,
ami In Russia are wholly different
from those with which we have to deal.
Tho traditions of the great mass of the
inhabitants of those countries are such
that they will readily submit- - to what
may be termed "paternal legislation"
never having been educated up to self
government and on appreciation of per-
sonal liberty, ns these are understood in
the United States, they would not be
llkelv to receive the imposition of such
a law as an Infringement of Individual
rights.

"Third. Upon the results of tho ope-
ration of the law in other communities
we do not propose to speak exhaustive-
ly, because full and rellablo Information
therein Is not nt the present time In our
possession. AVe, however, consider It
Imperative that such knowledge be
pjaced before you In order to determine
intelligently whether this law is a eslr-abie

innovation. The danger of Intro-
ducing so radical a measuro without
duo deliberation was strikingly exem-
plified In South Cnrolina where the law

ture Extra Session Mentioned.

The Governor wrote to the House this
morning and the House sent the letter
back to the Governor telling him It was
"not In proper shape." its supposed
lack of form was due to the fact that
the letter was signed "Sanford B.
Dole," without any official title being
aflixed, the supposition being that
members didn't know what Sanford B.
Dole i3 governor of the Territory of
Hawaii.

Cordial relations do not exist between
the executive and the House and no
secret of it "Was made during discussion
of the last letter from the Governor,
wnicli once more refuses to give Infor-
mation asked for in a House resolu
tion. The resolution asked for Infor
mation which the Governor deemed It
proper to make public, but the execu-
tive wants specific requests for certain
data.

In his reply the Governor referred to
his former letter, stating that he would
be happly to consider any requests for
information on a special subject.

"I think this proposition covers the
ground sufficiently for the needs of the
House," wrote the Governor. "It does
not appear that the House has under
consideration any specific matter refer-
ring to the records referred to.

"Very respectfully,
"SANFORD B. DOLE."

Beckley at once moved after the read-
ing of the letter that It be sent back to
the Governor as not In proper shape.
"The Governor made a lot of fuss
about a resolution we sent him because
ILwas not certltled by the secretary of
the House and as he has nut seen fit
to alllx Ids ollicial signature to this pu-pe- r,

it Is only right that the House
should stand on its dignity and see
mat this communication is rightly
signed."

A motion to spread the letter on the
Journal before returning It to the Gov-
ernor was carried and after Speaker
Aklna'had said he hoped that in speak-
ing members would not show bad feel-
ing. Emmeluth supported the motion
to return the letter. He said he was
sorry that the existing relations exist-
ed between the House and the execu-
tive as shown by the obvious absence
of usual etlquet and the refusal to
meet reasonable requirements of the
House. "It is because the House is
in ignorance of matters determined In
executive council and. by the Governor
that the House Is unable to ask for In-

formation in specific terms," said Em-
meluth. ".I understand the council Is
today considering matters that ought to
be referred to this House.

"I am sorry that the existing rela-
tions exist because I had prepared a
resolution by which hoped to ob-
tain from the Governor his views-a- s

to continuance of this legislature In
extra session. It Is evident from the
terms of this communication that the
tclatlons between the Governor and the
House are such that lie cannot pioperly
consider the subject matter of the reso
lution I desired to Introduce. I want to
express to him regrets at the condi
tions existing and I hope that there
may be some avenue for obtaining a
better understanding."

Dickey, said that the form of the let
ter was nil right and that its heading
executive Chamber was nil tliat was

needed to show its official force.
Robertson said that the fact that the

Governor lid not nlllx his official title
to his signature was a very poor reason
for returning the letter. "If members
will consult the archives of the foreign
olllce under the old government or the
Secretary's olllce they would see that
the Governor had followed custom In
the style' of his signature.

Many members" did not vote when
the question was put but the motion
carried and Governor Dole's letter goes
back to him. The question now Is,
How will the House hear from the
Governor again?
