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II IS ENDED

PERJURY INDICTMENT FALLS TO

PIECES.

Paul Neumann Had Been Deputized
to Prosecute The Attorney-Gener- al

Enters a Nolle Prosequi.

The case of the Territory of Hawaii
against Walter G. Smith came to an
end this morning. It was the finish of
the big grand jury rumpus of a short
time ago. Attorney-Gener- a. Dole en-

tered a nolle nrosenul In Judge Gear's
court, declaring that there was no
evidence and that he did not think It
worth while to try the case.

When the case was called at 10

o'clock Smith and his attorney, Ballou,
were absent. Dole was on hand. The
court Intimated that It would declare
the defendant's ball forfeited and Issue
;a bench warrant. McClanahan stated
that the absence of Ballou and his
client was due to a misunderstanding,
and the matter was postponed until 11

o'clock, when all parties were In court.
In entering a nolle pros, the attorney--

general stated that he had com-
missioned the late Paul Neumann to
try the case, as ho did not desire to
try It himself. He had been unwilling
to prosecute, as he was to an extent
Involved In recent factional differences
and thought there was a possibility
that he might be biased, unconscious-
ly.

"Under these circumstances," said
Dole, "I hud made arrangements with
Piul Neumann, whereby he was
to represent the prosecution In this
matter. I felt that he was one who
stood aloof from local factional fights,
and that he would be the man to take
up the matter. He consented to do it
and only last Monday I issued a com-
mission to him as deputy attorney-genera- l,

so that ho might represent the
government In this case."

Dole stated thnt since Neumann had
died, he had decided to take hold of the
case. He doubted If there was any
other lawyer In Honolulu who could
be regarded as so free from prejudices
In favor of one faction or another, ar
Paul Neumann. Dole said he took the
matter, under consideration himself,
and would enter a nolle prosse, at there
was no evidence on which to base a
charge of perjury.

Judge Gear discharged the defend-
ant, but not without intimating h's dis-
approval of the action of the attorney-general- 's

department In the matter.
The judge stated that the Indictment
had been prepared by the deputy attor-ney-gene- rnl

first and the attorney-gener- al

IiCter and that the Grand Jur
hnd broucht an indictment under ad-
vice from the attorney-erener- al that
tnrre wa evidence to warrant a con
vlctlon. The attorney-genera- l, said the
judge, was not answerable to the court,
but to the people, for his actions, nnd
the court had no power to do anything
but dlt. 'hnrre the defendant, if a nolU
prosequi' was entered.

In his statement entering a nolle
pros. Dole explained that he had
found that the charge of perjury was
based unon a confusion of testimony
as to a "corporation" that was suppos-
ed to have been asked for bribes. It
was the Jacob Coeroer railway, which
Is not Incorporated and Smith's testi-
mony that he did not know of any cor-
poration that had been asked for bribes
was correct.

RESOLUTIONS.

Acting Governor Cooper, Attorney
General Dole, Judge Estee and' Others
Speak In Eulogy of the Debased.

United States Judge Estee nnd Cir-
cuit Judee Gear occuoled the bench 'o
gether In the United ! titoa DIstrU-- t

court this morning, while members of
the bar paid tributes t the memory of
the late Paul Neumann. Anting Gov- -,

'ernor Cooper, Attora-jy-fG.jnor.i- l Dole,
and a number of other attorneys Were
present.

The proceedings were begun by tlw
attorney-genera- l, who orasjutod tn en-
grossed copy of the resolution) 1 retir-
ed by the committee cons.s'.tng of him-
self, W. A. Whiting and W. I,. Stanley.
The attorney-gener- al made' 11 vory elo-
quent nnd Impressive addros of uulony
of. the deceased lawyer in asking the
court to have the resolutions spread on
the record. ."Well as I knew him, I did
not know his creed." said Dole, In the
course of his remarks, "but I know that
he lived according to the teachings of
the great Master when he said 'Thou
shalt love thy God and thy neighbor.' "

Judge Stanley spoke next, at the In-

vitation of the court. He also was
warm In his tributes to the memory of
his late friend. He had known Paul
Neumann for eight years, and spoke
with feeling of the dead man's noble
and generous character. "Friends have
noticed for months that dear old Paul
was falling," said Stanley, "and he
knew It himself, but hoped that a
change of climate would bring a re-
turn of his old strength. It was his
Intention to leave the Island next
month, for a trip to recuperate on the
mainland." Stanley also spoke of Neu-
mann's happy home life.

E. B. McClanahan was called upon by
Judge Estee, and made a brief address
seconding the resolutions offered. "1
never knew a man or knew of a
man so universally beloved as Mr. Neu
mann," said McClanahan. "His friends-
were legion. When In San Francisco
lately I was struck by the fact thateveryone seemed to known Paul Neu
mann and all spoke of him In terms of
lnvn nnrl pnr1nnvmot "

J. J. Dunne, acting United States
district attorney, added afew words In
appreciation of the head lawyer, also
seconding the resolutions. He had
known Neumann In San Francisco, nnd
hnd learned to appreciate the charac-
ter that made him so widely popular.

