“The Attorpey Genernl has also held
that all Chinese persons who have
right to be In the United States, as l‘\‘!-i
denced by valld certifientes of residencs |
or registrntion, are entitled to pass from
the United States to the Hawallan 1s1-
ande and to be protected while there by
thelr registratlon certifleates, as they
would be in any organized territory of
the continental and integrnl domain of
the United States,

“The Attorney General, however,
speclally limits his opinlon to thig one
question. and does not pass npon thelr
right to return to the United States, He
also gtrictly limits his views of the lib-
erty of passage of Chinese pergons to
the different portlons of the United
States to thls particular case, which
submits the question as affecting this
particalar Teérritory of Hawall,"
