PAYS TEN DOLLARE FOR BEING
LATE.

Kealohn Found Guilty of Rolling »
Drunk—Effects of Hix Glasses of
Bwipes,

Ex-Judge Kaulukou was fined $10
this morning by Judge Humphieys, (or
belng late and keeping (he court and
ury walling, Kaulukou was utlorney
for Kealoha, charged with larceny.
The cuse was wet for 10 o'clock this
morping, and ihe attorney was abwsent
al that hour. He was sent for and ar
rived n court in about ffteen minutes,
the court taking a recess In the mean-
time,

Kaulukon sald he had forgolien all
about the cage, He had some Business
in the disteict court, snd forgot tfad
hie had & cose In the clroult  court.
Judge Humphreys ordered him to pay
i fine of $10, and the amount was duly
paid to the clerk.

Kenloha was accused of “roll#ig o
drunk.” His victim wus ohe Kinahuu,
who took the stand and told sbout it
In reply to & guestion from Asslstant
Attorney  Genetal Douthitt Kinnhuu
testified that, on the evening of April
20, 1901, he was drunk. He was thor-
ougghly drunk. for he went to slesp and
didn't know what happened. He was
with Kealohn in & house in Iwhlel dis-
triot and he had s1x glisges of swipes,
or more. They were full slzed glasacs,
and whit happened after the taking of
the sixth glass had to be told by other
witnesses, for Kinahuu, with $45 in his
pocket, rested oblivious to all that went
on.
It appeared that Kealoha hiad found
the slenper and token the $46 from the
latter's povkets, He wns seen taking
the money, and Kinahuu was arfoested
a8 n drunk and taken Lo the station,
where he woke on the following duy,
with nothing in his pockets, and was
told by the police that h# hadn't &
cent when he wis nrvested, )

Afler the ciase Ws vlosed Kealoha's
attorney ralsed the point that the pro-
seeution had falled to prove the jurls-
diction of the court, not having shown
that the offense was committed In tha
territory of Hawall, The court over=
ruled Kaulukou and the case went o

e jury.

“‘Thl ery In the Kealoba larceny case
this afternoon returned a verdict of not
gullty, Kealohn was accused of stenl-
ing 6 from & companjon when the
Jatter wons drunk. The jurors were not
satisfied that the alleged vietlm of the
theft had had $45 with him at the time
of the poourrence.
