JONAH DAVIS GETS THE LIMIT OP
THE LAW.

Prank Fisher Gets Out of Court With
A Sentence Smaller Than Was In-

tended for Him.

. Jonah Davis, a halfbreed Spaniard,
was , given the limit this morning by

..Judge Gear ,for a most brutal assault
I with a huge knife on a boy named Au
f'Kal. The court expressed regrets that
. a sentence of ten years could not be
imposed, as the case was an exception-
ally bad one.

The case came from Ewa district. In
a dispute over a borrowed lariat Davis
who is a big strong man, drew a 'knife
and cut Kal In the arm repeatedly,
while both- - "were riding on horseback.
The Injured, arm was shown to the jury.
It was a horrible sight. Davis had cut
and stabbed back and forth In a terrible
manner. The youth will never recover
the use of the arm, It was stated. There
was no defense and the jury quickly
found Davis guilty. Judge Gear gave a
sentence of two years, which is all the
law allows under a charge of assault
with a dangerous weapon. The judge
expressed regrets that Davis had not
been Indicted for a more severe offense,
so that he might have got ten years.
'Frank Fisher, charged with assault

and battery, appealing from a .district
court sentence of CO days, got off more
easily than the court intended. Fisher's
attorney, L. M. Strauss, asked for mercy
saying that the defendant had an offer
of a position as a ship's carpenter, and
was able to pay a small fine.

Fisher told the court that he had
worked all the time while in Honolulu
and admitted that he had some money
saved. "How much money have you
got?" asked Gear.

"I got $150," said Fisher, In a very low
voice, so that the court only heard
"fifty dollars."

"Well, you can pay $50 to the trea-
sury. It needs the money," said the
court. "The sentence of the court Is
that you pay a fine of $50."

The defendant left the courtroom
smiling gleefully, and a moment later
Jufljre Gear'B attention was called to tne
fact that he had put up $150 cash ball.

Has Part of Twenty-eight- h Infantry
Aboard Encountered Bad Weather
for Several Days Her Passengers,

The transport Rosecrans arrived at
noon today from Portland, Oregon, She
was unexpected and it was first
thought she was the freighter Tamplco
from Seattle. The Rosecrans has a
number of soldiers aboard and carries
a large quantity of forage for the gov-
ernment stock In tho Philippines.

The vessel left Portland November
1G, and Astoria a day later. She was
luckv In getting over the bar for about
sixteen vessels had been waiting any
where from a week to twenty days, try
ing tc get out. The vessel was draw-
ing about 21 feet aft and 19 feet for
ward and she bumped three or four
times In crossing the bar. Once outside
the weather was very rough. For three
or four days, the boat encountered head
seas, with strong winds. The weather
uecame so oaa one day, that tne vessel
slowed down and covered only 160
miles.

On board are 97 enlisted men of Com
pany F; 91 of Company E, 100 of Com-
pany G; 98 of Company H; one ser-
geant major of the second battalion,
three casuals, and two other privates,
all of the 28th Infantry. There are also
70 enlisted men of tho Sth Infantry and
one unassigned recruit. Major G. H.
Roach Is In command of the soldiers.
The principal part of the regiment. In-
cluding the headquarters, sailed from
San Francisco on the Grant.

Captain C. E. Babcock Is the quarter-
master of the vessel, A well known
ofllcer Is also aboard the vessel, C. C.
Coxe, the chief of commissary clerk.
He has probably been the longest in
the transport service as he came here
In 1898. on the City of Pueblo. His
father Is the Assistant Paymaster Gen-
eral of the United States Army. The
last time the Rosecrans was here was
on Regatta Day of last year. On that
occasion there was a fine band with
the troops, on the vessel. When the
tiansnort came Into the harbor, the
soldiers thought that the town had got-to- n

tin the celebration In their honor
and they were considerably disappoint
ed when they learned tne occasion ior
the celebration.

The exercises consist of leg and arm
extension movements, sometimes aided
by the use of a wand, deep breathing,
bending the body for suppleness nnd
erect carriage and marching with mus-
cle developing movements.

At the Kalulant school commemora-
tive exercises will be held this after-
noon while edibles and flowers, bought
with the-- saved up nickels of the chil-
dren will be handed over to the Asso-
ciated Charities for distribution among
those less fortunate than themselves.

HOLLAND TO CONTINUE NEU-

TRAL IN BOER WAR.

Will Ever He Watchful to Sleze the
Opportunity of Bringing About Peace
Whenever Possible.

THE HAGUE, Nov. 16. The govern-
ment. In the course of a communication
to trio Chamber- dealing with the For-
eign Ofllce estimates, reiterated today
Its desire for the time being to maintain
its policy of neutrality in connection
with the South African question, and
said:

"Bu,t while' we shoul'rt scrupulously
.uUiferrvtMhVoUHgatlons "of International
law. no one would suggest that the ties
of consanguinity of race existing be
tween the Dutch and the South African
States should be forgotten. The gov-
ernment, therefore, will always remain
on the alert to seize an opportunity for
the restoration of peace.

The Finance Minister declared that
while he Is hopeful the new tariff bill
will greatly benefit the treasury and
promote prosperity, It will not In any
way resemble the protectionist measure
about to be enacted by Germany.

Evidently the fire Is still burning In
side the ship Roanoke, for It started
afresh last night. The flames were
soon gotten under control, but not until
a large quantity ot water had been
poured Into the vessel's hold. The fire-wa-

discovered about 10 o'clock. Chief
OfP.cer Maxon went below and located.
tho fire in the same part of the vessel,
where It was first discovered on No-
vember 12, while nt sea. One of tho
crew dug down about a foot and a hnlC
Into the pile of coal from where the
smoke was Issuing, and burned hlfv
hand quite badly. The fire Is evidently
quite close to the surface now, as he
picked up cinders.

The pumps were put to work, throw-
ing water Into the lower hold and fronr
five feet of water, the amount was In-

creased to twelve feet. Within a cou-
ple of hours, the smoke had ceased ap-
pearing and the fire had. no doubt beerr
gotten under control. Not until all of
the cargo Is out, so that the center ot
the fire can be located exactly and the.
water played on It, will the danger lot .

the vessel be removed. ,v
The quality of coal which the vessel-- .

hrlnc-f- i is of a combustible nature and
once a fire starts In It, there is always
very hard work to extinguism uie
blaze. It will be some days netore ina
boat Is discharged.
