Attorney General Dole this morning
rendered an opinion before the Exe-
cutive Council, as asked by the Gover-
nor, as to how for the thousand-acr- e

clause In the organic act limits the
powers of the Territory to sell nnd con-
vey land. He advises the government
to act on the presumption that the
clause applies to thr full extent which
Congress evidently Intended, nnd says
"In case of a sale of public land, I think
no bid should be accepted from a corpo-
ration owning a thousand acres."

HONOLULU BEER LAW DECLARED
UNCONST1T UTIOKAL.

Law Granting CheaMtr Licenses to Sel
lers of Local Product Discriminate
Against Kaatemrs,

United State District .Turim Kate
this morning decided 'the Primo beer
case In favor of the plaintiff, declaring
the law under which the Honolulu beer
licenses were iued to be unconstitu-
tional and ordering an Injunction issu-
ed to restrain Treasurer Wright from
issuing any more such license. En tee
holds that the Hawaiian law under
which the licenses for Prima beer were
granted Is a clear discrimination
against beers manufactured in other
ptrts of the United States and Terri-
tories, and Is therefore unconstitution
al. His decision applies to all of Part
'1, of chapter 41 of the Penal Laws,
which contains the provisions for re-
tailing Honolulu beer.

The decision, after reviewing the
facts in the case, Is as follows:

From the testimony of the defendant,
W. H. Wright, It appears that twenty-liv- e

of these licenses were issued be-
tween July 1, 1901, and November 25,
1101, and the testimony further shows
that certain of the licensees are now
doing business thereunder.

It further appears from the testimony
cf Mr. Wright, that before the com-
mencement of these proceedings, the
r.iaintlrfs, through Mr. Robertson, one
of their attorneys, made a demand up-
on him for a license to sell foreign
brewed beers for the same fee required
under the law for a license to sell Ho
nolulu ueer, to-w- Z5U per annum,
and the said defendant testified that he
retused to issue said license

Sections 479 to 483. of Part V.. Chat-
tel 41, of the Penal Laws, and Under
which laws some twenty-fiv- e licenses
ware Issued by the Treasurer of the
Territory, as appears in evidence, to-
gether authorize the Treasurer to Issue
licenses for one year for a fee or tax
of two hundred and fifty dollars to any
person who desires to sell "malt liquors
manufactured in Honolulu." by theg.ass or in any other quantity less than
Itw gallons, upon the execution of a
bond that he will not "sell or otherwise
dispose of on the premlees for which
11,- - is licensed- - any wines, malt liquors
or spirit of any description whatever:
and also that lie will not store or allow
to he stored on the premises for which
hw is licensed, any wines, malt Uciuoih
or any spirts of any description what-
soever, except such beer manufactured
In Honolulu

The "wholesale vending of snlrituuii.- -

llquors," under Section 429 of the Penal
Laws. In which one of the plaintiffs is.
er.gaged, and for which an annual 11

cense fee ol $500 is required, simply en-
titles the licensee to sell liquors In the
original packages Imported and In no
other manner. Four of the plaintiffs
v ho have been licensed under Section
422 of the Penal Laws, having what are
Known as "Dealers Licenses, and for
which thoy pay five hundred dollars a
your, aro privileged to sell "ardent spir-
its In quantities not less than one gal-
lon, wines, ales, and other liquors con
taining alcohol, in quantities not less
than one dozen bottles." But with, the
proviso that such liquors shall not be
drunk or used on the premises where
they are sold.

While Lnsvrence H. Dee. the remain
ing plaintiff, hps what Is known as a
Retailer's License," under Section 431,

435 and 436, of the Penal Laws for
which he pays an annuul fee of one
thousand dollars, and which entitles
him to sell and dispose of any spiritu
ous liquors "by the glass or bottle on
the premises therein specified between
the hours of half-pa- st five o'clock In the
morning and half-pa- st eleven o'clock at
ilFht. except Sundays.
It seems to me clear that upon the

face of Sections 479 to 481 Inclusive,
they ar? grossly discriminating against
a foreign manufactured commodity, in
this instance foreign manufactured

. And this is made absolutely
plain from the testimony ot M-- .

Wrights the defendant herein, who, re-
ferring to a conversation with Mr Rob
ertson, one of the attorneys for the com
plainant In relation to the Issuance of
a license to them, said:

You Informed me what you wanted
and I told you that I would not Issue
a license under tfie law (Act of 1S88) to
M-j- i luruign ueer aim yuu men ioiu me
that perhaps there would be a suit
brought against me. ... I refused to
issue a license under that law for the
sale of beer manufactured outside of
Honolulu.

