July B.

Charles E. Richardson, whose death
was announced from Hllo July B, was
an old kamaalna of Hawaii, having
come here some forty years ago from
Rochester, Vermont. He was then
about thirty years of age. He was at
one time owner of Kahuku Ranch, Ha-
waii, and Interested In the exporta-
tion of pulu fern used In making mat- -
trasses, the headquarters of the latter
concern being at Keauhou, Kau, Ha
waii.

One of his parties, sent out to gather
pulu in the forests, was destroyed In
the mud How of 1S6S.

Mr. Richardson also owned a store
which he afterwards sold out to the
Hilo Mercantile Company. He was one
of the popular men of the community.
He married an Hawaiian girl of Chi
nese extraction, named Akana. He
leaves two daughters, both living, onu
of whom Is married to F. M. Wake
Held, the attorney.
