House Committees Present an

Avalanche of Reports This
Morning Wireless Tele-

graph Subsidy is Reported on.

The bill 'to provide a nubsldy far the
Inter-Islan- d Telegraph Company passed
second reading In the House this morn-
ing. The llnunce committee submitted
two reports, one favoring a subsidy of
$12,000 and the other declaring that $0000
was enough. Harris and Kumalae
signed the minority report the majority
'being Andirade, Damlen and Kaniho.

Greenwell moved the majority,
report and a motion was made to table
.both reports. Harris said that there
was no time. "There are only seven
more days of the session, he said, "and
the bill has to go to the senate. One
report or the other should be adopted."

The $G000 report was voted down and
the motion in favor of the report re-
commending $12,000 was carried.

The finance committee submitted a
long list of reports, the members of the
committee in many cases being divided
two to three and in one case two re-
ports, each signed 'by two members,
were sent in. The committee reported
favorably on Senator Cecil Brown's bill
for a commission to pass upon the
claims of British subjects and others
Imprisoned In 1S93, also in favor of
Paele's bill to provide for the payment
of claims. Harris and Andrade re-
ported against Wright's Hawaii Tele-
phone franchise, stating that It gave
the proposed company too much lati-
tude while Kumalae, Kaniho and Da-mi- en

favored the bill. Both reports
were tabled. '

Harris, Andrade and Kumalae re-
ported in favor of the bill to repeal
the stamp duty on certificates of stock
of corporations. Their report said: "A
large business house here that Invests
considerable foreign capital In our local
securities has informed your committee
that this stamp tax is jo objectionable
'to Its clients that they are compelled
to withhold making Investments here
unless this tax Is removed." The re-
port also showed that the revenue from
the stamps was only $6,215 In the past
tvo years. Kaniho and Damien re-
ported against the bill. Both reports
were tabled.

A report signed by Harris and An-
drade favored the McCandless bill re- -'

luting to corporations, while Kaniho
and Damlen reported against It ana
ICumahio refused to sign either report.

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BRITISH VESSEL HAS ASKED CAlfc.

TAIN RODMAN FOR 2,000 TONS-STR- IKE

CAUSE SHORTAGE.

As the result of the laborers strike
on Puget Sound, the British cruisers
and torpedo boat destroyers will be In
a bad hole for coal,and the assistance
of the U. S. Naval authorities has al-
ready been sought to relieve the strjn-genc- y

of the coal supply.
Some time ago T. H? Davles & Co.

purchased from the Inter-Islun- d Steam
Navigation Company about 1,200 tons
of coal for the use of the British war
vessels that were due here this month.
In addition to this coal about 1,500 tons
more had been ordered from Nanalmo
by the bark Gerard O. Tobey. Unfortu-
nately the strike has delayed the load-
ing of the bark that she has been un-
able to sail for Honolulu. It had been
expected that the vessel would have
reached Honolulu in time to supply
the British vessel. Instead of this plan
materializing, the vessel, according to
last advices had not even sailed from
Nanalmo.

When the big cruiser Amphltrlte ar-
rived yesterday, it was to find the
coal supply short.Thls morning Cap-
tain Windham asked Captain Rodman
if he could accomodate him with 2,000
tons of coal. This Is the biggest load
that has left the Naval station to sup-
ply one vessel. Captain Rodman was
uncertain on this score and decided to
first notify the Navy Department be-
fore giving up such a large amount of
naval coal.

Permission will, no doubt, be received
from the naval authorities to give the
Amphltrlte the coal desired. This will
enable the visitors j get out of their
difficulty as the supply that was pur-
chased from the Inter-Islan- d people
will probably be sufficient for th tor-
pedo beat destroyers and cruiser Am-- 1
phlon w'hich are expected April 27 from
Esquimau. The Amphlon will, leave
the destroyers at this place and return
to the North Pacific station while the
big cruiser will convoy the two destroy-
ers to Hongkong.

CIRCULAR LETTER TO WOULD BE

IMMIGRANTS PREPARED BY THE
COMMISSIONER OF LANDS.

