LOST HIS RIGHT

Judge Dole gave a decision this morn-
ing denying the application of Hans
Peterson to be naturalized as an Ame-
rican citizen. Hans was a sailor and
lost his right to become a citizen, says
the decision, by serving on a foreign
vessel during his period of probation.
The decision is in part as follows.

"The applicant made a declarailon of
Intention to become a citizen of the
United States, August 6th, 1900. Since
that time he has served under seven
different engagements on merchant
vessels covering nearly all of the time
from that date. One of these engage-
ments, however, was on the ship 'Alta,'
a Chilean vessel, which engagement
covered a period from April 4th, 1902 to
October Cth, 1902. The aggregate time
under such engagements was three
years one month and fourteen days.
Taking out the time of his engagement
on the Chilean vessel of six months
and two days, there is a balance of
two years, seven months and twelve
days, representing his service under
articles on Americnn ships.

"The law requires three years ser-
vice on board of a merchant evssel of
the United States subsequent to the
declaration of Intention to become a
citizen. It is clear that he has failed
In this condition of the Statute, even
though his aggregate time of service on
American ships had been three years,
the break In such service of six months
on a foreign ship would probably be a
failure on the statutory condition.

The statute further requires the pro-
duction of the certificate" of discharge
and good conduct during the three
years service. This applicant produces
three discharges and has failed to pro-
duce certificates of dlsctiarge for four
of such engagements, one of which
was for a discharge from a coasting
steamer. In regard to which It Is con-
tended that no discharge is required
or given, ana one from the foreign ship
'Alta'. It Is not necessary for me to de.
clde whether the requirement for the
production of such certificates of dis-
charge Is merely directory or Is man
datory as I am of the opinion the, ap-

plication has- - failed through his ser-
vice on the foreign ship, but It Is
doubtful to me whether a sailor under
the statute can be admitted to citizen-
ship without producing his certificates
of discharge for the whole period of the
three years steady service.

"This application is therefore re-
fused.

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HARD LUCK

WAILUKU. Februry 27. The big
American-Hawaiia- n steamer "Orego-nla- n

arrived at Kahulul yesterdny
morning, after having taken on a part
cargo of sugar at Hllo. No sooner did
she arrive than a heavy swell set In
the harbor, and shortly after the noon
hour, she hove anchor and again went
to He outside to await more favorable
weather.

The Oregonlan lay outside the harbor
for two weeks without being able to
take much sugar, and from the strange
action of the harbor yesterday, they
are all wondering who Is the Jonah on
the Oregonlan.

It was very calm at Kahulul In the
morning when the steamer arrived, the
heavy seas setting In latter. During
the Oregonlan's absence from Kahulul
for the past week the weather as well
as the harbor was all that could be
desired. This morning the wind was
blowing a little from the South, and
heavy showers of rain fell; the sky
seems threatening, and It may be possi-
ble that the Oregonlan may have to He
outhlde the harbor for a few days more
although the different plantations are
anxious to nhve their sugar shipped,
which Is fast accumulating at Kahulul,
and In the different warehouses.

THE WIRELESS

AND THE SUBSIDY

The announcement Is made that the
Wireless Telegraph Company Is to be
required to maintain a regular and
open service as a condition of receiv-
ing its subsidy from the government.
Superintendent of Public Works Hollo- -
vi ay Is arranging for a dally test of
the service and each day the service Is
Interrupted will cost the company the
amount of Its subsidy, or $33.33 1- -3 per
day.

"There ha-- e been other complaints
besides the failure to get messages
through when the Governor was on
Hawaii," said Holloway. "We might
have overlooked that, for the storm
would interrupt almost anything. The
law Is very Indefinite In Its terms re-

garding conditions of payment. It falls
to say anything about maintaining the.
service and seems to only require the
company to made some changes of
poles, but certainly the company will
have to give service before it is paid
the subsidy."

The January subsidy has not been
paid yet, Superintendent Holloway hav-
ing so far refused to approve a voucher
for $1,000. The superintendent stated
this morning that he could not say
yet what would be done. " I will see
how the service Is," he said when ask-
ed regarding the January subsidy.

The company did not begin receiving
Its subsidy until October, nnd before
the first voucher was paid, Henry E.
Cooper .then .superintendent of Public
Works, made Investigation and satis
fled himself that the requirements of
the statute appropriating the subsidy
had been complied with. Another test
was made when Hollowav became Sup-
erintendent of Public Works and was
called on to approve the vouchers.

The company has spent over $0,000 In
Improvements and betterments, aside
from repairs, since the legislature pass-
ed the subsidy. These improvements
include land lines from Honolulu to
Barber's Point, and from Mahukona to
Hllo. The latter Is about seventy-flv- a

miles In length. About fifteen miles
more will be built there connecting the
the new station at Punko with Hllo.

The last storm damaged not' only
the poles at Lahalna and at Kauai, but
the land line between here and Bar-
ber's point, as It did the Oahu Rail-
way's line of telephone.

GEAR INQUIRES

ABO T JAIL RULES

Judge Gear had a lengthy Inquiry
into Oahu Prison conditions this morn-
ing, in the hearing of the petition of
Goto, for a writ of rtabeas corpus. Go-

to was sentenced to pay a fine of $150

or be Imprisoned 300 days, for selling
Hquor( without a license. During the
Miarlnii. Judge Gear freely expressed his
opinion that It Is illegal to confine per-
sons ionvicted only of misdemeanors
ill' Oahu jail, as the jail Is a penitenti-
ary for felons. A formal decision was
reserved ' until Wednesday, however.
In order to allow time for preparation
of an appeal.

High Sheriff Brown was called by
Deputy Attorney General Peters and
testified that the prisoners In Oahu
Prison are kept separated, classed as
felons and misdemeanants. "They eat
separately and are kept on opposite
sldiJs-tff- -' the Jail yard, with guards In
the oter. between them," said Brown.
"No communication Is allowed. AH do
practically the same work, but the fe-

lons are In different gangs and under
different lunart. The felons are dressed
in stripes, while the other prisoners
wear blue denim." These were the only
differences between the two classes,
said Brown.

Under by Cathcart
the sheriff denied that It was an ab-

solute rule that all felons should be sent
to Oahu Prison. He said there were
some in the Jails of the other Islands.

Judge Gear took a hand In the exam-liiatlon.- of

the sheriff and brought out
Jheacthat, the distinctions mnde be-

tween the classes of prisoners do not
exist in the laws and are, only a mat-
ter of regulations made by the prison
commissioners. The Judge snld that all
the testimony was immaterial, ns un-

der the decisions of the United States
Supreme Court the only thing to be
considered was what might be done
with the prisoners under the law, and
not what actually was done. "Under
the lav," said the Judge, "the prison
commissioners If they choose moy give
the same treatment to a man found
guilty bf driving without a light and a
man convicted of rape or murder."

Gear asked some questions about a
Maul convict who was not sent to .Ho-

nolulu' and whether he had not been
kept' on' Miiul through favoritism. He
was serving an 18 months sentence for
horse-stealin- g. Brown said that ho was
a good man In the' care of horses and
that the Jail needed such a man and
had kept him as a trusty.

"And allowed him to visit his home?"
asked the Judge. ,

The sheriff replied that some prison-
ers were allowed to make visits to their
homes for an hour, on proper occasions.

Warden Henry testified to practically
the same rules In the prisons as were
described by Brown. The judge pro-
duced reports made by Brown and Hen-
ry for the legislature, In which they
strongly objected to mixing prisoners
all

'

In one jail, but both the officers
said thfty had been referring to keep-
ing baVdened criminals and new hands
in, cr'lfne together.
