HOW MARELONA ME? S DEATH

THE REVOLVER WITH WHICH MAN CHONG IS ALLEGED
TO HAVE SHOT THE POLICE OFFICER 15 PRODUCED
IN DE BOLT'S COURT—STEPHEN FPARKER'S STORY
OF THE UNSEEN TRAGEDY,

The revolver which is supposed to have killed Policeman Mahielona
was produced in Judge De Bolt's court this afternoon, in the trial of
Man Chong, and Stepnen Parker, son of police captain Parker, told his
story of the tragedy, The local Chinese consul and one of his secre-
taries was one of those present to watch the trial,

Surveyor Kerns was callid as the first witness, to wdentily a map of
the ground on which the alleged murder was commutted, 1t was posted
on a wall of the courtroom ior the benefit of the jury.

Young 'arker testified to having seen Mahelona and the Chinese
defendant just before the shooting. Mahelona had Man Chong by the
collar and was walking Thim along the street, They passed by Parker
and Charley Clark and another companion, and in a few minutes re-
turned, Mahelona sull firmly grasping the back of Man Chong's collar.
“The Chinaman began pointing at the ground and looking down,”
said Parker, inanswer to questions by Deputy Attorney General Peters,
*Maheclona also looked at the ground, 1T Iit a match to look for chick-
ens and we followed.” Parker was proceeding to tell of the arrest of
Man Chong for chicken stealing, explaining why he looked for chickens,
but his eonversations on the subject were ruled out

“I couldn’t see them aiter they got fifteen feet away,” the witness
satd, “Soon I heard a shot and about a minute later there wore some
more shots, four or five [ think. 1 and my brother went forward to
where Charley Clark was calling for help. We found Charley Clark on
top of the Chinaman holding him down.”

The Chinese was arrested and taken away and Parker and others re-
turned with a lantern. They found Officer Mahelona lying dead about
fifteen ieet from where Man Chong bad been thrown down by Charley
Clark, About a foot from His right hand lay his policeman’s revolver.
A bullet wound in the neck showed the cause of his death, Later in the
same evening another revolver was found, lying on the spot where Man
Chong had been held down by Clark,

TERRITORIAL PRISON CAN NOT ACCOMMODATE ANY
MORE PEOPLE AND PRISONERS HAVE TO BE KEPT
OUTSIDE PRISON WALLS—PORTO RICAN CONVICT
SNEAKED AWAY YESTERDAY,

Oahu Prison is full to overflowing. There are so many prisoners
there doing time that Jailor Henry is hard pressed to find quarters in
which to house them, In fact nearly three score of prisoners are being
housed outside of the prison. They are kept in the carpenter shup.l
This condition at the jail has prevailed for about two months past, A
Porto Ricin escaped from the crowd at the carpenter shop yesterday;
morning. He was going from the carpenter shop to the inside of the
jail to get breakiast. The gang was going to breakfast early in the
morning, about daylight, so the Porto Rican sneaked away in the
dlarkness.

There are various causes Which havé resulted in the jail becoming
overcrowd=d. There are about fifty Federal prisoners in the prison and
in addition there have been large increases in the number of prisoners
sent from the Territorial courts, The increase appears to have beem
general throughout the islands. Violent crimes have increased and so
have offences of vagrancy.
