| PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT SAID TO HAVE
HAWAIIAN APPOINTMENTS,

DECLINED TO DISCUSS

INSTEAD OF TAKING THEM UP

| WHEN CARTER LUNCHED WITH HIM AS REPORTED—HELD
CARTER RESPONSIBLE.

According to letters received from Washington, the Carter-Roosevell
luncheon, an account of which was cabled here on June 1o, was not as stat-
ed, devoted to the discussion of appointments in Hawaii. In fact there was
no discussion of the kind, it is said, President Roosevelt having refused (o
discuss the matter and having signified his intention to leave it gll to Carter
and the Department of Justice.

According to the first account received here, Carter and the President met
for a dincnu:ou of the Supreme Court and other appointees, and it was sup«
posed that the President went into the subject with the Hawaiian governor.
The truth is, however, according to the correspondence referred to, Roose-
velt simply declined to discuss it. *'1 hold you responsible,” is substantially
what he is said to have said to Carter, “and shall appoint those whom you
recommend after you have conferred with the Department of Justice."

Carter proceeded to discuss the matter with the Department of Justice,
with the result that he handed in to the President a memorandum of his
recommendations. The men named were immediately appointed, it is stated,
It is the general opinion, in Washington, according to the same corres-
pondence, that the President has determined to follow the same course with
regard to all Hawaiian appointments. He will expect Carter to report fo
him with recommendations and will follow the recommendations when they
are made.
