MURDERERS

THREE MEN WHO ARE ACCUSED OF KILLING FELLOWMEN APPEAR
THIS MORNING BEFORE JUDGE GEAR—JAPANESE TO BE SEN-
TENCED TOMORROW AND THE CASES OF NAONE AND GENEAU
ARE POSTPONED.

Three men who have compassed Lhe death of fellow human beings sat in
a row in Judge CGear's court this morning and gazed without expression
about the room as their lawyers argued in their behalf on different points
of law,

One of them at all events Is safe from the dreadful noose, the Japanese,
Yoshikawa Dengiro, who pleaded guilty to murder in the second degree to
n charge of slaying his adopted father, Only for a judge's error in his charge
Dengira would have been food for worms long ago, but as it is he will live
the Hving death for many vears at all events. He was to have been sen-
tenced this morning and his appointed counsel Henry Hogan was on han
to make a plea for clemency, but Judge Gear continued the matter of sen-
tence until tomorrow.

Naone, the young Hawaiian who killed his wife, was next on the list. His
attorney J. J. Dunne had argued a motion to guash the indictment and a
plea in abatement on the ground that the Grand Jury which indicted was
illegally constituted. Assistant Attorney General Prosser combatted this
argument with o long list of authorities and Judge Gear took the malter
under advisement,

Then came E. Geneau, the U, S, saillor whose shot fired in a drunken
braw) killed the negro “Useless' Harris last June. The man has anything
but a criminal face and in his neat navy blue uniform with his well polished
shoes and general air of complete cleanliness he cuts a very different figure
from the unkempt lot who are usually occupants of the prisoners’ bench,
Genenu's case was set for trial but his attorney E. A, Douthitt argued for a
continuance as he wished to file affidavits showing that two important wit-
nesses who are petty officers on the U. 8. cruiser Buffalo could not be ob-
tained at this juncture, the ship being away on a cruise. Judge Gear gave
until tomorrow for the defence to produce these papers.

The trial of Pang Kau, charged with malicious burning, which took up
two days last week, was then continued. It should be concluded by this
evening.

RAWLINS ON DECK IN COURT,

New Deputy High Sheriff Appeared in Police Coprt Today to Prosecute the
Criminal Calendar—Lughan Arraigned for Embezziement.

Exactly $23.40 represents the earmings of the new police regime to date.
This morning Deputy High Sheriff Rawlins appeared in the police court as
prosecutor. Rawlins had familiarized himself with the details of the vari-
ous cases and was prepared to go to trial in all of them. Eleven cases were
on the calendar, but at the request of attorneys for the defendants, eight
of these were continued, Of the other defendants all were convicted.

He and others resisted arrest but Apana
landed his prisoner. Madeiros was fined $10.

|CARTER SAYS IT IS NOT INVOLYED IN HIS ACTION WITH REGARD

“In some quarters there scems to be a tendency to make il appear that
my recent action in connection with the police department was inspired by
the idea of making Honolulu what is known as a ‘closed town," " said Gove
ernor Carter this morning. *'1 do not know that that tendency is in any
way general, but at’all events | would like to correct it. My sole igea in
commencing my course of action was to enforce the laws as they exist. For
the enforcement of the law an efficient police force is absolutely necessary
and it was and is my endeavor to increase the efficiency of that force,

“If | am not here to aid in the enforcement of the law, what am 1 here
for? Whether the laws are exactly framed for the best | am not a judge.
The making of the laws lies with the people themselves through their rep-
resentatives in the legislature, They can make and they can unmake them,
but | can see that once made it is my duty as governor Lo see to their en-
forcement. That proposition should be understood at once. If the enforce-
ment of the law as it stands results in this being a ‘closed town' the result
will not be of my making but of those who made the laws,

*“There is really nothing more to be sald by me on the existing situa-
tion. The reorganization of the department will go on under High Sherii¥
Henry along the lines that have already indicated. No appointment of a
warden for Oahu prison has yet been made. The recommendation is in the
hands of the High Sherift.”

Secretary Atkinson when asked as to the idle story that he had resigned
simply lasughed.

“When | am appointed to a position by the President of the United States
do you think that | am going to desert it at the first sign of a little trou-
ble?" he asked.

Davis stated to The Star that he had called on the Governor respecting
the published statement and that the Governor had denied having said to
the newspapermen who interviewed him, that he had (old the story as to
Judge Gear handing over a list of Chinese gambling places. .

“He said thai the reporters must have made a mistake,” said Davis.

That the Governor had made such a statement was beyond any question
and the malter was either a question of veracity or of misunderstanding, so
Governor Carter was asked as to it.

“The question of the handing of the list of Chincse gambling places to
him by Judge Cear was never even mentioned between us,' he sald, “and
1 crtainly did not say that the reporters were in error in gquoting me as to
that, What happened was this. Davis came to my office apparently quite
excited and asked what this meant, that he bad a business to keep up and
that an evening paper had said that he had been drinking and gambling in
