FEAR JAPANESE

INESJfQ BOATS

EXTRAORDINARY PRECAUTIONS
BEING TAKEN BY THE RUSSIAN

BALTIC FLEET.

COPENHAGEN, October 21 Today's
papers state that the Russian olllcers
showed great nervousness during the
passage of the Baltic lleet through the
narrow Danish waters. They evident-
ly feared Japanese mines. No one here,
however, believed that there was the
slightest danger, especially In view of
the precautions which were taken by
the-- Danish authorities. Even In the
smallest provincial towns every travel-
er and foreigner was watched with al-

most ridiculous vigilance.
On Wednesday evening last a tele-

gram arrived from the Czar for Ad-

miral addressed to the
Russian consular agent, M. Rudkjob-ing- .

The agent ordered two --shermen
to leave In a motor launch and deliver
the dispatch. When they approached

admiral's ship searchlights were
thrown on the launch, with a glare so
intense that the fishermen were com-
pletely blinded, nnd some did not allow
the launch to come nearer, but launch
ed a boat, to whose crew the fishermen
delivered the dispatch.

All merchantmen had been notified to
hoist the national flag when meeting
the Baltic fleet. The schooner Hug
failed to do so, nnd a
blank cartridge was fired to hasten the
jierformanoe of the ceremony.

STATEHOOD

CHEROKEES AND FIVE TRIBES

OF OSAGE NATION GETTING UP

PETITION.

MUSKOGEE, Iud., T., October 23.

An Important conference will be held
here tomorrow, called by U. C. Rogers,
chief of the Chero'.iees, and P. Porter,
chief of the Creeks. This will, lu ef
fect, be a meeting of the chiefs of the
five civilized tribes and Osage nation
for the purpose of petitioning the Pre-

sident In bin next message to Insert a
paragraph requesting Congress to
create a state out of the territory em
braced by the five tribes and the Osage
nation.

This Is the first step that has been
taken toward securing separate state-
hood at the next session of Congress.

The call sets forth the fact that tri-

bal government will cease In March,
1906, and It is necessary to establish
some form or local government aim
eliminate the present system of federal
authority.

RAILROAD CHANGE.
HILO, November 2. There have been

rumors from time to time of the prob-

able change In the head of the Hllo
Railroad, and when W. H. Lambert
announced Thursday that he had re-

signed as Superintendent, while not a
surprise to many persons, the news was
generully received with genuine ex-

pressions of regret. Lambert has been
superintendent of the Hllo Railroad
from Its Inception flvo years ago, has
had ontlro charge of Its construction
and luter boenme manager In Its opera-
tion. It Is claimed that the directors
havo not been satisfied for some time
with Superintendent Lambert's policy,
and have sought to curtail expendi-
tures which they regarded ns unneces-
sary.
