GOING TO HONGKONG

BON A VENTURE ARRIVES FROM

ESQUIMALT EN ROUTE TO JOIN
THE CHINA FLEET.

Tlie British cruiser Bonaventure ar-
rived unexpectedly this morning from
Esqulmult en route to the Asiatic sta-
tion. The vessel left Esquimau March
4. She had pleasant weather until four
days ago when she began to buck
Strong southwest winds. Nothing was
sighted during the trip.

The vessel entered the harbor this
morning and anchored ill the stream.
She will begin to take 350 tons of coal
tomorrow and sail on Saturday for
Hongkong. She has been ordered out
to relievo the cruiser Thetis of the Asi-
atic ileet. The Bonaventure Is a secon-

d-class cruiser of 4,300 tons register
and 7,000 Indicated horsepower. She
was built in 1S92 and her speed is 19.3
knots. Previous to coming to this port
the vessel was on the North Pacific
station where she went to relieve the
cruiser Amphlon.

As soon as the vessel was moored,
Captain Niblack of the Naval Station
paid an olllclal call on the vessel. Brit-
ish Consul Layard and George F. Da-vl-

paid olllclal calls on the vessel al-

so.

A CORRESPONDENT CALLS AT-

TENTION TO THE EFFECT OF
STRYCHNINE ON SPINAL CORD.

EDITOR HAWAIIAN STAR: In the
Stanford case, there nro two points, to
which, I think, attention should be
directed.

1. I have not read of any examina-
tion of the spinal cord In the case of
Mrs. Stanford. I am not a scientist,
but in the Century Dictionary, under
the head of "Strychnlsm," I find this
definition. "The hyperexgltable state
of the spinal cord produced by strych-
nine." I further learn that In cases
of strychnine poisoning, vhen the poi-
son has been so quickly distributed
that no vestige of It can be found In
the stomach or other organs, It hns
been discovered ui considerable quan-
tities along the spinal cord. It Is
said that there Is nn English case,
where was hung .for poisoning
with strychnine, and the only evidence
of the condition of the body was from
medical testimony as to this fact.
There Is, I understand, at the Moana
hotel, a doctor who Is an expert In such
matters, and who, for a long time, was
a coroner In England.

2. I have not observed that any
antidotes for strychnine wore employ-
ed at the time of Mrs. Stanford's death
It Is well.known that there are anti-
dotes, of which, I believe, chloroform Is
among the bast.

HELD-CONFER-

ENCE

There was a conference this morning
between High Sheriff Henry, Captain
Callundan, Detective Reynolds and De-

puty High Sheriff Rawlins. High She-
riff Henry said that It was simply a
gathering at which-th- e evidence In the
Stanford case wus turned over to the
San Francisco authorities. The High
Sheriff has about decided that it will
not be necessary for Rawlins to make
the trip to San Francisco In connection
with the Stanford case.

FULLERTON DECISION.
The Supreme Court gave a decision

this morning In the case of the Ter-
ritory against James E. Fullerton, ap-
pealed from Judge De Bolt's order
denying a plea in bar and motion to
quush. The main ground of uppeal
was that a nolle prosequi was a "bar
to subsequent prosecution for the same
offence. The court ulllrms Judge Do
Bolt. The decision says that the

Grand Jury had a right to Indict again
after a nolle prosequi but that "the
course may become vexations and
should not be followed except for good
reasons. It may be, and we are In-

clined to think, that such a course, at
least to 'the extent It was carried In this
Instance, should not have been taken,
but the exceptions cunnot be sustain-
ed for that reason."

IN THE SENATE .

House Bill 81, the statute of limita-
tions, passed first reading. Read sec-
ond time tomorrow.

House Bill 103, passed first reading,
and will be read for the second time to-

morrow.
Senate BUI 65, providing that bank-

ing Institutions shall make semi-annu- al

reports, was read for the second
time, with the amendatory report of
the Ways and Means Committee. The
report was adopted and the bill passed.
The bill will be read for the third time
tomorrow.

2 p. m. tomorrow ,tho senators being
desirous of attending the funeral of the
late Mrs. Jane L. Stanford.
