These dinners have taken place, per
haps, 'twice a year and I never thought
any more about going to them than V
would to a ChlrtoBe ''ko lOhl" dinner, and
now J want 'to reiterate my dental In
regard to the silver gifts and I want
the Governor to make good that asser-
tion or take it back. On Chinese New
Years, dlfforent Chinese have sent me
presents consisting of lichee nuts and
the usunl "konohl" gifts and this In no
marked profusion, nothing more than
any other citizen with a reasonably
wide acquaintance nmongst the Chinese
might expect, and If the Governor's ac-

cusation la Intended to charge that
Chinese secured undue or any Influence
upon me In my official capacity by rea
son of these konohl presents or other
wise I unequivocally deny such to be
the case.

Continuing the Governor charges that
"I may not have known of the tremen-
dous extent to which gambling had
taken .hold of this community and has
been so openly conducted."

Replying I can simply say that gam-
bling during my incumbency in office,
had not taken hold of (he community
to a tremendous extent, nor was It be-

ing openly conducted except as hereto-
fore explained. It was no more open
than now.

Continuing, the Governor charges that
"I may not have-know- n that this gam
bllh caused great suffering, and forced
Hawaiian women to appeal to those
who employed their husbands for a part
at least of the wages earned In order to
feed their children, complaining' that
their husbands gambled away all their
earnings, the Governor saying In this
connection that it Is not usual for Ha-
waiian women to wait all day 6n pay
days around tho office so as to be there
when their husbands' were paid, to
plead with them to save a part of their
salary."

Replying to the foregoing I state that
I have no recollection of any complaint
having been mada to me by any Ha-
waiian women. A number of times I
remember Hawaiian women having
come to me and' complained because
their husbands drank up their wages
around the saloons and did not provide
for their families, and In these cases I
recommended that they go to the em- -
ployers of their husbands, and secure
an arrangement by which part of the
pay could be given to the wife directly,
and as a matter of fact for years past
antedating my term as Sheriff: I have
known of arrangements of that kind be
ing made, particularly by steamship
companies. In "this connection I should
like something more definite from the
governor. who are the employers '

whose offices are haunted by these Ha-
waiian women? That gambling causes
suffering goes without saying, but that
I have caused this suffering or
that any such condition of general des-
titution arose among Hawaiian wo-

men during my term of office and from
an Impetus given to gambling under
my incumbency,! did not and da not
know and I submit that the Governor
does not know.

Continuing the Governor charge that
I may not have known 'that my subor-dlpate- s,

while on duty in uniform and
drawing pay, were often wasting their
time playing cards for money and
drinking In saloons.

Replying I state that one of the re-

gulations of the I'ollce Department
while I was sheriff, and which I made
It a special point to enforce provided
that no officor of the force while on
duty, nor any officer in uniform while
off duty should enter a galoon for the
purpose of drinking, and this regulation
was lived up to. Off duty I considered
I had no right to prevent an officer In
citizens clothes taking a drink ln a '

saloon if he saw fit I considered il his
business not mine, and I do not deny
that a number of my officers while off
duty and In citizens clothes frequented
saloons, and It was my Judgment then
and now .that by so doing they gnthei --

ed knowledge and information that en-

abled them to keep much better trufk
und control over the criminal etement in
the city. An officer In a saloon who
became Intoxicated, or otherwise con
ducted himself In a manner unbecoming
un officer was subject to reprimand or
discharge. I deny In connection with
the fotegolng that my subordinates
while on duty In uniform were often
wasting their time playing cards for
money. Invldual cases of that kind
may have occurred but when detected
have been severely dealt with.

The Governor proceeds to criticize my
attitude In regard to the liquor clubs
already referred to. That has been al-

ready answered nnd I wish here simply
to point out the unfair an,d .partisan
character of the accusations of the gov-
ernor. Reading his charge against me
In reference to these liquor clubs who
would have supposed that the Governor
himself had organized such a club, and
that these clubs at the time were con-
sidered by the Attorny General's de-

partment as well as my own to be
within the law, a belief unquestionably
shared by the Governor himself when
he established the club system as above
set forth. I leave It to the electors to
decide whether or not the accusation
as made by Ihe Governor In reference
to these clubs Is not grossly unfair to
me and that common Justice and de-

cency required of him the admission ln
connection with his charge; that until
recently auch clubs were generally
honestly believed to contravene no law
by the officials of the Territory.

When the governor steps Into a local
County fight and selects one man for
his tnrget It Is expected that he has
weighed evtry word he utters, and In
maklng'hls accusation he should admit J

Continuing with tha Oovtmnr'a char-h- i

ha eae-r- ti that " I must have known
that by my order threatening la re
mora any employee f my 4a partman t
wh aeattfned hla Warrant, and by leav-
ing my raahlar In dlmrlliute tha war-
rants, that I waa creating a aplrndld
opportunity far a monopoly In tha
money-lendin- g trad. I may not have
known the profit that not only the
money-lendin- g was making, but that
my cttahler was' also maklifg.

Replying I wish to state that shortly
after ithe passage of the present Audit
Aet abuses grew up out' of the pledging
of warrants by assignment by em-

ployees of the government. A case
rose where an employee of my depart-

ment assigned the same warrant to
more than one of his creditors, this
coming to light When pay day came
and the different assignees presented
their claims. This led to the rule pre-
venting the assignment of warrants,
and requiring the personal signature of
the employee to the Pay Rolls at the
end of the month. This rule arose out
of the protest of the auditor's depart-
ment against the abuse just mentioned,
and was known and approved by the
Auditing Department. Moreover un-

less my memory greatly falls me, the
Governor himself acting on a report
from the Auditor where a Lieutenant
of Police had assigned a wnrrant to
three different parties requested of me
that the rule against assigning war-
rants be strictly enforced. The officer
In queslon was dismissed from the ser-

vice for that cause, and I never henrd
a lisp against the rule from any one
until the Governor brought It up after
my removal.

The reference by the Governor to the
lending of money by the clerk of my
Department to the men during the
month, leads me to state further that
such loans were personal loans unse-

cured by an assignment of the war-
rant, and there was nothing to prevent
the men from borrowing money on like
personal security during the month
from any one they saw fit including fel-

low employees. I deny emphatically
the Insinuation by the Governor that
the rule against the assignment of
warrants was established to promote
the lending of money by any one to
the employees. He know3 better and the
Audit Department of the Governor
knows better and In this connection I
want to know If the rule ngalnst as-

signments of warrants which the Gov-

ernor Insinuates I established for an
ulterior motive has been rescinded by
my scuccessor. And I should like fur-

ther to know whether money is not
being loaned to the men during the
month now upon practically the same
lines as during my Incumbency. I con- -
