This was sup-
plemented by remarks by members of
the committee urging the abgolule
necesaity of the road und urging that
the approprintion for |t In the loan
fund, though It 1s not one of thoe items
included In the Bond lssue of 3700,000
should be spent, o, If that wers not
pousible, that this Improvemont he cofis
sideted when It comes Lo expending
what money mny be saved from the
specitio approprintions of the $760,000
bond Issuda.

Gaovernar Carter went yery carvefully
into the matter with the committee
and expinined ut length his views and
policy in the matter of the loan fund
appropriation., He reviewed the cir-
cumstances of the lnereasing debt of
the tervitory, and the duty he felt un-
der to Ulmit that increase to absolutely
territorinl nocessities,

He lntd stress, however, on the foet
that the loan bill was pussed by the
leglglature at n time when there Woas
uncertaity In many minds as to
whether County government had come
to stay or not. It was signed by him
nt n time when that uncertalnty still
oxisted, It wos framed and approved,
In & measure, o meet A possible con-
tingenty. If County govirnment had
not been sustalned then the loan bill
might have served s purpose which It
did not when County government was
sustuined,

posed on him  certain dutlss, In the
first place tha County Act had turned
ithe control of many functions rormerly
