(Many plans for Improvements In
Honolulu wore discussed lust night at
a meeting of the delegates of the vari-
ous city Improvement clubs, who are
about to form a centru association.
The meeting was held In the Promo-
tion Committee office with E. I. Spald-
ing presiding and George Thlelen y.

Park Export Robinson of New
York was among thoso present.

Among the suggestions was that a
Japanese tea garden bo established In
Kaplolanl Park. Judge ixle suggest-
ed that one of the llttlo Islands nt tha
park would bo good for this purpose.
Another scheme proposed was to erect
a look-o- ut station on Punchbowl, V.
L. Howard proposing an elaborate
temple. '

A report was received regarding tho
Punchbowl trail. A. Oarvle said that
tho trail as It Is now would wash out
very quickly In tho event of a rain
storm, but John KIdwell said It was
not finished yet. The laborers, who are
convicts who do not tiave to work, had
struck, but ho expected them to resume
work next week. It wns proposed to
plant night bloowlng cereus and agave
along the trail.

L. E. Plnkham explained his Mc-Cul- ly

tract reclamation scheme at
length. Judge Dole said that at first
ho had been Inclined to regard tho
scheme as too large, but that he now
regarded 1t as practicable.

Alex Scott proposed some seats along
the Pall. Thlelen said there ought to
be an aviary or zoo In Kaplolanl Park.
O. Lutted proposed piping water from
the Nuuanu reservoir to Punchbowl, so
that the Punchbowl slopes might
bloom.

The sign board proposition was
brought up by W. L. Howard, who
called particular attention to an ugly
structure In Walklkl, intended to se-

cure 'buyers for pickles. Ho said that
many families wero boycotting arti-
cles advertised In this way. Spalding
proposed a special committee to handle
the matter.
