Into, tho morlts
of tho caso ,or wait for tho filing of
an answer, before granting the tem-
porary Injunction asked for. "Tho
court, pending a settlement of the case"
he said, "should make an order main-
taining the possession of the last peace-
able undisturbed occupant In an emer-
gency such as la here shown."

Ashford said that if tho court was
not to consider the merits thero was
nothing to consider und.it was no uso
having an order to show cause at all,
before granting a temporary injunc-
tion. He said that It was intended to
show that the court was without Juris-
diction, as well as to set forth an an-
swer on the facts. Breckons added
that It had tuken opposing counsel 27
hours after Peacock took possession
to prepare papers asking for a tem-
porary injunction.

'ABOARD HER THEY GOT ON AT

NAGASAKI MAY BK LEFT HERE.

Thero are nine Russian stowaways
aboard the transport Thomas. They
got aboard tho vessel at Nagasaki.
Five of the crowd ure Cossacks and
the rest are from other parts of Rus
sia. The quintette admit that they
belonged to the Russlun army, two
others admit that they were with tho
Russian navy while the others are me
chanics and deny that they up u with
tho army or navy. Captain Lynam
the master of the vessel, thinks that
the men from the army and navy de-

serted those military branches of the
Russian government. The men said
they had originally been at Vladivostok
But had made their way to Japan.

Captain Lynnm and Captain Hum-
phrey tho local quartermaster, held a
consultation regarding tho disposition
of the stowaways. It was though by
Captain Lynam that the men ought
to bo turned over to tho local represen-
tative of tho Russian government.

Some of the inch might have been
members of the crew of the cruiser
Lena which was in this port last De-

cember and later reached Vladivostok
safely. It has been suggested that
the Russian stowaways might be sent
to tho Motokan colony on Kauai but
whether the big strapping Cossacks
would affiliate on amicable terms. with

"fTHBIR APPEAL AGAINST TIHft

TEN DOLLAR FEE Q 'JSTAINED
. BY THE COURT.

The doctors won their license appeal
In the Supreme Court this morning. In
a decision by Justice Wilder the court
held that the law requiring that tho
portion of the license act complained
of Is void. The decision, Howovor, does
not go into all tho merits of the case.
It being found that the act Is so con-
strued that it discriminates among
physicians and Is therefore void. The
decision is in the case of Dr. J. T.
McDonald, who was fined, for tho pur-
poses of a tet case, for practicing
without a $10 license. McDonald had
a license, granted before the $10 waa
required, and the court says In its syl-
labus:

'"That portion of Act 48 of the Ses-
sion Laws off 1905,' which act amends
the first paragraph of Section 1968 ot
tho Revised Laws, providing that "no'
license shall be granted under the prov-
isions-of this section unless the appli-
cant shall" pay an annual fee of $10," In
Invalid and void on the ground that It
discriminates between tho holders of
licenses under the amending act and'
the holders of licenses Issued prior
thereto."
