As another
Issue thoro is a movement against
Achl, and other Interests aro being
drawn Into the fight, but Lane's ele-

vation to a leadership Is believed to bo
mainly for th delegate to Congress,
who, promise or no promise, Is now
generally regarded as after a renomlna-
tlon.

Tho Lano leadership business Is also
In 6pposltfon to tho regular Repub-
lican county commltte', of which F. T.
P. Waterhouse Is the chairman. It Is

What the police think may prove to
be a case of manslaughter Is now un-

der Investigation. Halemanu a well
known native character Is detained at

Chlng Keng a
Chinese, lies dead at tho morgue pos-

Particular Interest Is glvtn tho affair
from the fact thut several well known
white men wero Indirectly connected
with the circumstances preceding the
assault. Charles Sarka tho well known
magazine Illustrator who has been llvt
Ing In Honolulu for tho last six months
wffs present when tho Chinese r celved
the nlleged blow from Halemanu, while
G. O. Hart another artist and Avery
hud previously been In the company of
Halemanu Immediately proceeding tho
assault upon tho Chinese. None ot
these men wero directly concerned In
tho caso however. Hart and Avery
were out of ear shot and somo dis-

tance from the occurrenco and Sarka
stated this morning that he had been
at least 40 feet distant when tho na
