DR. McDONALD GIVES OPINION

OP JOHNSON BASED UPON AB-

SENCE OP MOTIVE.

"An Insane act," is what the murder
of Simeon Wharton was In tho opinion
of Dr. J. T. McDonald as his first an-

swer to tho hypothetical question put
to him this afternoon by Attorney Har-

rison. Further, the doctor said that ho

could see absolutely no motive for the
crime and ho was therefore disposed to

havo "grave doubts" a3 to tho sanity
of the accused- - NaMlB

The question was read to McDonald
by Harrison, with a number of objec-

tions to specific portions of Attorney
General Peters. Dr. McDomld's imme-

diate reply was that the act' was an In-

sane one, because no motive whatever
could be found. "Considering his de-

fective mentality," said tho doctor, "I
would havo grave doubts to his sanity."

Harrison asked what would be tho
effects of drink In the case of tho hy-
pothetical (person described. "Long
continued habits of drinking on tho '

part of a man of his mental caimro
would render him disposed to attacks
of mania," tho doctor said. Ho de- -

clined to give an opinion as to ho.w long
euch attacks wore likely to last.

(Tho doctor's stated that his opinion
was based largely on the facts set forth
regarding the killing of tho boy. In
the hypothetical question he could see
absolutely no motive, and this led him
to doubt the subject's sanity.

Work on tho branch of the Oahu
Railroad to Wnhlawa Is progressing
rapidly, and It Is not believed that tho
disaster to tho Gerard C. Tobey will
djclay tho loompletltlon of tho road
which Is expected by tho end of Juno.

Six miles of grading has been com
pleted, and Is ready for the rails. This
branch leaves the main lino at Wat
pahu station though tho actual work of
construction begins only at the ter
minus of the branch which gotcs to
Oahu mill

tTho grading follows the general
courso of tho gulch gradually working
Itself out on to tho plateau and has
now been completed, as far as tho gov
ernment road.

After tho Confercnco Judge Do
Bolt signed tho following order and
sent It to Foreman Bo wen of the Grand
Jury:

"The court hereby orders that all
witnesses and court officers appearing
boforo the Grand Jury of this circuit at
this torm shall keep absolutely secret
all faqts, matters and things whatso
over, which may come to their atten-
tion or knowledgo by reason of such
appearance before tho Grand jury, or
by reason of any question thore put to
them, or by reason of answer or state-
ment by them there given or made.

Tho following reports woro presented:
Food Commissioner for the month of
January nnd February and Inspector
of Buildings, Plumbing and House
Sewers for the month ot March. Tlio.
report of tho Sanitary Ilspector at
Hllo states as follows for Murch: Total
Inspections 740; orders given 204; orders
finished 203; special duty days 1. Hllo
mosquito campaign: Cesspools oiled,
427; catch basins oiled 24; ponds, pools,
etc., oiled 8; mosquito breeding places
destroyed or removed 110; number of
inspections bSG. Hllo rat cruwule:
Number of traps set, 1.01'J; number of
rats cnught, C2: number, of pieces of
poisoned food placed 2,059; number of
pieces. taken away 1,212; number of rats
found 'dead 19. In Honolulu thero ap-
pears to be recently an Increase In the
number of rats caught. Where deemed
necessary th localities In which rats
are caught are properly disinfected.

The quarterly report of tho Insane
nsylum sowp a total of 184 Inmates re-

maining March 31st. There has been
neither increase or decreaso In the,
number of inmates during tho past
three months. The asylum Is In ex-

cellent' condition.
Tho report of the food comm'sslonor

shows that ho hns examined 87 milk
samples, 1 food sample, nnd 1 drug
sample. No adulterations In tho mil or
food was found.

The drugs examlnod were as fol-

lows:
Eight samples tincture ot Iodine, ob-

tained from most of tho drug stores of.
Honolulu gave results varying con-
siderably from tho standard fixed by
the U. S. Pharmucapoela,

A camphorated tincture of Japaueso
manufucturo was oxamlned and was
found to be a weak solution of lodlno
containing camphor.

Of the olllclal tinctures only two
woro found near enough tho stundard
to be classed as good quality. Cham-
ber Drug Co's sample Is considerably
in excoss of the standard and Hobron
Drug Co., Holllster Drug Co., Ishl Drug
Store and Maklnn Drug Co. are con-
siderably below standard.
