able to. aid the officers in securing tho
men, for the reason that tho pair
were not visible. They were thought
to have stowed away on the vessel.
According to the information in the
possession of Tom Hong tho missing
men hail boarded the Siberia two nights
before sho sailed from San Francisco
and wero stowed away by come of tho
Chinese crew, presumably. No trace of
them was found during the voyage for
they appear to have been kept out of
sight.

Permission to search tho( vessel was
refused to tho local officers but sub-
sequently Sheriff rown conferred with
Captain Zeeder, tho master , and per-
mission was promptly granted when
the cablegrams from the San Fran-
cisco authorities were produced. Or-

ders were also Issued by Captain Zeed-
er for his officers to facilitate the search
in very way possible. Tom Hong of-

fered a reward of $500 for tho appre-
hension of his two men. Ho Is na-
turally especially anxious to secure
their apprehension as he Is their bonds-
man and will forfeit $20,000 in event of
their escape. Tom caused the news to
bo circulated about the vessel after
her departure that ho would pay $500

for Information leading to tho appre-
hension of the men but none of tho
Chinese crew were tempted by this of-

fer, provided the men were aboard the
Siberia.

Tom Hong is a wealthy merchant of
San Francisco. Ho says the men wero
arrested originally for robbery.

amount of circulating medium within
each. To constantly take revenues from
jsuch a detached territory without somo
'systematic return of the same can not
but result In Injury to it.

In the case of Hawaii, wo took over
an established government which had

jbeen a separate sovereignty for three- -
quariers of a century. During that
time Hawaii had built up Its own fiscal
system, with its customs receipts fur-
nishing more than one-thir- d the entire
government expenditures. It Is claim-
ed on behalf of Hawaii, when Its or-
ganic act was bofore Congress, that all
those rovenuesl should bo returned to

jtho Territory for its use, It was
predicted that their loss nouM serlous- -
ly embarrass the local government. For

I five years tho Territory Tius tried thepresent system, with increasing dlffl- -
culty.

I A total of $S.G02,146 In local taxation
thus been raised by taxes on land,

Income tax, Inheritance tax,
I licenses, occupation tax. stamp tax,
,and every known form or tnxntlon. Of
thls sum approximately $850,000 has
been spent for the care Und mainten-

ance of lepers. Their local tax per ta

has during the past five years In-

creased 50 per cent.
Even these moans could only meet

tho current expenses, und In order to
build schools and necessary public

j works nn indebtedness of $3,874,000 has
oeen Incurred.

Tho total per capita tax of every
man, woman and child In the Territory

;ls now over $22 per annum.
The cost of living In tho Hawaiian

Islands Is very high, owing to the fact
that all tho necessities of life, includ-
ing almost tho ontlro food supplies, aro
Imported; tho cost of government In
Hawnll Is necessarily high, both be-
cause of tho high cost of living and
consequently higher salaries, nnd also
because of tho machinery of govern- -

,meiit necessary on each separate Isl
and, and the high cost of Inter-lslan- d

communication. Road construction and
maintenance is expensive for tho above

j reasons, and further because of the
.mountainous character of tho Islands
and the numerous deep gulches to bo

j crossed.
During the five years since annexa

tion Hawnll lias paid Into the Federal
treasury $6,323,462.32, or an nvonigo of
over $1,250,000 per year. fTho annual
cost of Hawaii to us for collection of
revenues and for Fedoral salaries is
about $150,000. The total of nil Federal

.salaries, oxpenses, and appropriations
for this same period, oxcept defenses
which are for national protection, havo
been about $2,200,000, or an average of
$440,000 per year. ,

It will thus bo seen that, after de-
ducting all payments and appropria-
tions that havo beon made for the use

I and benefit of Hawaii, wo havo uncon-
sciously drawn a net sum of $4,100,000
from that Torritory, or a net balance

;of slightly over $800,000 per year, which
nns ueen withdrawn from the Island's
circulation and shipped In gold coin to
tho subtreasury at San Francisco.

Ignoring, for the moment, the wishes
of Hawaii and acting only from a na-
tional standpoint, your committee be-
lieve that for a time, at loast, three-fourt- hs

of thoso revenues should be
sot aside to meet, the need for public
works In thoso Islands and to assist in
building up a- substantlol American
territory In the mld-Paolf-

It Is both unsound as a national pol-
icy and also unworthy of tho dignity of
a groat nation that an lnsuluar terri-
tory whloh voluntarily gavo its own
sovereignty to us should bo compelled
to sond revenues needed to develop its
separate and dotaehed llfo merely to
form a driblet In our national income.
