OPERATORS AFTER WORKING NIGHT AND DAY IN CONSTANT DAN-

GER OF THEIR LIVES FINALLY SUCCEED IN MAKING CONNEC-

TION AT THE BEACH HUT NEAR THE CLIFF HOUSE COMMUNI-

CATION BETWEEN THERE AND THE CITY IS PRACTICALLY

Early this morning news began to
come by cable, both round the world
and from San Francisco directly, of
the great California disaster. Tho Star
put. the first extra of tho day on tho
street, and from that time on extras
followed In rapid succession aB impor-
tant news came. It was a tow mlnutea
past ten when tho first Hashes under
tho ocean from San Francisco were re-

ceived, and then the cable company
began to give out bulletins. Their
story told what their operator had
seen, and that was practlcully all.

Not a word was given In all the oper-

ators' messages about loss of life. It
Is to be presumed that the men at
tho other end did not know and would
not take the responsibility of making
an estimate. That It was considerable
seems to be beyond question, and an-
xiety still continues to bo Intense.

Tho operators at San Francisco wero
men who left tho city yesterday and
went seven miles to tho Cliff House and
after much labor connected a suitable
battery with the cable end there. They
could only tell what they had seen bo-fo- re

leaving tho city or what had been
sent to them since.

news they would send It to Honolulu

Ms soon ns he came back. With that,
tho operator, who said ho had been
up ever since tho disaster, lay down
for a sleep.

As the messages came Superinten-
dent Gaines freely handed them out.
Tho cable olllce was packed with peo-
ple, and outside was a big crowd. In-
side, Manny Philips read tho messages
aloud to those present, and Charles F.
Chllllngworth repeated them through a
horn to those on tho street. Then
they were pasted on tho window.

They told a story of an overwhelming
conflagration following a terrlblo earth-
quake shock. There was little actual-
ly strikingly now In the dispatches.
They simply confirmed the Impressions
of tho previous meagro reports, that
people generally In San Francisco had
"lost everything."

As message after message came thero

When tho news of tho disaster In San
Francesco was first heard Bryan at
onco dispatched in care o Purser
Thomas Smith of tho S. S. Alameda
yesterday a letter directed to tho Asso-
ciated Press announcing that ho would
arrive in San Francisco by tho 8. S.
Ventura and would bo ready to to

with people who had friends
or relatives In Honolulu. Bryan re-

quested Purser Smith to deliver tho
letter in event of tho disaster proving
as serious as first reports would indi-
cate.

Bryan's object Is to carry relief to
people who may bo in need of it In San
Francisco. The opportunity Is an ex-

cellent one nnd the mission of Bryan
will no doubt, bo appreciated by scoros
of pcoplo who have friends and rela-
tives In the desolate city.

Bryan has secured passago by tho S.
S. Ventura and will depart next Tues-
day. Tho Ventura will roach San Fran-
cisco on April 30. His letter to tho As-
