The scene at tho Peninsula was one
long to be remembered.

The
beautiful luxurious foliage of the
grounds so well known to residents of
Honolulu formed fitting back ground for
the toevys of laughing, gaily bedecked
girls that wandered about on tne shores
of the lochs.
