“The tlde gauge In Honolulu hor-
bot," safd Mr, Wall, when Inquiry wos
made of him on the subject, "makes no
record of the disturbance which wus
felt in Maalaen Bay on the southerly
glde of Maui, and which assumod
there, nccording to reports, the chir-
acter of a tidal wave. This Is conelu-
slve that that disturbance, whatever
it was, did not manifest itsalf here, b8
the tide gnuge is automatle and makes
n record of all manifestalions of that
sort,

“But at §:20 o'clock this morning, the
tide gauge bogan to rocord a series of
waves which are undoubtedly the rte-
silt of a disturbance other than the
regular moyvement of the rise and full
of the tides, and apparently of distant
origin. These waves come In n serles

of about three to the hour and show
an osclllation from the normal state of
the tide of between three and four
hours,

“Assuming thot the earthquike In
Valparaiso occurred sometlme yesters
day afternoon, as the cable dispatohes
indleate, the time when the tide gauge
bogan to show disturbinees would be
about the time an Impules from Val-
paralso would reach here. That s tidal
waves move at tha rate of about 3§50
miles an hour, depending asomewhat, of
course on the force of the initial im-
pulse, So that we could expect the
wave to reach here from the Chilean

“The tide gauge continues to show
thiz disturbance Indleating that what-
ever its origin, It was of great force
and violence."

There I8 every reason to belleye that
a tidal wave was felt on the ghore of
Oahu beyond Diamond Hoad.

For severnl dioys the sea In that i
réction hns been excesdingly rough.
Late yesterduny afternoon, people In
bathing at Niu experfenced and ob-
sorved o very pecullnr manifestation
of the waier. It was nbout low tide,
nnd ut that stage of tha tide the people
o protty far out on the reef w where
some pools afford good bathing. Al
the lnner portion of the Hutle bight at

this place Is  mopd M=t, While the
people were in bathag the watler bLes
gan coming In rapldly from the ocean.
But Instead of a succession of wWaves,
eich rolling in, and receding, to bhe
followand by another, there seemed Lo
be a succession of twenty or thirty
wikves, following one wafter the other
with very Uttle recession or the water
betwenn them, the whole &ffect being
to cover the reef and mud (ets, al-
though it was low tide. BEventually
the water rose on the land from one
to two feet above high tide,

For several dnys, s stated before,
there has been an unusunlly rough sen,
and the waves have broken very high
and strong on Koko Head.
