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P probably doing a great harm to
Harr'ed the eanse of labor unionism, La-

bhor leaders of nearly all classes
scem combined in that unfortun-
ate city 1o take every inch of ad-
vantage of the terrible misfortunes
which so suddenly created heavy demand for skilted labor. Instead
of the mutual concessions which were the talk of the first days of
brave enthiusiasm following the conflagration, there have been nothing
but bickerings and sirikes and now the car system is tUed up by u
general demand tor shorter hours,  Ewven if the demand is one ordin-
anly meritorions, the time for the blow is not a proper one, It is labor
taking advantage of a temporary situation brought about by a great
disaster anyd i« nor caleulated 1o inerease national confidence in that
form of trust known as a labor union, as the phrase goes. Carpenters,
bricklayers, ¢le., are getting 88 per day in the stricken city, it 1§ re-
ported, and other skilled Tabor wages have gone up likewise, It is im-
possible to ger labor enongh to clear away the debris that bars the
way to construction of a new city.  As the days go by Oakland, Seattle
and Portland are straining themselves to attract and keeép San I'ran-
ciseo’s population and commerce, and, while the big capitalists of the
great city almost to a man have stood ready to pledge their all for
rebuilding, organized Jabor has placed one obstacle after another in
the way.

San Prancisco is thus furnishing what iz being commented ypon
as an object lesson, full of significant indications of the dangers of
giving organized lalior a free swing, It is showing the need of com-
petition of labor as well as of capital. Ouly a few yedrs ago this was
made anissue in the great cities of the 1Zast, notably m Chicago, where
powerful Citizens' Alliances were formed, to enable employers 1o stand
together against the constant encroachments of the so-called labor
trust.  In San Franecisco, of all the great ¢ities, such an organization
was practically powerless.  San Francisco now, down amd almost ont,
and receiving some nearly finishing blows from the kibor unions that
have so long contralled her politios, will add a gréat impetus 1o Citi-
zens' Alliances,

Viewed in this hehit the San Francisco situgtion may even hiave
an influence in national politics.  Flearst, if he has any real ¢hance ol
leachng the Democracy, gor it in the first instance by his enthusiastic
lehor umomism, to which he has subsequently added public ownership
and other doctrines.  His labor union friends i San Francigeo are not
doing any gowml,  Few people doubt the right of labor to organize,
o1 that it 1= best jor v woodo so, bt San Franciseo seenmrs (o be an-
other example of how under artogam management, labor nnions can
becomie forces of considerable danger.

Divorce Case ed the diseussion of the matter
than' the decision of the United

A Slates Supreme Court in the Had-
dock case. That decision seems to
Lave knocked out the main support of the divorce industry of South
Dakota and other states which offered special facilities for divorce
and hoomed the grass widow business,

Mhe Haddocks were married in 1868 in New York, where hoth
partics then resided.  The very day of the coremony and before the
marringe wis consummated, they separated and never lived rogether.
The wife continyed to reside at her lormer homie; the husband, after
some years of wandering, established a domicile in Connecticut, aml
in 1881 obtained i a Connecticut court a decree of absolute divoree
from his wife, In this suit construetive service on the wife was ob
tained in accordance with the local statutes. In 18yr Mr. Haddock
mherited 2 considerable quantity of property, and three years after-
wards, twenty-six years aiter the marriage and thirteen years aiter
the Connecticut divorce, the woman Brought suit against him in New
York lor a divorce from: bed and board and lor alimony, The defend-
ant was served constructively and a decree or Ofteen hundred dollars
annual alimony was entered.  As there was no formal service, the de-
cree, 50 far a8 alimony was concerned, was of course incffectual.  But
in 1890 the woman obtained personal service on Haddock in a new
procecding, and a valid decree for alimony in the swn of seven hun-
dred and cighty dollars a yvear was entered,  In the meantime Had-
cock, acting on the Connectiont divorce, had married again, and the
cffect of the New York decree was ta declare his second wife an adul-
tress and to bastardize any issue of the second marriage. Haddagk
appealed to the United Statés Supreme Court, on the ground that the
decree denied full faith and credit 1o the Connecticit divorce
Supreme Conrt uphl.-hl the action of the New York court and affirmed
its judgment. This decision was reacherd by a bare majority of the

nine judges, Mr. Justice White writing the opinion of the court for!

himself, the Chief Justice and Justices Peckham, McKenna and Day,
Brown and Holmes, JJ., filed dissenting’ opinions in which Harlan
and Brewer, | 1., concurred.

Justice White in his opinion laid down the general principle that a
State in which only one party to a divorce proceeding lives has no
right to dissolve a marriage tie which all other States must respect.
It their dissenting opinion Justices Harlan, Brewer and Brown took
the position that the Connecticut divorce proceeding was regular and
entitled to duse credence in other States; Justice Brown, who deliver-
ed the opinion, declaring that the court had taken a backward step.
Tustice Holmes also dissented, but delivered an independent opinion,
He said the result of the decision would be to make many children
illegitimate, but added that he would not go €0 far as to predict that
civilization would cmome to an end, whatever the conclusion in the
CaAse,

This decision goes a long way to remove one of the great evils of
divorce, namely,  the ability to establish a “residence” in another
