HOW THE GATHERING OF THE
REI'IIBSICN'TATIVHS OF THE

PARTY DID THEIR WORK.

The afternoon session of the Repub-
lican county convention yesterday did
not begin until nonrly four In tho ufter-11001- 1,

owing to tho lateness the com-

mittee on rules, which took an extra
couple of hours In handling Its work.
Instead of appearing nt two o'clock as
was Intended when the noon recess was
taken. When It did appear It present-
ed two reports. The part of the ma-
jority report regarding tho secret bal-
lot was ns follows:

3. In making nominations for ofllce
the voting shall In all cases where

there Is than hue nominee fc by
secret ballot and It shall compul
sory opon each delegate before cast-
ing a ballot to enter the booths pro-
vided for that purpose, nnd mark his
ballot.

I. That there shall bo four different
ballots, to wit:

a. Ballot for nominations provided
for In Rule 2, Section D, of white pa-

per.
b. Ballot for name as provided In

Section E shall bo of green paper.
c. Ballots for Representatives In tho

Fourth Representative District shall
be blue paper.

d. Bal'ots for the Representatives of
tho Fifth Representative District shall
be of cherry paper.

No ballots shall used except those
authorized and furnished' by the chair-
man of this convention.

5. That the balloting for candidates
of this convention as follows: On
the call of the chairman commencing
with tho Fourth District, First precinct
and thereafter In regular numerical or-

der. Taking the Fifth District in tho
same numerical order.

6. That tho judges of the election,
tellers and all other necessary officers
in connection with balloting be ap-

pointed by the chairman.
12. A majority . of the membership

of the convention .shall constitute a
for the transaction of the busi-

ness of the convention.
13. No member of the convention

shall speak longer than minutes
on any subject coming before the con
vention.

14. These rules may bo suspended
by three-fourt- vote of the delegates
present.

Committee on Rules, lierc agree with
tho majority report of said committee
with the exception known as Section

relatlnc to election of Countv Corn- -
mlttee. In the interest of proper ap- -

"The Representative District having

cast the highest number of votes In tho
last general election for Delegate to
Congress, sixteen and the Representa-
tive having cast tho lower number of
votes at such election fifteen. Such
County Committeemen shall be ap-

pointed by tho charlman of tho County
and District Convention on tho nomina-
tion of the respective precinct delega-
tions so that each precinct shall havo
at least one committeeman.

"'Be It further Resolvor, That the
County Committee shall have the right
to make and alter rules (not Inconslst
cnt herewith nor inconsistent with
tho general rules of the Territorial
Committee) for tho government of tho
County Committee and all subordinate
WHcers.

platform. The Senatorial nominees
canio first, then the nominees for coun-
ty olllces and the representatives. Tho
pledges of W. T. Rawlins and Walter
Dillingham who wero absent, wero
stated by the chair to havo bectt satis-
factorily given.

Chllllngworth led with tho biggest
vote of the convention. He had 245

W- - O. Smith had 203 and L. L.
197. All three wero therefore

far ahead of tre number needed to
make a nomlnatoon, and wero declared
nominated.

Tho principal factional result of tho
day was the dumping of John Lane.
Lane's greatest fight was for Naga-ra- n

Fernandez for supervisor. Tho
Sam Johnson ticket all through tho
day was Dwight as against Fernandez,
and Hustace and Dillingham from the
Fourth, with A. V. Gear to get tho
support If Dillingham couldn't win.
This was also the police ticket and It
was the ticket which Brown men said
early In the day would go through.
After one ballot showing Dillingham's
weakness, it went through by with-
drawal of Dillingham's name. Dwight
led tho vote and Fernandez was next
to the last. Dwight and Hustace had
enough on the first ballot. Jim Qulnn
and Dillingham withdrew and then the
nomination was given to Gear as the
only candidate left. The ballot taken
gave tho following figures: Walter Dil-
lingham, 89; Samuel C. Dwight, 135;
Nagaran Fernandez, 74; A. V. Gear,
112; Charles Hustaco, Jr., 120; J. C.
