CULTIVATION OE

LU10
BOYS OF INDUSTRIAL SCHOOL

COMMENCE CULTIVATIO N OF

ITS MAUKA LAND.

The Boys' Industrial School at Wal-ale- e

has begun tho cultivation o its
mnuka lands. Tho school has an acre-
age of several hundred acres of land
extending from tho seashore well u;t
toward tho ridge of the mountains. Up
to the present the cultivation has been
limited to the land along the sea shore
which Is level and little elevated above
the sea. This land requires irrigation
for cultivation. Her0 tho school has
about thirty acres of sugar carte plant-
ed under contract to be sold to Kahuku
Plantation. It has also extensive fields
of taro, and plenty of garden vege-

tables and has planted a great many
fruit trees.

About a quarter of a mile back from
tho sea the land abruptly rises In a
cliff two or three hundred feet high,
and from tho top of this cliff the land
slopes In a rUng, and In places brok-ie- n

savannah toward the crest of the
mountains. Here are several hundred
acres which has been nothing but a
range for cattle for two or threo gener-

ations. Just what it will produce 'un-

der cultivation Is not kkown. Super-
intendent Gibson has just reached the
point in the development of the indus-
trial feature of tho school when he car
begin to experiment in cultlvatlor
here. Ho has had about thirty acres
plowed, and on this ho is planting
Irish potatoes, corn, pineapples and
other similar crops. There is no means
of Irrigating this land, so that Us valuo
depends on tho amount of rainfall.
This, however ,is believed to be suffi-

cient for many crops, and It is believ-

ed that pineapples will grow there as
well as thov do at Watilawa. If that
shall prove to be the case, a profitable
opening for tho school will be maqe.
