To the Elector of the County of Oahu:

1 have Just returned from u cam-

paign trip to the Island of Kauai and
must leave again today to tour Hawaii,
Maul Hnd Molokttl, rtj.urultig, as. 1 ex-

pect, to oahu on the 27th of this month
Under these circumstances 1 shall not
be able to address the voters person-
ally In this county until late In tho
campaign, nnd have therefore taken
the liberty to Issue this short nddresu
defining briefly my position In the
present campaign, as the Democratic
candidate for Delegatu to Congress.
In my Judgment the Intervention In
Cuba by the United Status government
that has nst taken place completely
overshadows all other Issues Involved
In the election of the next Delegate

'

to Congress from Hawaii. Tho Presl-- j
dent's recent declaration that Cuba
will be given' "another chance" reveals
emphatically how very far tho national
administration has progressed In Its at-- !
titude toward the question of annex- -

lng Cuba. It Is In effect a declaration
tlwt but one chance remains today to
check the annexation of Cuba, and
that Chance, in the .President's mind,
evidently depends upon the patriotism,
forbearance nnd wisdom of rival fac-

tions in Cuba which thus far In their
history have only been distinguished
by a determination to rule or ruin
each other.

When we consider further what enor-
mous financial Interests and what
skillful, determined and unscrupulous
agents of those Interests stand ready
to keep these factions apart and to
destroy tho "remaining chance," it
should bring us to a speedy realization
that the hope that Cuba herself may
avoid annexation, rests upon a brittle
thread, and that the real hope of avoid-
ing annexation lies with the large, in-

telligent and Influential Interests with-
in the United States that realize that
Cuban annexation means a deadly
blow to them. The Democratic party
has" signally entitled Itself to be the
defender of those Interests as against
the Interests of those seeking .annexa-
tion. That party In Congress, on tho
eve of tho war with .Spain, compelled
tho Republican party, much against
Its will, to go on record against tho
spoliation of Cuba and in favor of
Cuban independence. It has consist-
ently ever since supported Cuban In-

dependence and Is irrevocably com-

mitted to a finish fight against any
program involving the annexation of
that country. On tho other hand, the
Republican party Is a party that has
favored and extended the policy of an-

nexation. Tho financial Interests seek-
ing the annexation of Cuba, are a
mighty power In that party, and the
sentiment In favor of the annexation
of Cuba has largely concentrated In
the Republican party. Under these
circumstances what should this Terri-
tory do? I dismiss at once the propo-

sition that we should do nothing. I
have no desire to assume the attitude
of an alarmist, and I do not consider
that it Is necessary to dwell unduly
upon the probable result to Hawaii of
Cuban annexation. The leading con-

servative business men of this com-mnnl- tv

have declnrprl that Cuban an- -
noxatlon means "disaster"' to the sugnr
industry of this Territory. I need only
add that disaster to the sugar Indus-
try means disaster in every depart-
ment of Industry and to every wage
earner here. We have lived so long
with prosperous conditions in Hawaii
that few fairly realize what a down-
right struggle for existence means and
I certainly consider It a matter bfond
tho pale of discussion or argument for
anyone to combat the proposition that
all we can possibly do, whether much
or little, should be done and done
promptly, and that every nerve should
be strained to combat Cuban annexn- -

tlon first, last and all the time. I
wish to remind the faint-hearte- d, the

leads them to believe that things will
continue as they are and to pooh-poo- h

any suggestion that a vital blow to
Hawaii Is impending, that tho Philip-
pine free trade bill was Indefinitely
postponed by the courage, the activity
and the faith of men wno recognized
tho danger ahead of them, refused,
however, to believe that It was insur-
mountable and put their shoulder to tho
wheel when many influential men,
even among those who were to bo In-

jured by that measure, claimed that
Philippine free trade was inevitable,
that no effort to prevent It would pre-

vail and that we had better not antag-
onize tho administration or the Repub-
lican party by opposition. These un-

called for sentiments were largely
voiced In this very Territory by men
who ought to havo known better, or at
least should have shown more courage.

