This Is true not only In respect to tho
punishment of crime, but also in tho
protection of the innocent from unjust
accusation and prosecution. Tyrants
and corrupt ministers In Eugland have
relied upon supcrservlceablo and con
sclenceless attorneys to carry ou
nrpss liberty and to strlfle freo
oppressive nnd wicked laws, to sup
speech and Independent action.

Our County Attorney's office has In
It all the possibilities of being used for
the same nefarious ends, and the unit
ed States has presented many exam
pies of such use of the office.

No corrupt administration can long
endure when there Is a thoroughly
vigilant and honest County Attorney,
and no corrupt combination of admin
istratlve officers can be thoroughly
broken up and dispersed without the
aid of a County Attorney who Is fear
less, upright and zealous.

The history of the United States
demonstrates this Indubitably. The
power of the Tweed ring In New York
was only made possible by controlling
tho administration of criminal Justice,
Tweed could never have attained his
vast power for public plunder unless
be had had an Oakley Hall as County
Attorney to protect him and his con
fededates in the criminal court.

All tho recent investigations and ex
posures In the United States that have
done so much to stimulate the people
to battle for honest government have
beert brought about through the ngen
cy of the County Attorney's office. It
was County Attorney Folk, of St
Louis, and County Attorney ' Jerome,
of New York, who brought about in
those two commonwealths the down
fall of corrupt power. And It always
will be so. If the County Attorney is
either the active servant or tho ac-
quiescent dependent of corrupt bosses
and machines, the people will be pow
eness ana almost Hopeless victims o
their plunderers.

It has never yet received a blow
from the County Attorney's offlce, and
that ia why the Machine is not thor
oughly destroyed.
