MAJOR RUSSELL SAYS MARINES
MUST. WAIT UNTIL SITE OF NA-

VAL STATION IS DETERMINED.

Major Russell, In chargo of the Unit
ed States marines whose barracks aro
at the naval station In this city, was
seen this morning in reference to tho
following report of General Elliott,
commandant of marines, which report
has Just been Issued In' Washington:

'Tho marines aro quartered In an old
building at this (Honolulu) station
known as tho 'Coal Shed, which has
been equipped as far aa possible for
temporary occupancy. If the depart-
ment decides to maintain this naval
station a modern barracks should be
provided, tho estimates being withheld
until a definlto conclusion on the sub-

ject of tho slto'of the naval station In

the Hawaiian Islands is decided by me
Navy Department."

"Wo certainly need barracks," said
tho Major, "but there can be nothing
dono toward tho erection of proper bar
racks until It Is decided whether the
naval station Is to bo established here
or at Pearl Harbor. This same report
was made two years ago when we first
went into theso barracks In the coal
Shed."

THE GOVERNOR SETS NOVEMBER
29 ASIDE THE DAY FOR GIV-

ING THANKS THIS YEAR.

Governor Carter has Issued tho
Thanksgiving proclamation. It wa
the last document that tho Governor
signed yesterday beforo going on a
brief trip down Walalua way. Tho
proclamation sets November 29 asldo
us the day for thanksgiving.

It reads as follows:
THANKSGIVING PROCLAMATION.

In conformity with established cus-
toms, and In accordance with religious
sentiment, I hereby proclaim and de-

signate Thursday, tho 29th day of No-

vember, 190C, as Day, and
tho setting apart of said

day In the same spirit that has char-
acterized Its observance tho
United States during many generations.

Let us show our gratitude for
fortunnto conditions under which wo
aro living, for tho benefits that have
been bestowed upon us and for the
great gift of good health, by remem
bering the poor and needy, by
suspension of labor, by friendly Inter-
course, and by thanking Almighty God
for His loving kindness and His mani-
fold blessings.

In witness whereof, 1 have hereunto
set hand and caused tho great seal
of tho Territory of Hawaii to bo af-
fixed at tho Executlvo Building, In Ho-
nolulu, this Twelfth day of Novembor,
In the year of our Lord one thousand
nine hundred and six, and of the

A BARK UNDER TWO

FLAGS FIERY CROSS ARRIVES.

Sails are beginning to. show In the
harbor again and tho steamships have
it not entirely to themselves. This
forenoon tho Norwegian bark Fiery
Cross, Captain Clonssen, was reported,
78 days from Newcastle with coal and
by 12:30 this afternoon she was dock-
ed.

TUT BID
INDEMNITY

COL. JONES MARSHALS PHALANX
OF TERRITORY TO CAPTURE
3000 PLUNKS OF INDEMNITY.

Tho Territorial Government Is charg-
ing Hko a Macedonian .phalanx on tho
redouts of the security company and
the backers of Cohen and the band to
recover on that $3,000 bond. Colonel

Tho demand for the Indemnity bond
was mado yesterday. The security
company sent a hurried cable to as-

certain what the dickens, was tho mat-

But Colonel Jones in the role of the

Great Grant, beforo Fort Donaldson,
declares It is to be a case of "uncon-
ditional surrender." Tho backers of
that bond are probably howling like
tho other American Immortal, Law-
rence, "don't give up thj dough."

But Colonel Jones declares, and he
has Attorney General Peters back of
him, that tho dough or tho muslcaHn-strumen- ts

loaned the band, must be
produced. It appears that the musical
Instruments taken by the band be-

longed to the United States Govern-
ment and wcro loaned to the band as
a part of the militia. Before he would
consent to tho band taking tho Instru-
ments, Jones insisted that a bond of
Indemnity to insure tho safe return of
tho Instruments by September 30 be
given. This was dono, six men includ-

ing Cohen going on the surety.
Tho indemnity bond Is a stiff enough

proposition. It was so drawn up by
Attorney General Peters. The Instru-
ments have not been returned on Sep-

tember 30, tho limit, nnd now the mili-

tia authorities have demanded tho fulr
filment. of the bond.

Tho Sheridan's flap
was flying and thero was no Indication
of anything wrong.

Tho Sheridan left for San Francisco
about 4 o'clock In the afternoon of
Friday the 9th Instant, so sho had been
out about two days when fdie and tho
vessels towing her were sighted by tho
Novadan. She hod up to that time,
boon getting along at a rate of about
0 knots an' hour. This means about lit
days for the entire trip and tho fleet
may expert to reach San Francisco on
the 24th Instant.

15 tons for Honolulu and 7 tons for
HIIo.