Acting Governor Cooper also address-
ed the court. 'Hestioke of Neumann's
character as a peacemaker. "He was
ever moderate In his speech, und al-
ways tried to bridge over the chasms
made by political differences," said
Cooper. "In the old days his pronoun-
ced political view's opposed to the

changes that took place found expres-
sion In efforts to do by other means
what some sought to do by force, an-- J

his course won the admiration of
"I feel that I have lost a personal

friend In the death of Mr. Neumann,
one that could always be consulted

with confidence and trust. I mourn
deeply his loss, nnd am glad to have
this opportunity to second Hie motion
to spread these resolutions 011 l.e min-
utes of the court."

Judge Estee said he had known PaulNeumann for thirty years. "Mr. Neu-
mann was misunderstood even by u me
of his oldest friends," said the judge.
"He had almost a national reputation
as a club man and yet he was not amere club man. In his manhood hehad a varied learning and a memory
rarely found among men of our profes-
sion. He was In no sense a mere caselawyer. He never looked for .1 large
number of authorities to sustain him
on any given point. He knew tit? prin-
ciple and then sought for a well digest-
ed authority to sustain it.

"In a sense he was not an
lawyer and yet for what he deemed wasright no man would fight harder.

"He was a safe counselor; he never
advised his clients Into dllllcultles thathe could not safely and honorably get
them out of. He spurned all the

tricks of the profession. Withhim, an oral stipulation was as safeas a written one. Indeed he was al-ways ready to make any stipulation to
accommodate opposing counsel which
did not Injure his own client, but which
would save the other side trouble.

"He was eminently a literary man.
He could quote from the old Latin au-
thors as well as from all the modernGerman, French, Spanish and English
writers. He never forgot anything.

"Ho had a wonderful faculty of re-
membering and telling anecdotes. Howas hospitable to a fault, his home was
the meeting place of all who had char-acter and wit.

"His friendships were most enduring.
He never forgot a name or a face. He
liked club life whereby he could meet
and bandy pleasant words with men of
culture. Though not born in America,
he was thoroughly American. Though
In a technical sense he was not a
scientific man, yet In a broiler sense
he was most learned. Thougn clwuys
at ease and apparently at islsure, he
was Industrious. Though full of repartee
he never made enemies. He wns'-ofi- e of
the few men who had 110 enenufH. lid
had opinions and yet he. rarely
even the most sensitive by asserting
them. He was a greater nd u belter
man than he seemed. Though dead he
will still live. Our rog.-e-t is that '.e
has left behind him toa few who are
able to fill his place. '

The court made an rd-- spreading
the resolutions upon the record, anddirecting that an 'jngrome.l copy 00sent to the widow of the docensod. Tne
resolutions are as folljwi:

"WHEREAS, the Ilonornblo Paul
Neumann, after a long and honored and
brilliant career In public and in private
life, has passed from among us laden
with the love, not only gf hl.-- i bretlmrn
of the profession, but also of all v,hn
knew him, holding a unique pliice In cur
hearts and in the hearts if his fellow
citizens on account of the chivalry of
his character: his unswerving loyalty
to truth and duty ns he saw them; his
breadth of view that did full Justice to
the motives of political oppmonu; the
sweetness of his nature softening b.tter
differences: his kindness to all and,
most of all, to those who needed kind-
ness most: his brilliant wit: ids nver
falling cheerfulness, oyen In sleknm
and In pain, and the nun.'ght of his life

HONOLULU PEOPLE TO BE
TAXED.

Rate Card Issued Showing Charges for
"Use of'Sewer" Revenue to Maintain
The System.

The Department of Public Works has
Issued a rate card, showing annual
charges "for use of sewer." It appears
that all wJio use the new sower system
In Honolulu are to be charged a yearly
rent, nhd'an elaborate schedule of rates
has been made up. I

Superintendent Boyd says that the
system will probably run Itself, wlui
the rentals to be received. When nsked
as topthe reason for muklng charges,
the right of the department to ask pay
for use of sewers being challenged,
Boyd stated that It had been decided
that people In Honolulu ought to pay
for the use of sewers, because property
owno'rs Were not directly taxed for the
putting In of sewers, as In many other
places. "The sewer system here was
put In by funds drawn from the gen-
eral treasury," said the superintendent,
"Instead of each owner of street prop-
erty being compelled to pay a propor- -
tlon for sewer work, as in other places.

"I don't know that there Is any au-
thority for charging this rental beyond
the need of a fund for maintaining the
sewer' system, and the justice, as the
department, thinks, of making those
who use the sewer pay for its main-
tenance. I know of no act to the Lo- -
glslature requiring such a charge to be
paid." I

Tho Income from the sewer system
will be very large, under the proposed
rent schedule. It is expected that there
will bo over 4,000 connections. The fol-
lowing Is the rate card:

Restaurants, saloons and hotels,
cnarges according to the number of fix-
tures In place: Urinals, $2 each; water
closets, from tl for 1, to $18 for 5; wash-
bowls from $1 for 1; to $3 for 5; baths
from $2 for 1, to'$9 for 5; sinks, from $6
for 1. to $13 for 5.

Laundrv tubs, for each tub, $5.00.
Floor drains, for each drain, $5.00.
Laundries nnd factories. 2 persons

employed $5.00 per year; 3 persons em-
ploye, $7.00; 4 persons employed, $9.00;
5 persons employed, $10.50; C persons
employed, over six persons em
ployed $1.50 additional for each person.

Stables: Each head of live stock 75
cents. Special rates for anything not
included In the above schedule.