The Court: Let us get at It. For a
manufacturer of the mainland beer to
sell beer In this Territory, he must pay
to the Territony a thousand dollars a
year, Is that so??

A. They must obtain a retail liquor
license.

Q. For a thousand dollars a year?
A.' Yes, sir; which permits them to

sell also, permits them to 'Sell every-
thing?

Q. But they cannot sell that import-
ed beer unless they have ope of these
thousand dollars licenses?

A. That Is correct.
Q. And they can sell home beer for

$L50 a license, Is that correct? A. Yes,
sir.

In other words, any man to whom a
license Is Issued to sell and who will
give bond to sell none but Honolulu
brewed beer, can do so for a license
ti'f (if $250 a year; but any man' who
.Itli'ua t ft anil lmnnrtu1 liaara at ratati
niu.Mt take out a retailer's license and

Y.iv $1,000 a year or exactly four times
if amount he would Imvi to pay to

-- ll home brewed beer alone, and while
l i ik this $1,000 a year, he Is not even
iM linltled to sell the Honolulu com-
modity thereunder.

M question that the defendant killed
hla child." said McClanahan, "but we !

shall how that he was insane at the'tleie
Complaints have been made that In-

terpreter Harbottle was, not accurate
and this morning, by order of Judge
Gear, Chester Doyle, the former Inter-
preter, and Editor Shirosawa of Hawaii
Shinpo. were In court comparing notes
on Harbottle's Interpretations. Thy.
heftrd a number of Inaccuracies, accord
ing to their report, and once McClana-
han make a kick.

About an hour was spent with one
Fukuyama, who had been acquainted
with Kasabro and told about his novel
reading tendencies. It appeared that
Kahabro used to read Japanese novels
a great deal, and became much exercis
ed over them. Sometimes, when he
read exciting parts he would get very
much disturbed and often Kukuyama
rtttafapt'a.l thai lie u'aflt munh annimiil at
what he read. Fukuvama also got
Oiled. Kasabro often read passages
aloud and wept or got mad according to
the nature of the passage. After a lot
of wrangling with the witness McCla-
nahan was finally stopped by the court,
the Judge remarking that the matter
had been gone into enough and it
wasn't evidence of insanity anyhow.
"There are books that would make any-
one weep, or get mad." said the Judge
"and this witness has said that he was
disturbed. Just as the defendant was."

It was during the examination of
Fukuyama that McClanahan complain-
ed of Harbottle's Interpretations. Both
Shlrozawa and Doyle agreed upon an
important error In the repetition of the
witness" answers, but Harbottle stuck
to his own version.

J. R. Hlgby. head overseer of the
American Sugar Company, said that
Kasafcro had shown a good many

Jt'DGE WILCOX ADMINISTERS A
ROAST."

Thinks that One Would Waltz Up to
Servo for Duty If Chicken House Was
Robbed.

"Well, there Is hardly any use trying
this case and committing the defen
dant," remarked Judge Wilcox this
mcrnlng, "for the grand Jury will prob
ably not find an indictment. I was in
formed yesterdny by one of the grand
Jury that they would not bother find
ing indictments for little offenses'.'

The occasion of Judge Wilcox making
this rather caustic comment this morn-
ing was the arraignment of a Chinese
named Ah Pul, on a charge of larceny
In the second degree. The Chinese was
accused of having taken some black
st'nd belonging to the government. Pul
wanted the case continued, so the court
gave him until February 18th In which
to prepare for examination

"The grand Jury seems to think,"
continued the court, "that they do not
v.lsh to be bothered by such little cases.
I Just wish that the grand Juror who
spoke to me would find his chicken
house robbed some night and then, per-
haps, he would enjoy the petty offenses
being committed.

WAS NOT PRIVILEGED.
Snlto was charged with common nui

sance this morning. He admitted the
offence but pleaded extenuation because
of his Ignorance of city customs. He
said he was a plantation Jap and had
come but recently to Honolulu.

"Well you mustn't think," remarked
the court "that simply because you are
a plantation man .that vou are any
more privileged than any one else.
Some of the plantation managers seem
to think that they are but they are mis
taken. You must remember you are liv
ing In a civilized community now. Wo
are all American citizens. You can go
without a fine .this time."