Land Commissioner E. S. Boyd Is still
receiving scores of letters from the
mainland, containing Inquiries' from
would-b- e "small farmers," who want to
know about the public lands of Ha-
waii. Boyd has prepared a general
letter of Information, which he Is send-
ing out In reply, in addition to
answer to specific questions. A
more detailed letter will be sent lat-
er, when the Commissioner receives
letters which he has asked several of
the present successful agricultural
men In the Islands to write. The land
ofllce letter, being sent to those who
make Inquiry, Is as follows:

Bureau of Public Lands.
'"Dear Sir: In reply to inquiries made

In your letter of I enclose to you
Digest of our Land Act of 1893, Hand
Book containing general Information on
commeiclal, agricultural matters, and
a list of the public lands of this Terri-
tory. In connection with the same 1

would state that the public lands of the
country are as fast as practicable be-
ing surveyed and opened to qualified
applicants under the terms of the Land
Act; the class of land for which present
demand Is active being that suited to

& Herrick, attorneys of Washington, D C, was the Jonely bidder,
lie offered $1,000 for one of the bonds, or exactly par, and as he com-
plied with all the conditions, sending a check for ten per cent of his bid,
Herrick stands in line to receive a bond.

The other Mainland bidders, and the local bidders expected, did not
materialize, and it now remains for the government to sell the bonds in
the open market. In doing this, the government will give the prefer-
ence to holders of fire claims awards,, and it is expected that some of
the larger claimants will take some bonds, though most of them are
believed to be anxious to get the ready cash. The bulk of the bonds
may have to be floated in the East.

One reason for the small number of bids is thought to have been
that there was very little advertising in the East and probably the mat-
ter was not brought to the attention of many Eastern financiers. The
bidder from Washington, Samuel Herrick, was employed in the prepar-
ation of the bonds.

This outcome of the advertisement for bids for the bonds throws
the situation back to where it was before. The million dollars is here.
The bonds are here, but before any money can be paid out, it must Ik
determined whether the $1,000,000, or the $1,001,000 as it now amounts
to, shall be paid out pro rata, or "whether all payments shall wait until
the remaining $325,000 of bonds have been realized on.

At the First National Bank it --was said today that if the legislature
had passed the depository bill introduced in the Senate by Senator Cecil
Brown, the First National Bank woukl have bid for the whole issue of
bonds, and in fact had made all arrangements to make such bid. In
that case, the payment of the fire claims could have begun as soon as
Treasury Agent McLennan recovers.

Company, New York," said President C. M. Cooke of the Bank of Ha-
waii, "and I haven't heard whether there were any bids there or not. 1

think the low rate qf interest accounts for the lack of bids. Rates, are
very high in the East now. When I was in San Francisco I spoke to
several persoirs about the bonds, and they stated that they would not
bid with interest at four per cent.

'"If the bonds arc now placed in the market we shall be in the mar-
ket to buy some for clients. Four per cent bonds at par arc not an at-

tractive investment on the Mainland now, and that undoubtedly ac
counts for the failure of capitalists to make bids."

At the Governor's office Secretary II awes stated this afternoon that
lie had no knowledge of bids being received in New York, and that no
advices had been received from New York on the subject.

H. E. Waity of Bishop & Company was also of the opinion that the
interest on the bonds was too low to make them sell. "There is cer-

tainly no object in anyone here bidding," he said, "unless it be some
person who wants to settle the bonds in order to settle the matter up,
for money here is worth' more than 4 per cent, and I don't know wheth-
er we have any philanthropists of that kind or not."

COPY SENT TO THE GOVERNOR

TOO FULL OF ERRORS AND IIJS
VRETURNED IT.

The story of the typewriting of the
county government act, which hud to
be done all over again at great ex-
pense, in another story of Home Rule
graft In the "Republican" legislature.
Most of the work of the session, espe-
cially that of the House, has been dis-
tributed among Hun,.' Rulers who were
In the lust legislature, or were Its em-
ployes, and much of It has been so
badly done that it had to be done over
again.

When the county bill finally passed
both houses a final copy was ordered
typewritten, for presentation to

such copy to be signed by
him and to become a part of the ar-
chives of the Secretary's office. The
copy was made and sent to the Gov-
ernor, and when ho began to go through
it he found It so full of errors, some of
them important omissions, that he
would not sign such a copy and sent it
back. This Is not the first bill which
the Governor has had to reject because
of similar Imperfections In the copy
sent to him, but In 'ho case of the
county bill, the largest and longest bill
of the session, the matter was a seri-
ous one, as the cost of another copy
was in the neighborhood of two hun-
dred dollars.

On Saturday the work of typewriting
the bill over again was begun and 1t
was continued all Saturday night and
Sunday, with a lar'gi force of typewrit-
ers, In order that the bill might be
ready for the Governor today.