openly criticised for the straightfor-
ward light he made before the com-
mittees In Congress In Hawaii's behalf
against that dangerous measure. Again
we are confronted with a like Issue,
but far more portentous, nnd as the
Democratic nominee for Delegate to
Congress I take the position that what
has been done and accomplished In
Congress against free trade with tho
Philippines can ngaln bo accomplished
against Cuban annexation, If a propor
light Is made unitedly by nil the In-

terests affected. There Is much to en-
courage a determined fight against an-
nexation; vast agricultural Interests In
the United States outside of sugar are
directly assailed; the entire South, with
Its powerful nnd nblo representation
In the House, and particularly In tho
Senate, should have, and I believe will
have, but one sentiment on this Issue;
the beet sugar interests of the North
and tho fruit Interests of the Pacific
slope are nil in jeopardy. Tho people
know further that the United States
solemnly pledged herself to proservo
Cuban Independence and has solemnly
declared against annexation In any
form. To many this appeal will count
for naught, but with many others, and
the very best of tho land, It will have
much weight and power. The undoubt-
ed revulsion of feeling In the United
States against annexation of any more
alien territory Is ripe to bo used with
great force and effect. The fact that
the great trusts whose Interests He In
the annexation of Cuba have been ut-
terly discredited, and many of their
representatives now before the publlo
under criminal indictment will also
work to our advantage. All these
weapons can be used with telling ef-

fect when backed by tho tireless and
concentrated energies of those who do
not propose to be despoiled In their
own homes. If the spirit of the people
of this Territory Is in accord with a
determined protest and a light all
along tho line, then It remains simply
to decide whether that light can best
be handled, and with most effect, with-
in the Democratic or Republican col-
umn. If you believe that tho Territory
should still go Republican and ally It-

self with tho Republican party, tho
election should be awarded to Kuhio,
my respected opponent. On tho other
hand, if you believe that a decided
Democratic victory in Hawaii would In
itself constitute a protest! the most
vital and significant within our reach
and grasp, and if you believe further
that the fight against Cuban annexa-
tion can be carried on more naturally,
more freely and more efficaciously,
shoulder to shoulder, with tho party
that already has committed Itself
against the measure and done valiant
service already to avert the threatened
evil, then logically and justly Hawaii
should place Itself under the Demo-
cratic banner and fraternize ureserv-edl- y

with those whose fortunes are one
with ours. I concede at onco that Ku-
hio will know his duty to his peoplo
quite well enough to proteat and work
against Cuban annexation. In season
and out of season, but I submit that
for him to appear In the Democratic
fold In a Republican uniform, thus ad-
vertising that the Territory of Hawaii
Is acting with the Democrats grudg-
ingly and only to save her own skin,
will lack that element of good wil'
and unreserved that would
surely mark the advent in Congress of
one of their own number.

The Democrats do not claim bad faith
on tho part of President Roosevelt In
the matter of Intervention; we simply
take him at his word that If the Cubans
do not Improve another and last chance
to bo given them their destiny will be
taken out of their hands. Intervention
once accomplished, the rest Is likely to
bo precipitated whether the adminis-
tration likes it or not. Whether an-
nexation comes swiftly or slowly, wo
can't get to work too quickly or too
earnestly. I advocate fellowship be-
tween Hawaii and the agricultural
states, whoso Interests are practically
identical with those of Hawaii, as the
surest, safest, most efficacious and en-
during alliance that we can possibly
make. You are not to choose, as It
seems to me, either to occupy a fag end
position in the Republican program,
that sooner or later unless checked.
will precipitate annexation, or to join
hands with those who will gladly and
unreservedly welcome you and recog-
nize you as one who Is in tho same boat
with themselves and to bo protected
nnd defended In common with them-
selves and on an equal footing.

In meeting this question of a choice
between a Democrnt and a Republican
to represent Hawaii In Congress, the
argument of the Republicans will prob-
ably be that it would be foolhardy for
Hawaii to at this time change her poll-ti- cs

in national malters, for tho rea-
son that it the Republicans In Congress
are to be tho advocates of Cuban an-
nexation, then the wise course will bo
to send a Republican from Hawaii to
convert them; that Is a Republican
can accomplish moro with Republican
Congressmen on this question than can
a Democrat. My answer to tho argu-
ment Is this: The work that will tell
against Cuban annexation Is not that
which Is directed against tho men In
Congress who are to vote on the ques-
tion, but that which Is directed to-
wards molding an intelligent, Impartial
public oplnon among tho people of the
United States. Onco public opinion be-
comes firm against annexation, tho ac-
tion of Congress will take caro of it-

self, for the peoplo will see to it that
they are represented In Congress by
men who will voice and vote their wish.
So If my Republican friends hope by
sending a Republican to Congress to
change tho views or influence the votes
of Republican Congressmen on tho
question of Cuban annexation, they
will wake up to find that their hope
can not be realized. The time to work

Democratic party and with that party
proclaims to an Impartial public tho
